By means of a note of the Soviet Embassy in

Tirana, on January 86,1961, the Central Commitiee
of the Party of Labour of Albania was infermed
of the reply of the Government of the Soviet
Union concerning the conclusion of the clearing
agreement between the People’'s Republic of Al-
bania and the USSR for the period 1961-1965, and

the signing of the agreement on the credit accor-
ded to the People’s Republic of Albania by the
Soviet Union for the mechanization of agriculiure.
In its reply the Soviet Government, after announ-
cing that it does not accept the proposal of the
Albanian Government lo send a deputy chalrman
of the Council of Ministers to Maoscow [or this
purpose «once again reatflims that the ec-or_wmic
issues, which, ag is known, are directly linked
with the normalization of relations, can be discus-
sed in the existing conditions, only at the tighest
level of the partics and governmentss. |

Such an attitude on the part of the Soviel
Covernment does not seem to us just, in conformity
with the very question under discussion, and even
Jess in conformity wilth the character of relations
among the member counirics af the socialist camp.

The Soviet Union has helped the Albanian
people and the People’s Republic of é‘_\‘iban‘ia in
their efiorts to eliminate the centuries-cld back-
wardnoss as guickly as possible and to build so-
cialism. The Party of Labour of Albaniz, our Go-
vernment and the ontire Albanian people ﬂhav‘e
alwavs been grateful for and appreciative ol th‘ls
assistance, and have always considered and still
consider it s an expression ol proletarian mier-
nationalism, as assistance between corarade and
comrade, between brother and brother. _

n this spirit our Central Commitiee and {'.;,O"
vernment turned to the Central Commiflee of the
Communist Party and the Government of the
Soviet Union for new credits for the successiul
realization of the 3rd Tive-year Plan 1961-1963,
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of the development of the people’s economy of
Albania.

As 1s known, on the basis of dalks held in
Moscow in regard to this gquestion in December
1958, belween the ropresenlatives of the parties
and governments of the 4wo countries at the
highest level, the Soviet Union accorded the Peo-
ple’s Republic of Albania a eredit for the period
1950-1965 and the relevant agreecineni, {ogether
with the lists of the projects to be extended or huilt
in Albania wilh the assistance of the Soviet Union
on the basis of this credit, was signed in Tirana
on July 3,189585. Likewisc, in vesponse to the requcest
of the Central Commitiec of the Parly of Labour
of Albania, on April 30,1960, for a spccial credit
for agricultural machinery and chemical fertilizers,
the Central Committee of ihe Communist Party
of the Soviet Unlon agreed to accord the People’s
Republic of Albania another credit for this purpose
and on July 25, 1960 the Soviet Governmeoent presen-
ted the Albanian Government the rolevent deafi-
agreement fov signature, As to exchanges on a
clearing basis for the period 1961-1968 after the
talks held for this purpose, the relevant protocoi
has been signed by the povernmeni delogations of
our two countries, since April 3,1958.

In such condiiions, considering all these issues
decided at the highest level of the parties and
governments of the two counirics and properly
concluded. the Albaninn Governmen® proposed 1hat
the agreement on clearing lor 1961-1965 and the
one preseated by the Soviet Government on the
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credit for the mechanization of agriculture should
be signed by the deputy chairman of the Council
of Ministers and chairman of the State Planning
Commission of the People’s Republic of Albania. It
is clear that no gquestion had gemained unsettled,
except some changes of projects sought by the Al-
banian Government through the note of the Alban-
lan Embassy in Moscow on the 28(h of Oclober 1980,
and which could have been seitled quite casily
by the two delegations.

Here it is opportunse to mention that a few
months ago the Soviet Government itself considared
the issues in the same way, and showed ilself ready
to send the minisier of foreign trade of the Soviet
Union to Albania for the signing of these agree-~
ments. When we were informed by the Soviet side
that he was vnable to come 1o Albania, for health
reasons, dhe necessury ofticial approaches were
made from our side so that an Albavian govoern-
ment <delegation, headed by the deputy chalrman
of the Council of Ministers and chalrman of the
State Planning Commission, would go 1o Moscow.

As can be seen, everything is very clear and
the proposal of the Albanian Government to send
the said delegation Tor the above porpose is eom-
pletely siormal and i order. Tn these cireumsiances,
we are rightfully astonished at the stand now
maintnined by the Sovicl Governmont on  Lthese
queslions and we cannol understand from  what
bases it is proceeding in unilaterally demeiding the
re-exemination of the above mentioned issues,
discussed and decided al the highest level of the
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parties and governments of the two countries and
definitely settled. In its reply of January 6,1861
the Soviet Government also makes allusions to
doubts about thie relations between our two states
and speaks of their normalization.

In connection with this atlitude of the Soviet
Government, we consider if opportune to express
to you frankly our opinion that this atfitude of
the Government of the Soviet Union is not correct
in principle and does not conform in practice to

the real state of the facts and the issue under dis-

cussion., By mixing State relations with those be-
tween parties, the Soviet Government, improperly
and in a manner unacceptable in the relations be-
tween our socialist countries, i3 trying to impose
its will on the Party of Labour of Albania to
send the main representative of the Party fo talk
aboutl these issues.

Our view Is that the issues raised by 1the Soviet
Government have a distorted character and can
be rightfully considered as  economic pressurcs
exerted on our Siate and the Party of Labour of
Albania on the eve of ity 4th Congress, in order
to couse it economic and othor difficulties. We
think that the relations betwecn our lwo States
are quite normal, and in quesiioning their frue
character, the Soviet Government is making a very
wrong and unilateral assessment, with which we
cannol reconcile cursclves,

We want to point nut that the Parvty of Labour
of Albania and the Albhanian Government have con-—
sidered and will always consider the meeting of
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delegations of our two pariles and governments
at the highest or any other level as o pleasurs,
But in such conditions as the Sovigl Governmend
presents the issue, the Cenlral Comimiitee of the
Party of Labour of Albania does not find it reg-
sonable nor proper to send a top level delegation,
Firsl, because, as it was stated above, the issues
concerned have besn examined and decided defi~
nitely by the two sides, in full agresment and at
the highest  level,  and  second, because  Lhe
Soviet Ueovermment rajses these dssues In an
incorrect way, contrary to the spirit of relalions
betwenn asecialist  counicies, hence, unacceptable
fo us.

The Central Comunities of the Party of Labour
of Albania hopes that ibe Ceniral Commities of
the Communist Parky of the Soviel Union will

ke weasures so that in the future, too, the
relations Delwesn our Lwo coultivies will coniinue
on lhe corvect course of the Inendly relalions
which have exisied for a long lime, relalions which
have elosely linked our two couniries and peoples.

a. The Suscessful Construction of the Economic

Base of Secialism

The decisive conditions for the development of
our country on ihe road fo secilalism were created
in November 1944, wiwn, aftey the triumoph of the
people’s revolution, its main strategic taslk was
solved; political power passad  completely into
the hands of the working class and the working
masses, led by their Party. The profound revolu-
tionary economic and social transformations carried
out by the people’s power aller the country’s Libe-
ration, such as the natlonalization of industry,
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transport, the banks, forcign trade and internal
wholesale trade, led to the establishment of pu-
blic ownership of the main means of production
and circulation and created the first economic pos-
sibilities to begin the conslruction of the new
socialist sociefy, :

The transition of our coun bry from a semi-
feudal situation and techinical-cconomic backward-
ness directly to the building of socialism, leaving
cut the siage of developed ndugtrial capitalism,
set before our Party, as one of its mast vital and
urgent tasks, the creation of industry through the

socialist industrialization and electrilication of the
country,

“. . Big industrys savs V. I, Lenin, speaking
of its role in the building of socialist society,
«ts the base for the fronsition fo socialism and
from the viewpoint af the stete of productive
forces, e, from ihe wiewpnint of the fundg-
mental eriterion of oll the social dovelops
ment, constitutes the foundation of the so-
cialist economic organization, by uniting the
advanced industria] workers, uniting the olass
which exercises the dictators R uf the rro-
letariats*,

In formulating and applying the policy of
socialist industrialization of the country, the Party
proceeds From the concrete conditions of our coun-
fry, from the internal possikilities, 1he natural

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resources, the economic cooperation amoeng the

- socialist countries. Under the new historieal con-

ditions, for our small country with limited prs-
sibilities in human forces and material and  fi-
nancial means, the creation of all branches of in-
dustry has not been possible. The high rates of
growth in indusirial production, the creation and
development of a humber of branches of henvy
Indusiry, giving priority to the mining industry,
the development, alongside it, of light industry,
are some of the distinguishing features of the
socialist industrialization of our country.

Under the correct leadership of the Party,
with the mobilization, creative work and self-sa-
crifice of the masses of working people of the town
and countryside, we have now created g new ine
dustry, with modern equipment, Albania has been
converted into an agrarian-indusirial country. This
is a great historic victory of our Party and people
on the road to the creation of the material-techni-
cal base of socialism, the expansion and further
strengthening of the productive forces of our coun-
try, and socialist relations in production,

Parallel with this, our Party has waged a
resolute struggle and has pursued a coasistent
Leninist policy for the collectivization of agri-
culture, which was crowned by the creation of
the economic base of socialism in the countryside,
too. Our beasantry, with unwuavering faith in the
Party, embraced the road of collectivization and is
proceeding along this road resojutely and volun-
tarily, fully convinced of its superiorily over the
small individual economy. Today, in our country
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in general the collectivization of agriculture hasz
been completed. The soclalist sector in agriculture
predominabes in regard to both the area of the
arable land and production for the market.

Towards the small producers in towns, too, our
Party has followed o correct poliey, which aimed
at organizing them on the road of the socialist eco-
nomy by means of their.voluntary union in the
artisan cooperatives. Now these cooperatives in-
clude the overwhelming majority of our craftsmen.

The socialist forms of the economy and the
socialist relalions in production predominate in
all branches of the economy, In 1960, the socialist
sector of the economy yielded about 90 per cent
of the national income. Last year the socialist sec-
tor included: 99 per cent of the lotal induslrial
output, 100 per cent of the wholesale trade, 90 per
cent of the retail trade, and over 80 per cent of
the total agricultural production. Thus, the multi-
form economy has generally disappeared m our
counlry and in its place a single system of socialist
economy has been created. Thus, the economic base
of socialism has been created both in town and in
countryside. The capitelist economy, the exploiting
classes, and the exploitetion of mon by man, have
been abolished for ever, With this great historic
victory our country is edvancing at ¢ more rapid
pace towards the further construction of the mater-
ial and technical base of soctalism,

On the sound foundation of the new socialist
relations of production, the dynamic development
of the produciive forces of the country has taken
place, unemployment has been abolished for ever,
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the national income has greatly increased, and the
material and cultural standards of the masses of
working people have been steadily raised.

An integral part of our socialist revolulion
are the revolutionary transformations which have
been carried out in the ideological, educational,
and cultural fields, as well as the great work done
by our Party for the education ol the workers in
the spirit of socialist consciousness, to raise their
technical and cultural level and create cadres of
the new socialist intelligentsia,

The establishment of socialist relations in pro-
duction radically changed the ©01d structure of clas-
ses in our sociely. The characteristic and funda-
mental feature of the class structure in our coun-
try at the present stage is the exisience of fwo
Jriendly classes — the working class and the coo=
perativist peasantry, their clliance under the leg=
dership of the working class and the consolidation,
on this basis, of the morael and political unity of
all the working people.

Our new working clasg was born, grew up,
and has been tcmpered in the work for the con-
struction of socialism. At present, the workers, to-
gether with their families, account for about 22.%
per cent of the total population. But whal is deci-
sive, 1s the fact that our working class is no longer
a politically cppressed and exploited class, as is the
case with the working class under capitalism, but
& class which has smashed the feudo-bourgeois
bureaucratic apparatus to its foundations and on
its ruins has built the new state power, a leading
class which helds the political power in its hands,
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the initiator and organizer of all the economic and
social transformations which are carried oui in
our socieiy, a class which is constantly raising its
political, technical, and cultural level.

With the re-organization of agriculture on a
socialist basis in our countryside, in place of the
individual peasantry, a new class — the cooperati-
vist peasaniry — has emerged and is being formed.
The basis of its economy is no longer the small-scale
private property, but the collective property. The
source of its income and wellbeing is no longer
individual work with primilive implements, but
tollective work with advanred equipment. The
further economic and organizational development
and strengthening of the socialist system in the
touniryside will be, at the same time, the process
of the development and strengthening of this class
and its alliance with the working class.

In the struggele for the conslruction of social-
ism the now socialisy inlelligentsia, born of the
people and loyal 1o themn, has been formed. Tt is
marching shoulder to shoulder with the working
elass and the cooperativist peasaniry. Thanks to
he educalional work and the correct policy pur-
sued by the Party, the best people from that small
number of the old intelligentsia which we inheri-
ted from the past also came over to the sgide of
the people and socialism.

Our Party regards the alliance of the working
class wilh the working peasaniry as the main
soclal force for the construction of socialism. For
the consolidaiion of this alliance new economic
links between the town 'an_d countryside in ‘the
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field of circulation of goods and that of produc-
tion have been established and are being constantly
extended.

iAs can be seen, the period we have traversed
during these 16 years of people’s power has been
a period of profound revolutionary changes carried
out under the leadership of the Party. During
this period we have overcome a series of difficul-
ties, obstacles, and contradictions. These difficul-
lies and contradictions were increased and made
more complicated because of the various imperial-
ist plots and the brutal interference of the Yugo-
slav revisionists in cur internal affairs, because of
their hostile activity carried out in all forms aga~-
inst our Party and State, In overcoming them our
Party has waged a stern, principled, and consis-
tent struggle against internal and foreign enemies,
against the imperialists and their lackeys — the
Yugoslav revisionists. At the same time, the Party
has dealt resolute blows at all the opportunists,
deviators and traitors, who have attempted to un~
dermine the work of the Party and turn it from
the Marxist-Leninist course.

In all ifs activily for the socialist transforma-
tion of the economy the Parly of Labour of Alka-
nia has applied a correct general line, has always
based itself on Marxism-Leninism, and dealt with
probiems in a scienfific way. It has remained faiib-
ful 1o the principles of prolctarian internationg lism,
and has succeeded in mobilizing the broad working
masses and made them conscious builders and
defenders of the new socialist society,

During this period our Party has also strug-
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gled 1o solve the non-antagomistic contradictions
which have arisen from our progress in socialist
construction, such as: the contradictions between
the advanced political power and the relatively low
level of the productive forces, between the rapid
development of industry and the lagging behind
of agriculture, between the advanced equipment
and the shortcomings of the level of training of
the cadres, between the level of production and
tonsumption ete. In achieving the above-mentio-
ned victories the decisive role has been played by
the great efforts, the self-sacrificing and glorious
work of our heroic people, the socialist patriotism,
the talents and determination of our heroic working
¢lass, the working peasantry and the paople’s intel-
ligentsia, the correct line and wise, courageous,
and far-sighted leadership of our Panty of Labour
and its creafive application of Marxist-Leninist
theory in the concrete historical conditions of our
country. The aid given to our country during this
period by the Soviet Union and the fraternal coun-
iries of the socialist camp has played an important
role as an exlernal factor. The Albanian people
and its Party of Labour are, and will always be,
grateful to the peoples and the communist and
workers' parties of these countries for this inler-
nationalist and fratermal aid, _

The history of these last 20 vears has confir-
med the behest of our ancestors that «freedom is
not donased, it must be won with bloodsheds. In
the 20th Century, the century of Leninism, through
heroic struggle and violence, the Albanion people,
unbowed through the ages, under the leadership
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of their glorious. -Barty, smashed the Iialian and

Hitlerite fascists, complctely overthrew and cru-
shed the feudo-bourgeoisie and its stale power,
created the new Albania, created the mew people’s
state power and are successfully buildng Socialis.sm.
1t is precisely because the struggle against the im-
perialists, against fascism, against the feudo-bour-
geoisie was waged in these forms by the Party' and
people for the liberation of Albania and the seizure
of power, because the people worked with great
revolutionary enthusiasm for the reconstruction of
our poor. war-devastated vountry. for the building
of socialism, because we were all always on guards
to defend the people’s victories, that we succeeded
in overcoming terrible waves and storms during
these twenty years., The revolutionarv impetus of
the people has never stopped and it never will, the
tasks set were achieved »nd will always be achieved
successfully. woe smashed the encomics’ heads and
we shall always smash them if they fry to lay a
finger on our country and our pecple. Woe fo the
Albanian peonle if we had hoped that the Ameri-
can. British. French and fhe Ttallan capitalists, or
the Shefget Verlacis and Mustafa Krujas would
make us a gift of freedom. Woe to our people if
we had comvpromised and capitulated to the impe-
rialists, if we had shown fear and vacillation, if
we had begged them for freedom, liberation, and
peace. The Marxist-Leninist Jine of our Party shi-
nes like the sun in spring time, Like the sun it
warms our Homeland and makes it flower. The
fiery rays of this sun are blinding to the enemies
of our people, the enemies of Marxism-Leninism,
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The 16 years of people’s state power have
demonstrated the fruth of the general laws of the
socialist revolution, formulated by the friumphant
doctrine of Marxism-Leninism. They have also con-
firmed the practical and real possibility of the
transition of the backward countries directly from
the old feudal order to socialism, leaving out the
stage of developed capitalism.

B. — The Sccond Five-Year Plan — an Im-
portant Step in the Further Development of oug
Economy and Culiure

In the period since the 3rd Congress of the
Party of Labour of Albania, which coincides with {he
carrying out of the 2nd Five-year Plan, a step of his-
toric imporiance has been taken in the consiruciion
of the economic base of socialism in our country.

The 3rd Congress of the Party put forward as the
main tusk the further development of industry,
e.sp(—?cially the mining industry, chiefly on the basis
of the fuil use of the existing productive capacities
and the mobilization of internal reserves, and the
rapid development of agriculiure, mainly on the
basis of the re-organization of agricultural produc-
tion on socislist foundations, Relying on theso fac-
tors, the task was put forward of achieving a fur-
ther improvement of the material conditions and
raising the cultural ijevel of the working people,

Sumiming up the worlk done in these feve yezm's,
our Puarly, with ¢ feeling of legitimate 'p“r'idé, (-
nounces that in general the main task of the 2nd
Five-year Plan 1was fulfitled ahead of schedule,
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The volume of the tofal industrial output set
by the 3rd Congress of the Party for the 1956-1960
period was fulfilled in 4 years and 9 months, in ihe
mining industry in four years and six months, while
the level of industrial output set for 1960 was
achieved one year ahead of schedule. In 1968 the
volume of the total indusirial production increased
more than 118 per cent above that of 1355, as
against 92 per cent which was the farget set by
the Congress, with an average annual rate of 16.9
per cenf, as against 14 per ceni. Production of
means of production (group «A») Increased at an
average annual rate of 18 per cent, as against 14.8
per cent, and of consummer’ goods (group «B») 16
per cent, as against 13.5 per cent, which was the
target. To give you a better grusp of the impor-
tance of these figures, the importance of our
achievements, suffice it to mention that in 1960 the
Peshkopia and Burrel districts alone produced as
much as was produced in 1938 in the whole of
Albania, while the city of Tirana produced more
than five times as much. This is what our glorious
Party and the people’s power are achieving, this
iIs what a people cen do when they are free,

The main task of the 3rd Congress of ithe Party
for the coliectivization of agriculture was also
achieved ahead of schedule, Since July 1960 the
socialist sector has comprised 86.3 per ceni of the
cultivated land. In this way, the economic base of
socialism has peen built in our countryside, With
the achievement of this victory which i3 of
a great historic importance, our Party, relying on
the immortal teachings of Lenin, successfully resol-
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ved one of the most difficult tasks of the transition
period.

2. — '_E.‘he Collectivization of Agriculture Is the
‘Greatest Success of Qur Payly in the Countryside

| 'T‘he polit;y of our Party, based on the Marxist-
Leninist teachings, for the socialist fransformation
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of the countryside, was fully implemented during
the first four vears of the 2nd Five-year FPlan.
Excluding the areas of a markedly mountainous
character, agricultural cooperatives have been
formed in all the villages of the other areas. This
is one of the most splendid achievements of our
Party and cur people.

The correct line of the Party on the collecti-
vization, expressed in the well-known siogan, «We
must neither be hasty, nor mark time», which
was applied in the first stage, made it possible for
the broad strata of poor and middle peasants 0O
be convinced in praclice of the greal benefits to
be derived from the organization of collective agri-
cultural economies in comparison with the indi-
vidual economies. The orientation of the December
1955 Plenum of the CC, which was ulso stressed by
the 3rd Congress, for speeding up the lempo of COl-
lectivization, marks the beginning of a new stage in
the mass colleclivization of agriculture in all the
main areas of the Republic. Thus, whereas at the
end of 1955 the cooperatives comprised only 14.5
per cent of the peasants’ arable land, a year laler
they occupied 30.8 per cent. The year 1837 be-
come the year of the great turning pnint, because
not only the poor peasants, but also the riddle
peasants began to enter the cooperatives en masse,
and the collectivized area reached 58 per ceni. In
1960, 83.2 per cent of the arable land owned by
the peasantry had been collectivized. Thus, it be-
came possible to complete the task sel by the 3rd
Congress of the Party one year ahecad of schedule.
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Understanding very well this duty that the Party
put before them, the communists of town and coun-
iryside, the patriots, the best activists of the De-
mocratic Front and of the other mass brganizati'ms,
the heroic working class of our counfry put all
their strength and energy into this great work for
the socialist transformation of the counilryside, to-

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3. — The Rise of the Material Welibeing of the
Working Masses

The inceasing increase of tolal industrial and
agricultural production, the triumph of collectiviza-
tion in the countryside, the development of ail
the other sectors of the people’s economy have
brought about as an objective result the further
raising of the material wellbeing and the cultural
level of the people. In our country, the planned
organizalion of the process of social production is
carried out in order to assure lthe allround well-
being and development of all members of our so-
ciety,

During the years of the 2nd Five-year Plan,
the rise of the malerial wellbeing and cultural le-
vel of the working people is characterized by these
main indices:

At the end of 1960 the national income was
48 per cent greater than in 1955.

Important measures have been taken o lower
the retuil prices of poods, to raise low wages and
pensions, to incrcase the wholesale purchase prices
of the agricultural, livestock, and other products.
These, together with the increased level of quali-
fication ot the workers and labour productivity
have brought an increase of 29 per cent in the
reai wages of the workers and employees in 1959,

The trade organs have supplied the people
better with mass consumption goods. The volume
of the circulation of goods at the end of the 9nd
Five-year FPlan reached 194 per cent, compared
with that of 1955,

The results achieved in the first years of the
ond Five-year Plan in the increase of industrial
and agricultural products, created the conditions.
for the total abolition of the rationing system in

November 1957, earlier than the time imit sot by

the 3rd Congress of the Parly. The successful im-
plementation of this important measure was a areat
victory, which testified to the wisdom of the econo-
mic policy pursued by our Party and which has
given a further impulse to the all-round develop-
ment of production and distribution,

One of the problems of the living conditions.
of the people, on which we have concentrated more
attention, is housing, the increaze of the number
of houses and their upkeep. The number of houses
built during these last 10 years is suflicient te
house the pre-Liberation population of the cities
of Shkodra, Durrés, Korca, Viera and llbasan, ta-
ken together.

The health situation of our people has under-
gone obvious improvement. The natural increase of
the population per 1,000 inhabitants has been about
32 persons. Never before has there been such a
rapid growth of population in our country. Cur
country now ranks among the leading countries of
the world in this respect. From 1,122,000 inhabi~
tants which Albania had in 1945, according to the
preliminary data, at the 1960 census, it reached .
1,625,000 inhabitants,
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4. — 'The Culiural Revolution Is DBeing Success-
{ully Carried oul in Our Countyy

The tasks laid down by the 3rd Congress for
the development of education, science, and culfure
in general have been achleved with success:

Our country has become not only a great con-
struction site but also a big school, where one out
of every five persons of the fotal population goes
to school. Today, more than 300,000 persons are
attending day and evening schools. An important
step has been the building of T-year schools so
widely extended that classes have been opened
even with only 10-15 pupils. Today we have 5357
T-year day schools, with more than 63.300 pupils,
as against 2,563 pupils before Liberation.

Middle schooling, which in the past was the
privilese of certain strata of the population, has
now taken wide proportions. Middle schools have
been opened not only in the smallest distriet cen-
tres, but even in the centres of some localities.
This school year alene over 16,000 pupils are stu-
dying in the day time middle schools, including
8,500 pupils in the technical and teacher-training
middle schools.

During the 2nd Five-year Plan the Tirana Sta-
te University, the biggest scientific and teaching
centre in the country, the pride of our people's
state power, was established. Today 7,800 students
are studying in the higher institutes, at home and
abroad, that is 4.6 times more university students
than there were pupils in all the middle schools in
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1938, or 3 times more the number of pupils in the
T-year schools of that period.

Today, fotal of 4,245 higher cadres and about
20,000 middle cadres are working in all branches
of the economy and eculture. Now there are 870
engineers working in our country, as against the
33 we had in 1938, 570 agronomists, as against
45 In 1933, and 478 doctors and dentists, as against
the 122 there were in 2ll in our conniry. In 1980
alone about 1,000 persons graduated from the uni-
versities at home and abroad, that is over double
the number of higher cadres in 1938,

Our country, which 15 years ago was a back-
ward agricultural country, today has a fully for-
med working class in ranks of which 62 per cent

are qualified workers. During the 2nd Five-year

Plan about 46,000 new workers, as against 3%.600

~envisaged in the plan, were trained in the lower
- vocational training schools and labour reserve

schools, and more than 83,000 others, as against
70,000 envisaged in the plan, passed through cour-
ses to raise their level of qualification. During
the 2nd Five-year Plan about 9,300 middle school
cadres completed their training in the day and
evening schools at home, as well az 2,800 higher
cadres in schools at home and abroad.

In our country the organization of scientific
work has been put on the right road. Important
successes have been achieved, especially in the field
of the historical-philological sciences. Under the
care of the Party, the treasury inherited in the
field of material and spiritual culture, everything
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positive and progressive which the past generalions
of our heroic people have created through the
ages, is being constantly brought to Iight. is becon-
ing the property of the people, 1s becoming
greal roobilizing force in the struggle to build the
new life and culture in our couniry. A wvaluable
contribution in this direction is the compilation ot
the «Uistory of Albania» and the «History of Al-
banian Literalure». Valuable studies have likewise
heen made by the scientific institulions on some
problems of agriculiure and animal hushandry,
{mportant successes have been atlained aisn
in the field of literature and arts. During this
period about 70U original works of different genves
have been published. Today, we have the Opoera
and Ballet Theatre, the drama thealres and 11
professional variely theatres. The firsl Albanian
operas and featurs Flms have been created. figu-
rative art exhibitions, theatrical and folkioro fes-
ivals, have been organized, which togelaer, Bave
animated the artistic cultural lite of the country.
Always loyal to the greab cause of the working
class, our writers and artists, with thelrworks, have
given the Party great assislance in it ideonlogical
struggle for the education of the new man, During
this period they have created artistic works and
figures, which embody the great ideals of {helr
contemporaries and ol our wonderful epoch.

The grandeur of the 3rd Five-year Plan can
be appreciated, also, from the large funds which
will be invested in the people’s economy, and which
will further increase the production of materisl
goods. Amother fealure of the 3rd Five-year Plan,
also, is the fact that a part of the investments will
give their economic effect during the first years
of the 41h Five-year Plan, thus ensuring the conli-
nuation of extended socialist reproduction,

In the 3rd Five-year Plan correct ratios have
been established such as to ensure the harmonious
development of the branches of the econamy, espe-
clally the ratio industry {o agriculture. With the
creation of new branches of material production,
the 3rd Five-year Plan improves the structure of
the economy and creates betlter conditions [or
Increasing social produclion further.

- Priovity for the increase of production of the
means of produclion. as compared with the pro-
duction of consumer goods. is another distinguish-
ing fTealure of this [ive-vear plan. This is the
result of the economic policy followed by our Party
in the indusirialization of the country and in the
distribution of investments to the different bron-
ches of the economy.

During the 3rd Five-year Plan, the process of
the soclalist industrialization of the country wiil
be raised to an even higher level. New branches,
equipped with an advanced fechnology, will be
added to our up-to-date industry. The raw materials
will be more compleiely processed, and this charac-
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terizes the {urther rise of the level of the industrial
development of our country.

1. — The Continuation of the Socialist Industria-
Hzation of our Couniry — Decisive Link for the
Development of the Material and Technical Base

ol Socialism

During the 3rd Five-vear Plan, loo, our Party
of Labour considers lhe [urther development of
the socialist industrialization of the country, giving
priority to the rapid development of heavy industry,
as an important task,

It is envisaged that in 1963 the fotal volume
of the industrial production (at 1860 prices) will be
increased 52 per cent, with an average annual rate
of growlh of 8.7 per cenl. In the same year the
specilic welght of industrial production in the total
volume of indusirial and agriculiural output. will
reach 54 per cent.

Production of means of production (group «A»)
will be increased by 54 per cent, while production
of consumer goods {group «B»), by 50 per cent.
More than half the toial volume of industrial pro-
duction will be production of means of production.

As can be seen, in its economic policy conecerning
the socialist industrialization of the country, despite
the exisience of special features, our Party always
nas in mind the Leninist thesis, that heavy industry
is the basis of socialist indusirialization., lhat in
this process production of the means of production
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must be increased at higher rates than the pro-
duction of the consumer goods.

The mining and processing industry will un-
dergo great development, with the aim at achieving
better ulilization of the wealth of the country —
the useful minerals, sources of fuel and. hydro-
power, the lorest wealth, agricultural raw materials,
and so on. Large funds will be invested for the
establishment of branches of heavy industry, such
as the chemical indusiry for the production of
nitrate and phosphate fertilizers for agriculture, as
well as for the ferro-chrome metallurgy, electro-
metallurgy of copper, and preparations will be
made for the establishment in the future of the
black metallurgy basel.

By creating these conditions, our industry will
give a more poweriul impetus to the development
of the productive forces. A more effective structure
of the economy will be created, and the further pro-

1 Part of the new projects of heavy indusiry, such
as the ferro-chrome factory, the copper processing
complex, the melallurgical complex, the azotic and
phosphatic Tertilizers plant, ete., were decided to he sat
up during the 3rd ¥Five~year Plan (1961-1965). But be-
cause of the andi-Marxist and anti-Albanian policy of
the Khrushchevile revisionists and their followers wheo
organized a savage all-round blockade on socialist Al-
bania and arbitrarily annuiled all agreements conclu-
ded with it, taking account of the new situation ciroa-
ted, the Government of the PR of Albania decided
{o postpone the schedule of construction of these pro-
jects to the coming five-year periods.
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cessing and the belter evaluation of the raw inate-
rials of the couniry will be carried on, which will
improve the import-export balance.

The Party has taken and will take important
measures for the further development of the oll
industry, one of the main branches which has gread
prospects for our economy. I is envisaged that in
1965, as compared with 1860, the extraction of
oil will be increased 51 per cent and its processing
38 per cent, The out-put of ¢il to be exiracled in
1965, is equal to the tolal output during the years
1951-1856 tulken together. During the 3rd Five-year
Plan, the volume of prospect drilling will be increa-
sed by 83 per cent above that of the 2nd Five-
year Plan. '

The 0il workers face great tasks in order to
put new oil and gas rescurces at the disposal of our
cconomy. Special care must be devoted to rapid and
high quality wcll-drilling in order to improve the
technical-economic indices and to raise the ccono-
mic elflicliency of capital investments., Advanced
methods and the achievemenls of science must be
utilized to step up oil extraction,

There is no doubt that oil is a great weaith for
our couniry, and at the same time a produce of
great export value. Our extraction of oil will gua-
rantee a large income [or the economy of our
country. All of you recu!l the systematic sabotage
by the Yugoslav revisionisis in this important

_branch of our economy. Their aim was to strangle

our economy and make it wholly dependent on the
Yugoslav economy, tu achieve thelr devilish plans
to bring our Party to its knees, to dictate their
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will 1o our Party and people, to eliminate the sound
leadership of the Party and replace it with traitors
sold out to them. You clearly recall the attempts
of the [riend and collaborator of the Yugoslav revi-
sionists, Tuk Jakova, who tried many times in the
Political Bureau and in the Government, not only
to prove that we had no oil and that the little which
we exlracted was not profitable, but also to defend
his thesis, which of course was rejected with con-
tempt, thal we should give up oil exiraction com-
pletely. Life itself proved whatl criminals the Ti-
loites  and Tuk Jakova and Co. were. The
Yugoslavs and their agents were convinced that
our country had very good prospects for oil, and
that this oil would be extracted, according to their
reckoning, after they had climinated the Party and
its leadership. In this way, nol only would they have
secured our oil for their own intercsts, but they
would also have «proveds the «inability» of our
Party and its leadership and the «ability» and «wis-
doms ol traitors like Tuk Jakova and Co. Howaver,
this plun of the enemies of our Party and people did
nol work out and it never will, Today we have cre-
aled a sound basis for oil; we have thousands of
glorious workers, specialists and engineers, whom
the Party has raised with the sreatest care. Ii has
trained them in higher schools, which have the
great experience of life. and not only do they
successlully fulfil the plans, but nobody can lool
them. . .

Relining capacity will be extended on the basis
ol the increase of oil production. At the Cérrik oil
refinery a reforming plant will be added, and this
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will make it possible to [ulfil the requirements of

our counftry for liquid fuel better.

During the years of the 3drd Fi’ve—_yea'r 1-’1&@,
the other branches of the mininy induslry 'w%EI.
also underge great development. New -mime:a: xyﬂl
be opene-d and exploitation in depth of tbfe e:susi,l‘ljg
ones will begin. In 1965 the total output of our min-
ing industry will be 49 per cent higher than in
1960.

At the end of the 3rd Five-year Plan our
country will produce 43 per cent imore -coal.‘ This
means that the production of 1965 aione will be
equal to 72 per cent of the tolal qu;—m’tity of coal
aroduced during the 1st Five-year Plan.

" The chromium industry, too. will continue to
develop rapidly during this five-year plam.‘ _

At the end of the 3rd Five-year Tlan the
sutput of the copper industry will be almost three
times greater than in 1860. _

The iron-nickel industry will undergo vigorous
development. At the end of this five-year -.p.lsm OuT
country will be producing almost half a million tons
of iron-nickel ore. This will be a sound starting
point from which 1o set up our ferrous metallurgy
m the not distant future, )

The rapid rates of development of the {)11 and
mining industries, the mew projects of non-ferrous
and black metallurgy and the chemical ind}lst-ry,
which will be built during the third and future
five-year plans for the processing at home of our
underground wealth, make it urgently necessary 10
ensure and extend the raw materials base.

The Party considers it indispensuble thal dur-
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ing this five-year plan, 100, geclogical work must
be extended and intensified, paying spectal aften-
tion to complex prospecting 1o find new seurces,
first of all of oil, bitumen, neturel gos, coal, chrome,
iran-nickel, copper as well as other uaeful minerals.

The working people ol geology must devote
great atiention lto the enrichment, safeguarding,
and utilization of the documents and materials in
a sclentific manner, so that they serve not only
for the prescnt, but also for the coming generations.
Special attention nxust be paid to increasing the
elfectiveness of the geological prospecting in order
ta diseover and raise the reserves in calegory, with
the lowest possible expendifure.

The work in geological field must be evaluated
not only by the volume of the work performed,
but also by the quantity and quality of the useful
mineral rescrves put at the service of our people’s
economy.

The coming into production of the new works
envisaged in the Jrd Five-yedr Plan, especially
those which consume lurge quantilies of electric
power, and the prospects of the development of
our couwntry during the coming flve-year plans,
raise before us as a primary #as k the further exten-
sion of the energy base.

The Party has taken timely measures (o keapn
ahead of the needs of our economy for electric
nower. During the drd Five-year Plan, our State
will invest huge funds for the purpose of styength-
ening the electric powoer base, With the new hv-
dro-power stations which will come into production
in the first vears of the 3rd Five-year Plan, such
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as those of Shkopet and Bisirical, together with
{he powerful thermal station which will be built in
Fier, it will be increased 2.5 times. Duriag tne drd
Five-year Plan studies will be made of the possibi-
lity of harnessing the huge energy veserves of the
Drin river in the service of our economy. Lighty-
four per cent more eleciric power will be produced
in 1965 than was produced in 1960,

The main targets of the mechunical engineering
industry in future will be the profitable increase
and extension of the range of spare parts jor
industry and especiclly for the oil indusiry, road
transport, agriculture, and other branches of the
people’s economy. The work begun of producing
simple mochines must be continued and the exisi-
ing engineering base must be exploited in depth.
In 1985 the engincering industry must mect not less
than 50 per cent of the country’s needs for spare
parts. The task which the Party puls forward for
the production of the spare parts has special signi-
ficance for our country. Its achievement will help
in better utilization and maintenance of the equip-
ment and machinery, and will reduce our imports..

The fullilment of the ever-increasing needs o f
the population for consumer goods makes the fur-
ther extension of light and food industries indispen-
sable. Greab importance will be given during the
3rd Five-year Plan to the strengthening and maoder-
nization of these branches of industry, by building

new planis with modern eguipment such as the
woollen textile [actory for the production of soft
fabrics in Tirana, and the knitling combine in
Korea; another big cotfon fextile combine will be
buill atl DBerat. the construction of the edible nil
extraciion and refining factory in Fier will be com-
pleted, and the «Al Kelmendi» food combine in
Tirana will be finished; the grape and in general
the fruil processing industries will also be greatly
developed.

The consiruction of these nmew planls as well
as the more elleclive cxploitation of the exisung
productive capacities will make possible the local
processing on a larger scale of agrieultural and
livestock raw materials, thus contributing to ine
development of these branches and to the improve-
ment of the material wellbeing of the people. ..

The [ulfikuaent of the ever growing dally needs
of the population for different services and repaars
is the number one task of our artisan cooperatives,
Guided by this aim, lhese organizalions, together
with the local organs of the Party and State, must
have a thorough knowledge of the needs ol the
people for different services, and according to these
needs they must establish their activilies and the
network of such services.

The Julfilment of the majestic tusks of the
3rd Five-year Plan will be wcccomplished fo an
appreciable extent by the large funds which will
be invested for the development of the economy
and culture, The investments of this five-year plan
will reach 69,500 million leks, or 51 per cent nwre
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than in the 2nd Five-year Plan. As in the past,
the great bulk of the investments, 31.9 per cent,
will be made in the sphere of maferial production.
_ In the coming five-year plan, capital construc-
tion work will have very great weighi. For this
about 35,700 million leks, at 1961 prices, will be
spent, or 60 per cent more than the volume of the
construclion carried out during the 2nd Five-year
Plan, and 400 million leks more than has been
spent during the fifteen years of the people’s
power, calculated at 1928 prices.

Out of the total volume of construction 72.1 per
cent will be carried out for the productive broan-
ches. This will make possible the construction of
more than four hundred industrial, agriculsural,
and social-cultural projects.

The magnificent plan worked oui by the Party
for the reclamation of the plains, for the elimina-
tion of the ancient swamps, for putiing the maxi-
mum land under crops, will enler its final stage.

To speed up the rate of building houses, ex-
penditure of 6,500 million leks, or 75 per cent more
than in the 2nd Five-year Plan, is provided for.

Important work will be done for the further
development of transport, by increasing the voad
and railway neltwork, by mechanizing and moder-
nizing our sea poris and especially the port of Du-
1rés, which will become one of the largest on the
Adriatic 3ea. ..
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Comrades,

In general, these are ihe tasks which the Party
puts forward [or the further development of these
mportant sectors of the ceonomy during the 3vd
Mive-year Plan. As seen, these are no easy tasks.
rulfliment of them reguires full and an all-round
mobilization of the party organizations and the
working collectives. It reguires further improve-
wment of the moethed of leadership and organization
of work, a more delermined struggle for savings,
fur the exploitation of the internal reserves and
Lossibilities which exist in the country, Tn connec-
tion with the tasks which are put forward in these
sectors of the economy, I want to speak about
some very importanf questions which the Party
and the working masses must keep in mind and
which have to do with the further impravement
of the quality iadices of production.

a) In the field of labowr productivity

Our Party has always taught us that the unin-
terrupted inercase of the productivity of labour, as
an economic law of socialism, is the decisive [uctor
far the acceleration of rates nf production, reduc-
tion of costs, the increase of socialist accumulation.
and the improvement of the waterial and cultura:
level of the working masses. The productivity of
iabour, as Lenin teaches us,

tant thing, the main thing, for the victory of
the new social order»™,

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~Such an evaluation ©f these very im-
portant economic indices has found its con-
crefe embodiment In our SBtate plans. In the

field of increasing the productivity of labour, as In

all our economic activity, we have achieved satis-
factory results. The target set by the 3rd Congross
of the Party has been achieved in general: aboui 67
per cent of the increase in total industrial produc-
tion during 1he 2nd Five-vear Plan was achieved
thanks to the increase of the productivity of labour.

As can be seen, these are big tasks, but they
are completely realizable, if elfeclive measures
are taken to exploit the great possibilities which
exist in the economy of our country.

Continuous technical progress is the material
basis for rapid increase of the productivity of la-
bour. V. I. Lenin constantly stressed that the provi-
sion of new advanced equipment for all the bran-
ches of the people’s economy, perfecting the tech-
nology of production, and mechanization of the
processes of work are the material foundations for
the uninterrupted increase of the productivily of
labour.

Unlike the capitalist systern which is based
on the exploitation of man by man, in our socialist
economy unlimited possikbilities have been created
for the introduclion of modern equipment on an
extensive soale and in a planncd way. The increase
in the productivity of labour in our country is not
based on the inhuman intensification of work, as
it is in eapitalizm. The equipment with which our
Industry is being provided constantly is the source
of the uninterrupted growth of production and of
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the productivity of labour. For this reason ine
maimlenance and rational exploitation of the ma-
chinery, mechanisms, and technical equipnient, as
the ehief elements of the produciive capacily, have
been and continue to be one of the most Imporlant
tasks for the party organizations and the State
economic organs,

The Party has always made it known that the
improverent of the utilization of the machinery
must aim at both utilization in breadih through
produciive operation for the maximum lirwe, and
utilizalion in depth through ratsing productivity
per work time unit, The carryin gout of these tasks
requires the establishment of a correct regime in
the operation of the machinery, improvement of
the rhythm of production, and so on.

The training and the gquelification of cudres
is the decisive factor in mastering the cquipment
and raising the labour productiviiy.

The rapid development of socialist industiiali-
zation, the re-consiruction of a great nuinber of
enterprises and their equipment with up-to~date
machinery, as well as the vigorous development of
the other branches of our peaple’s economy set the
urgent fask of training the necessary cadres to put
the planned capacities into as compiete a degree of
exploitation as possible.

Technology, no matter how good and perfect,
remains a dead letter if it Incly people capable of
using it. Therefore, in this five-year plan, too, the
Party will talie particular care for the growth and
training of the working class and the leading ca-
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. dres, as a decisive factor for mastering techimology
-and raising labour productivily.

The Implementation of the effective nicasures
provided for in the 3rd Five-year Plan in the field
of the technical and vocational leaining of cadres
will create the conditions Tor a more rapid march
fowards the elimination of the existing diserepancy
between the needs for cadves and their svailabie
lity, on one hand, and the level of the technology
and thelr professional training, on the othor,

The solution of thesc problems, which have
first-hand imporiance for ralsing Jabour producti-
vity and building socialism, is closely  connected
with the reorganization of general and voeaiional
education.

The organization and wtilization of work time
— an imporiant condifion. for the raising of labour
productivity. The problems that have to do with
the fixing of vulput rates and in general the social-
Ist organizaticn of work have a neofound eceno-
mie, political and social content, and as such, have
consistently drawn the attention of the Party. The
number of workers working according to {ixed
output rates has gone on increasing in all the bran-
ches and sectors of our econory. Good work hasg
begun to be done in revisioning upwards experi-
mental-statistical output norrms and replacing them
with technical ones,

Techrical norms are o great maobilizing force,
a sound basis for raising labour productivity, They
are set on the basis of the average indices of pro-
ductivity already achicved so as to draw {he hraad
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masses of the workers up to the level of their ad-
vanced comtades, '
Taking Into account the socialist principle of
remunerating work according to iis guantily and
gquality, during this five-year plan the Party will
adopt a series of important measures designed to
make the syswem of wages an even stronger incen-
tive for raising production and labour productivity.
Socialist emulation — o great social force
in raising labour productivity. One of the characte-
ristic features of the socialist vrganization of labour
in our country iz the fact that the workers are
directly interested in increasing labour productivi-
ty. The fact that they are working for themselves,
for the society, and not for the capitalist, develops
greal conscientiousness and an exemplary aftitude
towards work. This is the source of the birth and
development of such wonderfus initiatives as the
«1~}-2» method! for the qualificalion of the work-
ers, the movement for every worker to fulfil the
norms, and, above all, the great soclal movement
of brigades which are struggling to earn the title,
«Socialist Labour Brigade» under the slogan, «We
must work, learn and live in a socjalist way».
Tt is the duty of the Party and the Trade Union
organizations to support any workers’ initiative, to
generalize and publicize i in every way. Thus they
open broader horizons fo the development of the

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productive forces of the country as a powerful fac-
tor in the increase of the productlivity of social

labour at even higher rates. _

b} Special attention must be paid to fulfilling
the plan not only in quontity, but glso in quality.
The establishment of & serics of industrial
works, with an advanced cguipment, the recon-
struction and modernization of the existing indus-
try, the raising of the level of mechanizalion of
construction work, the work done for the fraining

and qualification of cadres have created favoura-

ble conditions and real possibilities for the radieal
improvement of guality. The measures taken for
the standardization of products, the changing of the
methodology of planning, and the organization of
offices, laboratories, ete. to check on guality have
algo been to this end. '

The industrial enterprises and those of con-
struction bave all the possibilities to provide the
people with high quality goods and work. The time
has come f{or every cnterprise or economic organi~
z_a-tion to concentrate ils attention on {ulfilling qua-
lity indices of production.

It has been noticed that during recent years
many working collectives have turned out high

quality products and ponstruclions,  which the

pe'Ople have eagerly welcomed, such as the products
of the «Stalin textile combine, those of the ceiment
Works in Vlora, of the timber processing coopera-
tive ot Pogradee, and of many others. But tiis is
only the beginning of the great work ahead of us.
Therctore the party organizations, in the first place,
must wage a ficree and persistent fight against ali

o
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alien manifestations, apainst narrow departmental
inferests, and against the spirit of tolerance, which
are observed here and there,

The struggle to ralse guality is, at the same
time, the struggle to increase production and raise
the material and cultural level of the working
peonple. Therefore, in the future the party organiza-
tions must display greater care for the organization
of production, to cnsure respect for and extension
of State standards and of lechnical conditions, for
the establishment and application of the advarced
technological processes, But the improvement of the
quality iz inconceivable without an ever increasing
level of allround and systemalic technical econtrol,
without raising the people’s feeling of personal res-
ponsibility,

¢) We Must Further Strengthen the Regime of
Savings. The fulfilment of the magnificent program
of the Party for the construction of soclalism requi-
res the mobilization and rational use of all material
and financial values, the establishment of a sirict
reglime of saving in the people’s economy and
throughout all the Stale and social activity in our
country,

The Party has educsted the cadres and the
working peopic thai, while exploiting the great
objective possibilities of the socialist order, they
must discover and use the inlernal veserves of
production for the further growih of financial re-
sources, and must use them in favour of the deve-
lopment of the economy and for the imorovement
of material and cultural conditions of the working
masses, '
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‘In this way it was possible to put into practice

- the reconmmendations of the 3rd Congress of the

Party for the increase of production, the reduciion

ol costs, and the reduction of non-productive expen~

ses, providing the people’s economy with savings
above the plan. After the December 1955 Plenum of
the Cenfral Committee of the Party, the struggle to
economize everywhere, to manage the people's
assets and money well, to raise socialist congcious-
ness on the job to a higher level, has become espe-
cially vigorous. It is estimated that ai the end of
1960 in the economic sector the reduction of costs
exceeded the targets set by the 3rd Congress of the
Party by 700 million leks. The new tasks which sre
put before our economy in the 3rd Five-year Plan
require an even grealer mobilization of our interaal
material .and financial resources, Special inaporfan-
ce, with 1‘ega.rd' to savings, must be attached to the
rational exploitation of raw malerials, to other ma-
terials, Tuel, etc.

The systemalic reduciion of vhe norms of con-
sumption of materials sad especially of imported
materials, saving and replacing materials in short
supply, must be a permanent duty of the economic
and State organs. In this direction we still have
greal possibilities. The application of sdvanced
methods and experience, raprovement of the gua-
lity of raw materials, the application of iechnical
norms of the consumption of materials are impor-
tant factors which ensure the saving of material
and monetary values.

In the struggle for the establishment of the

-
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regime of savings it must be kept in mind that
non~-productive expenditure must be reduced, turn-
over musi be speeded up, enterprises must increa-
eﬂngly meet their expenditure from their income,
ahd unnecessary administraiive costs must be re-
duced.

The struggle for the establishment and fur-
t_her strengthening of the savings regime is closely
linked with the work of the Parly to inculcate in
the workers the socialist consciousness of the
necd to protect the common property of the people.
Damage to and mismanagement of socialist proper-
ty must be considered as a reflection of the elass
struggle. Therefore, besides the educational work
which must be intensified, we must never -s-lacker:
our revolutionary vigilaned.

The party organizations, the mass organiza~
tions, the managers of the cconomy, and all the
workers must clearly understand that the struggle
for the achievement of the planned targets is ?new
vitably connecled with the struggle for savings.
‘..['he prolblem of further strengthening of the sav-
mgs regime must be made a problem of the masses
and subjected to the check-up. The workers' jui-
tiatives for the reduclion of exnenses and the
strengihening of the savings r‘egimé must be sup-
ported and encouraged. The FParty should continue
to inculeate in the masses of the working people
greal respect for sociaiist property and instil Lin the
workers the sense of strict frugality.

2. — 'The Further Development of Agricuituré
during the 3rd Five-year Pian

Agriculture is one of the basic branches of
the people’s economy, which in 1859, accounted for
42.8 per cent of the mational income. Proceeding
from the great importance which agriculture has
for the soclalist construction of the country and
from the fact that 62.7 per cent of the population is
engaged in agriculture, the Party has always devo-
ted special attention to its development, as it is to
every aspect of the socialist comstruction in the
countryside.

The 3nd Five-year Plan envisages a considera-
ble rise in the material and cultural standards of
the working people of our country. Industry in ge-
neral will be extended, and especially light indus-
try and the food processing industry. The success-
ful achievement of these important tasks is closely
linked with a considerable inerease in agricultural
and livestock producis. Therefore, the measures
taken for the rapid development of =agriculture
have an important place. During the 3rd Five-year
Plan, the main task in agriculiure remuins the -
crease of grain production. Along with this, other
agricultural gnd lvesioclk products must increase,
too, on such a scale as fo ensure satisfactory sup-
plies for the peaple, to adequatly Jullil the needs
of industry for raw material, end o increcse ex-
ports,

Measures must be taken so that in 1860 agri-
cultural and livestock products will be increased
over 1960 levels as follows: bread graln 83 per cend,
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oothon 85 per cent, tobaces 112 ver cent, sugar-beet
78 per cent, vegetables and potatoas 109 per cent,
olives 181 per cent, fruit and grapes 90 per cent,
milk 58 per cent, meat (ive weight) 34 per cent,
wool 44 per cent, etc.

The increase of nechanization, exteasion of
the irrigated arca and the drainage and proteciion
of the plains create favourable conditions for the
intensification of agriculture. With the exceplion
of some mountainous districts, we must {igh! to get
lwo or three crops per year from the cultivaled
area, For the irrigated lands this matter is beyond
dispuie, but even in the unirrigated arcas, if it is
not possible to get two crope of grain a year, it is
entirely possible, following grain or some other
usual crops, to plant forage crops the same year,
as the Party has always slressed. The State and
agricultural organs, the party organizations and
the working people of agriculture, especially the
agronomists and technicians, must consider the tak-
ing of two aud tliree erops a year from each hec-
tare of land as a very important duty for the devel-
opment of agriculiure and the increase of agricul-
tural and livestock products.

Lhis iz not o simple task and it cannof be sol-
ved either by decisions and by decrees, or by agita-
lion and propaganda. It demands a carcful study
of the situation of cach cooperative, their condi-
tions and possibililies to develop the different bran-
ches of their economy, as well
for each of them.
All these great problems must be studied in
a complex manaer, The direclion of the cooperative
or the development of its branches cannot be deci-
ded without taking into consideration the condiiions
of the soll and climate, the manpower and the
working means, and the profitability of the deve-
lopment of one branch or another, cte, The harmo-
nious devclopment of the branches in the agricuyl-
tural cooperatives should always be considered
from the angle of the profitability of the coopera-
tive and the tasks assigned to it under the State
plan,

as the porspective

Special care musi be shown for the cooperqli-
ves of the mountainous wnd hilly disiricts. Up 1o
now they have a one-sided development, their
members get little income even when they put in
a great number of work-days, allhough it often
happens that they do not use all their manpower.
Weo must give these cooperatives special, first-hand

In L,Ee
mountainous regions the umnification ol cooperati-
ves must be done very cautiously, and only where
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it is seen as indispensable, when the cooperatives
are too small and close to one another.

The unification of small cooperatives has great
importance for the future of agriculture, for in this
way the possibilities are created for beiter exploi-
tation of the reserves which the agricultural eco-
nomy has, the development of the branches of agri-
culture can be combined better, investments for
the development of the economy are used more
correctly and a better distribution of manpower
and working imeans is carried out, the many expen-
ses met by the small agricultural cooporatives of
today both for administration as well as for other
purposes are reduced,

In each case we must take good lock of the
cadres who will manage the enlarged cooperative.
The cooperative can advance only when it has ca-
pable cadres at the head of the wunited economy.
Therefore, the sending to the cooperaiives of se-
lected cadres who are working in the Party or in
the Stale administration, as well as those who are
studying in the higher ecovomic schools or party
schools, and the raising of the management capa-
city of the existing cadres in the agricultural coo-
peralives, remain important tasks for the future
which ihe parly organizations and State organs
musk attend fo.

For the smooth running of the agricultural coo-
peratives, the implementation of the Constitution
of the cooperative, the organization of the work
and fair payment for it, and the wide participation
of all the able-bodied members at the cooperative
in the collective economy are indispensable condi-
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2 tions. Now that we have accumulated the necessary
~experience, time has come to introduce more wide-
Ty, but with proper care, some new improved forms,

for the organization, remuneration, and planning
of the work. Thus, for instance, the allocation of

“different funds, especially that of social aid, as well

as the distribution of the income, must be done
in such a manner so as to encourage the coope-
rativists to increase agricultural production and
their participation in work. In some cooperatives
where the possibilities have been created the pro-
vision of pensions for members, who no longer fit
for work, sick leave, assistance to mothers with
many children, etc., can be started gradually. A
compulsory minimum number of the work days
per year and per month must be fixed, too., The
establishment of creches and kindergartens and
collective bakeries must be organized bette_r, the
role of the representative bodies, especially in the
enlarged cooperatives, of brigades, presidiuras and
control commissions, must be raised. These and
cther problems must be thoroughly stud'ied and
properly reflected in the model Constitufion, a‘nd
in the Constitution of each coopcrative. Along with
these, some other forms of remun-eratiop,_ which
are applicable under the different conditions of
each cooperative and understandable to all, m}mt
be studied in detail and submitted to the coming
congress of the agricultural cooperatives which
should be held this year.

In the successful solution of all the problems
of the economic and organizational sirengthening
of agricultural cooperalives, the leading cadres play
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a decisive role. The training and qualification of
the cadres of the agricultural cooperatives remains
one of the most important tasks. Therefore, the
work in the schools of the agriculfural cooperati-
ves, in the wagricultural technical schools, in the
Agricultural Institute, as well as in the other edu-
cational institutions, must be improved.

The further development of agriculture as
whole, and particularly that of some branches
which are still lagging behind, for instance live-
stock farming and fruit-growing, is closely linked
with a complex of imporlant measures, the targets
for which have been defined correctly in the 3rd
Five-year draft Plan, The proper utilization of
the agriculiural machines, the completion on time,
maintenance and proper use of the drainage and
irrigation works, the successful fulfilment of the
afforestation plan, economy in the use of timber,
and protection of the lend from erosion ust
glways be the focal points of the attention of the
working peeple of agriculiure and the Party, «nd
must be made the concern of the masses.

The Party has always practised a correct Marx-
ist-Leninist policy towards the peasantry., It will
carry out this policy resolutely in the future, too.
During the 3rd Five-year Plan, besides the huge
investments, which will be made by the State for
the mechanization of agriculture, for irrigation and
land improvement works, various kinds of aid for
the development of agriculture will be made avai-
lable to the peusaniry, for instance, agrarian cre-
dits, chemical fertilizers, selected seeds, fruit-tree
saplings, ete., worth thousands of millions of ieks.
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3. — The Tasks of the 3rd Five-year Plan for
the Material Wellbeing of the Working
Masses

Guided by the fundamental economic law of
socialism, during this five-year plan we shall take
important measures to raise the level of material
wellbeing and culture of the working masses, i -
order to malce the life of the people betier, happier,
and more prosperous.

On the basis of the increase of the volume of
the industrial and agricultural production, at the
end of 1965, as compared with 1960, the national
income will increase by 36 per cent. At the same
{ime, the real wages of the workers and employees
will increase by 30 per cent, and the real income
ol the peasaniry by 35 per cent. The increase of
real wages s envisaged mainly taorough the in-
crease of nominal wages and the reduction of the
prices of retail goods. Hence the real income of
the working people will increase, and in this way
their puschasing power will be raised. Under these
conditions the working people of State and coop-
erative frade face very imporiant tasks for the
uninterrupted distribution of goods from the
producer t¢ the consumer. Having « more thorough
knowledge of the needs of the people, they must

_ give further encouragement to industrial and agri-

cultural production of ever higher quality.

The Party and economic organs must work
harder in order to raise the level of the service,
technique and culture in trade, taking inte consi-
deration thai in 1965, as compared with 1960, the
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circulation of the goods will be 38 per cent higher.
The following increases in goods will be sold to the
people through the trade network: sugar 126 per
cent, fats 68 per ceni ,among others, meat 83 per
cent, fish 124 per cent, beans 96 per cent, rice 118
per cent, vegetables 40 per cent, among others, po-
tatoes 122 per cent, sawn f{imber 73 per cent, ce-
ment 117 per cent, nails 73 per cent, glass 183 per
cent, cotton textiles 61 per cent, woollen fextiles
53 per cent, footwear 113 per cent, and so on.
Greater attention will be paid to the exiension of
the production and selling of building materials,
articles for children, and those which lighten the
burden on the housewife. During the 3rd Five-
year Flan the organs of agriculture, wholesale pur-
thase and trade must ensure fulfilment of the
needs of the population for vegetables and pota-
toes and cope betfer with the demands for meat
and milk.

The victory of soclalism in the countryside re-
quires the activation of the consumer cooperatives
as economic organizations of the masses so that
they serve the members at the proper time and
fulfil their requirements better,

The Party instructs the working peovle of com-
merce 10 be ready to put all thelr abilities at the
service of the people. The time has come when the
working people of commerce must master the
skills of their profession befter and improve their
work, If must be understood that our socialist
comumerce, as J. V, Stalin has said,

« ..is our work, a work which we have
created, o bolshevik work, and that when
68

they work honestly, the working people of

- cammerce, including here even the sales-
people in the small shops, are performing
our revoelutionary bolshevik work»™*

-During this five-year plan foreign trade mat-
ters assume special importance. The working people
of this sector face great tasks. The volume of
foreign trade is up aboui 65-70 per ccnt as com-
pared with that of the second five-year plan, of
which exports 90-95 per cent and imports aboui
50-55 per cent. We shall continue to develop eco-
nomic and trade ties with the countries of the
socialist camp. Respecting the known principles
of the mutual benefit and nonintervention in in-
ternal affairs, we shall develop commercial exchan-
ges with all the capitalist countrics that wish to
have such relations with our state.

Export goods must increase continuously in
guantity and assortment. Therc are great prospects
open to the export of the minerals, cigarettes and
tobacco, the products of the food industry, preser-
ves, wine, and fresh fruit and vegeotables. Our
produccrs and the foreign trade organs must en-
sure that these products are of high gquality. They
must work to protect and raise the reputation of
their factory’s brand and this should become a
matler of honour.

Reduction of imports should be the concern
of all the working people ol our country. All the

economic, state and party organs should do better
weork in this regard. The employees of foreign
trade must ensure the orders, contracts and the
arrival of imported goods at dhe proper time,

During the years of the 3rd Five-year Plan we
envisage further extension of the tourist bases,
because the beauties of nature and the climate
conditions allow us to do this. -

Wide prospects open for the construction an
extension of the fund of housing dwring the 3rd
five-year Plan. About 6,500 million leks, or 75 per
cent more than during the period of the 2nd Tive-
year-Plan, will be spenl for thiz purpose. About
1,360,000 square meires of dwelling space will be
built, which represents approximately the total
housing of five new towns like present-day Vlora.
A great and cver-increasing socialist. asset has
been placed in the hands of the working people.
Therefore it is the duty of all to look after il like
the apple of our eye.

Important measures will be taken for the fur-
ther extension of communal services, During the
drd Five-ycar Plan new water supply systems
will be built and the existing network will be
extended, The further electrification of the towns,
and especially of the villages, will take a great
leap forward. Considerable funds will be spent
for the tidying up and beautification of the
towns and other inhabiled centres. Without
doubt our people will make their own contribu-
ticns to the solution of the numerous communal
problems as they have done up to date. The party
organs will know the right way to organize the
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. initiatife of the masses in town and countryside
Sor the flowering of our beloved Homeland.

The Party will show even greater care in the
future for the protection and im_-pmvefn.zent uf the
health of the people, o lengthen f;?.ae life of man,
To carry on the good results which have bfen
achieved, it is mecessary fo give more altention
to improvement of the work in all :sactf}rs .of health,
and especially to hygiene and prophylaxis, for ‘_she
propagation of health education among thelworkmg
masses. In 1965 we shall have 6.5 hospital beds
for every 1,000 inhabitants. The medical person-
nel will be greatly increased and at the end of the
five-year plan we shall have one docior for every
1,600 inhabitants. ' _ _

" The carrying out of this program will raise
the standard of life of our people to a higher level
and will create conditions to make the family life
of every worker happier and more pleasant,

4, — The Training of Cadres and the Develop-
ment of Education, Culture and Science
during the Coming Five-year Plan.

The all-round development of our c¢ouniry on
the road of socialist consfruction, the progress of
technique and science, bring out the fir*s"ul—'rate
importance of the need to raising the educational
and cultural standards of the masses, the need to
ensure cadres for all the sectors of the cconomy
and cullure. Therefore, the problem of cadres, of
training them at a faster rate and in a proportio-
nal way for all the sectors, the development of

education, the extension of the network of schools
and strengthening them, the work of the educa-
tional, cultural, ideological and professional uplift
of the working people, are among the most im-
mediale and important problems, which are facing
the Party today. T'o a large extent, the fulfilment
of the tasks for the development of our eccnomy
and culare, not only for this five-year plan, but
for the future also, is dependent on the successful
solution of these problems.

The 3rd Five-year Plan will mark an important
turn in the training of cadres because now the
possibilities for carrying better and faster with the
great needs in this direction have been increased.

In setling the targets for the training of cadres
the Central Committee and the Government have
been careful to preserve correct proportions among
the scetors of the cconomy end cullure, keeping
in mind the sectors most backward and most viial
In this period, as well as the prospects of the de-
velopment of various sectors in ihe future. Thus,
for example, the number of engineers will be much
increased — from §70 existing today to 2,290,
Whereas we had one middie and higher cadre
for every 31 workers in mdustry and minng in
1955, today in the mincs we have 1 such specialist
for every 13 workers, and in 1965, despite the
growth ol the working class, we shall have one
for every five workers, while for every higher ca-
dre there will be two to three middle cadres,

Agricuiture will have 1,150 agrenomists  as

compared with 570 at vresent, In 1965, ‘n general,
we shall have one agronomist for every 600 hecta-
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res of land, whereas today we have one agrono-

mist for every 1,200 hectares, and one middle agri-

* cultural fechnician for every 330 hectares, while

i[mportant measures have been envisaged for
the training and qualification of cadres for the
heaith service, education, science, arts, and other
sectors of the economy and culture. ‘

The solution of the problem of t:he ca_d;es,

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W general, the Source is the furihep development
and extension of schooling for the people.

Among the various measures for the extension
of education, the Most important link in the 3rd
Five-year Plan is the extension of 7-year schoaling
and later 8-yeqr schooling, which ensures the ne-
tessary contingents for all the olher calegories of
school. In the end of the 3rd Five-vear Plan we
shall include in the Oth class of the 8-year schooling
system 80 per cent of the children who graduatoe ele-
mentary schools ang areale conditions for the
implementation of the general compulsory 8-year
schooling within the coming decade, The numbep
of pupils in the secondary schools will be almost
doubled.

Following the Rdues tional Reform of 1946 which
profoundly democratized oup school system and
paved the way for the ¢reation of the new
socialist school, the reorganization of our school
system, based on the fundamental Marxist-Lenin-
st principles of linking learning with productlion
Work, is the greuatest and most impoptant step in
the field of education,

As the Plenum of the Ceniral Commiiteet de-
cided, the reorganization of the school wij] begin
to be applied gradually from the 1963-64 school

nal work. To some extent, this situation is a con-
sequence of the rapid expansion and development
of schooling in our counlry and cezn be explained
by a certain backwardness of the development of
schooling in depth and quality as compared with
its development in extension and quantity. But the
main causes of this situation should be sought in
the work of the school, in the work of the teaching
staff. The problem of the improvement of the
pupils’ progress can and must be solved, first and
foremost, by the teachers themselves. Our Party
and people have surrounded the teachers with
special care znd honour, They highly esteem the
noble work that the teachers have done and are
doing for the extension of schooling to the most
remote corners of our country, for the communist
education of younger generation, for the dissemi-
- hation of culture among the masses. But even more
work is required from our teachers. The teach-
ers should not forget that every hour of cvery
day they are educating and training our younzer
generation, that they have in their hands nearly
one fifth of the population of our country whom
they must equip with culture, This lofty and noble
mission is an honour for them, but at the same
time it charges them with responsibility to the
people and our MHomeland. Therelore, from the
rostrum of this Congress, we once agaln appeal
to our texchers to rally to their job with all their
strength in order to raise the level of their teaching

The training of lthese thousands of new teach-
ers and the raising of their educationa level
to the necessary height, must be a great action,
not only for the Ministry of Education and its
organs, but also for the entire State and the Party,
for the youth organization, the trade unions, and
the women’s union.

The question of education in ouy socialist
society is a general problem of the state and so-
ciety, a malter for the whole people. Therefore, in
the ficld of edueation the Party should creaie an
overall united front of efforts and make this a
preblera of the masses, the parents, and all the
citizens, a problem of the entire society.

The socialist econstruction of our country, the
development of the material and the technical ba-
se of production, the solution of the problems
connected wilh the further development ol the
productive forces and the speeding up of the pace
of training higher cadres, require grecier and more
persistent work on the part of our higher ca-
dres and all the scientific working people, in order

to extend the basis for the development of science

n our country.

The establishment of the State University of
Tirana created more favourable conditions for rais-
ing the training of cadres to a higher level and
for the development of scientific work in broad
© fields of knowledge. But despite the successes
achieved in the field of scientific research, espe-
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cially in recent ycars, the development of scien-

tific work is not vet up to the level of the needs
of the times and is proceeding at a slow pace, in
comparison with the demands of the socialist
construction.

In order to overcome this backwardness and
to further develop sclentific work on a sounder
basis, the Central Committee of the Party
recently approved the 10-15-year plan of scienti-

- fie research in our couniry. For the further deve-

lopment of scientific studies, it is necessary that,
parallel with the development of the humanitarian
and agricultural sciences, the natural and techni-
cal sciences, too, should be developed rapidly so
that study of the natural resources of our country
and their maximum ulilization can be carried cut.
In the field of natural sciences, research work
should be directed towards the chemical and the
physical study of the useful minerals of cur coun~
try as well as towards their practical exploitation,
towards the laws of the occurrence and distribu~
tion of chromites, copper, ete., towards the catalo-
guing of the useful plants and flora of Albania, ctc.
The work of scientific research in the field
of technical sciences should be developed in study-
ing the regionalization and standardization of
buildings, re-inforced concrete constructions, the
hydro-energetic resources of the rivers and the
modelling of the hydro-technical projects, as weall
as in studying the electrification of our counlry.
The further development of studies in the
field of agriculture should be concentrated, in the
first place, as it has been up to the present, on the
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problems of increasing grain production, of rais-
ing the yields and the gualities of industrial crops,
as well as on the problems of fruit-growing, the
fodder base and brecd improvement in livestock
farming.

In the field of medical sciences, the main task
is the clinical study of the diseases that occur in
our couniry and the measures to diminish or eli-
minate them.

In this phase of the development of the histo-
rical and philological sciences, an important task
is the thorough study of the key problems of our
history, of our literary language, the histery of
Albanizn literature, etc. As has becn stressed in
various decisions of the Central Committee of the
Party, the work in the field of the history of the
material culiure, especially in regard to the Illyrian
and the early Albanian periods, as well as in the
field of the history of arts and the preserviiion
-and restoration of monuments, should be extended.

In the field of economic, juridical and philo-
sophical sciences, research work should be con-
centrated on the main problems, such as the spe-
cial features of the transition from capitalism to
socialism in the People’s Republic of Albania, ¢n
studying ihe birth and the development of our
State and socialist law, and the laws of the cen~
structlon ol socialist soclety in the People’s Repu-
blic of Albania.

2. The Main Preblema Today in ilie Organiza-

tional Maticrs of the Party Is {o Strengthen
the Role and Baise the Level of the Work

Always having a correct appreciation of the
role of the Party basic organizations as the foun-
dation of the Party, during this period, too, the
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Central Committee and the district commiitees of

“the Party have paid great atiention of the ali-
‘round strengthening of their work, Now the force

of the parly basic organizalions and their role in
the solution of all the problems is felt everywhere,
On the basis of the directives of the 3rd Congress
the cxtension and distribution of the pariy forces
have been improved. Now in all the sectors we
have 3,336 party basic organizations, or 188 more
than we had at the time of the 3rd Congress, and
i the produciion centres we have 6,082 more
communists than at that time. Thus we moay say
that today the extension and distribution of the
party forces Jully responds to the tasks facing us.
This fact and the constant assistance of the Central
Committee and of the district and city commiitees,
as well as the siruggle for the implementation of
the line of the Party, have raised the level of the
work of the parly basiec organizations still higher.

But bearing in mind the major tasks facing
us, the need arises for further improvement of
the work of the party basic organizations and an
increase in their abilities.

First, we musl further improve the work ol
the parly basic organizations in thc Stale enter-
prises and the cooperatives for the management
of production.

The most important condition for strengthen-
ing the check-up by the party basic organization
on the activity of the management of the enter-
prises, and in general, for enhancing the leading
role of the Party in production, is to increase the
interest of all the communists in the outcome of

Greater attention must be paid, «iso, to the
improvement of the work of the party basic orga-

Therelore, work
must be done to enhance the role of the parly
prganizations of this apparatus for the overail tm-
provement ot its work. In this divection, ihe pariy
badic organizations which are working in the go-
vermnent departments und other ceniral institu-
tions, as well as those of the local executive com-
mittces, or other administrative bodies at district
level, must further extend the range of probleins
with which they deal, aiming mainly at the struggle
against. bureaucracy, at the strengthening of the

the base greater and more effective assistance.

rate importance should be given lo strengthening
the internal life of the Party. The sound develop-

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Despite all the great work done so far for the
education of the working class, we must give grea-
ter attention te this in the future, The f{rade
unions are schools of communism, therefore they
should intensify their work for the ideological and
political uplift of the workers, to raise the level of
their conscliousness, for the mastering of technigue.
We should concentrate our main concern about the
education of the working class on educating 1% in
the socialist attitude towards work and the social
property, in the spirit of collectivism, cooperation
and mutual aid, in the spirit of innovation and
incompatibility with every outworn practice, in
the correct concept of personal and social interests,
and the communist standards of behaviour in life
and socicty. Among the masses in the countryside,

We must cducate the vouth
with the standards of communist morality, with an
irreconcilable attitude {owards manifestations of
bourgeois ideology, must enable them to increase
their political and technical-professional know-
ledge. nurture them continuously with the glorious
traditions of our people and with the heroism of
our iimes, educate them with a socialist attitude
towards work and soclal property, with love for
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" the Homeland and unwavering confidence in the

triumph of the cause of socialism and communism,

" Among lhe masses of women a more effective

fight must be waged against fanaticism and baclt:—
ward customs, against underestimation of thel}"
strength, against a number of unjust attitutes which

" are sometime maintained towards them by men,

and which lead to violation of lheir righls and
hinder them from toking a more active part in
the whole life of the country. On the other hand, the
work of raising the level of conscicusness and
the cultural and professional level of the women
must be strengthened, with the aim that they therm-
selves, and especially the girls, should fight more
effectively for their rights and for their proper
position in society.

An other important problem on which the
Party must concentrale the attentlon of thta mass
organizations, and especially the Trade Umong of
Albania and the Albanian Labour ¥Youth Unien,
in the future, is the question of the discovery, Stl:l-
dy, and disscmination of advanced experience in
production. 1

Tn our conditions, when the workers know
and feel that they are working for themselye;,
for the happiness of their children, many new ini-
tintives emerge, which have as their aim the
better organization of work in production, the bet~
ter utilization of working time, increased produc-
tion, reduction of costs, that is to say, the deveiop-
ment of the economy and culturc of our count_.ry
at higher rates. The thing is to know how to seize
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on these miovements as soon as they emerge, to

support them and open the way to their full-scale
development, to assist the implementation of them
wherever the conditions exist.

In this direction, the trade unions and
the youth organizations must give the Party a
great deal of help. We can say that during the
period between the two Congresses good work has
been done as regards the support and relatively
wide disscmination of these new and very impor-
tastt movements, such as that of brigades of so-
cialist labour, the «1--2» movement for the edu-
cation of cadres, the recent movement for every
worker to fulfil his norms, the movement o
achieve at least 300 work day in the agricultural
cooperatives, ete.

The pcople’s power
made our people masters of their own fate. Always
basing itself on the immortal teachings of Marx-
ism-Leninism, our Party has worked with all iis
might to sirengthen, perfect and further democra-
tize the people’s power, in order to make it an
ever more effective weapon both for the consoli-
dation of the victories achieved and for the con-
tinuous advance of the socialist construction of
the country.

field of activity, The main economic-organizational,
cultural-educational function of our State finds its

- expression here,

The other, equally important, task of our Sta-
fe is the defence of the victorics achieved from
any afttempt of external cor internal enemies aga-
inst them. Here our Stafe carries out its functions
of the suppression of enemy activity and defence
of the Homeland.

In the future, too, these will remain very im-
portant functions of our State, although the field
ol action of the function of repression will became
narrower in the future, because, on the one hand,
the exploiting clagses have heen liquidated, and
on the other hand, the development of the economy
and culture, the constant rise in the well-being
of the working masses and the great political-edu-
cational work of the Party steadily reduces crime.
The function of repression is maintained, also,
because our country is surrounded by rabid ene-
mies, the imperialists and their lackeys, who are
doing everything in their power to climinate, or
at least to injure, the People’s Republic of Alba-
nia. Moreover, the facts themselves shew that in

_ our country at the present period, the main enemy
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activity takes the form ol cspionage and subver~
sion directed mainly by the imperiaiists and their
lackeys., The Parly has always taken account of
this importantl funclion of our Stale, as well as of
the fact that we are building socialism encircled
by rabid enemies. Therefore, we have pald
special atlention to strengthening the organs of
the dictatorship, and we can say that, under
the leadership of the Party, those organs have
carried out the functiocns assigned to them
very well and successfully, All the attempts of the
enemies, {rom the founding of our State of the
people’s democracy to this day, in whatever form
they have been made, by all the external or inter-
nal enemics, have been discovered in time and
have been dealt with and smashed as they deser-
ved.

Our armed lorces, our wvaliant army, undey
the censtant leadership of the Parly, has been
strengthened and modernized and is completely
capable of defending the People’s Republic of Al-
pania, and the victories of our people. Our sodiers,
non-comissioned officers, officers and generals, tul-
-1y conscientious in the performance of their duties
towards the Homeland and the socialist camp, have
become masters in the use of all kinds of arms,
including the most modern ones which we possess.

Forces, educated with fiery patriotism and the
spirit of proletarian internationalism, have always
honourably performed their duties for the protec-
tion of the borders of {he Peopic’s Republie of
Albania,

In the future, our Party will continue to give

- increasing attention to strengthening the organs

of the dictatorship. We must make our armed [or-
ces, our valiant Army, even stronger. We must mo-
dernize and perfect all the types of arms. The

Ministry of People’s Defence, all the commanders,

the political organs and the party organizalions in
the Army must work with all their might to per-
fect the military art, to strengthen ihe political
and educational work and all the work of the Party
in the Army, to increase the knowledge of the
troops and the stalis so that all become real mas-
ters of their weapons.

We must strengthen the work of the Party
in the organs of the Minisiry of Intermal Affairs
(Security, Police, and Border Guards), must en-
hance their professional capabilities, must ensure
that their revolutionary vigilance is constantly at
its peak so that they are always ready and capable
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0f performing the duties assigned to them. We
must constantly strengthen the ties of these organs
wilth the people.

The tasks ahead of us require that the work
of the central State organs and of their apparatu-
ses must be further improved. The time has come
to increase the demands on the central appara-
tuses for betier quality work, for a more profound
and timely study of preoblems and more effective
assistance for the base, both for the enterprises
dependent on them and the executive committees
of the people’s councils, The ceniral apparatuses
must free themselves from petty daily guestions,
must {ight resclutely against the bureaucratic
handling of problems, must engage more sericusly
in correct planning and supply, in check-up on
the main indices, and deal with the demands and
proposals of the base in connection wilth produc-
tion, correctly and quickly.

The foundalions of our people’s power are
the peoplc’s councils, beginning from the wvillage
and city precinct councils up to the district coun-
cils, Both during the National Liberation War and
after Liberation, our councils have always honou-
rably carried out the tasks assigned 1o (hem.
Through the people’s councils we have always se-
cured an active and broad participation of the mas-
ses in the affairs of the State. Now, the people’s
councils and their executive committees have beco-
me more deeply involved in matters of production
as well as with social and cultural questions.

‘The extension of the socialist sector of econo-
my both in the towns and in the couniryside has
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_'_gr"éatly increased the responsibilities of the peo-
-+ ple’s-councils. On the other hand, the improvement
of the work in the Ministries requires their being

relicved of the direet management of a number
of enterprises and sectors, To this end it is neces-

‘sary to extend the competences of the local organs

of power. Therefore, we must greatly strengthen
the work of the people’s councils, especially In
these main directions: :

On one hand, the organs and the organizations
of the Parly, as well as the State organs them-
selves, should pay great attention to the organizatio-

‘nal strengthening of the people’s councils, to their

regular functioning, to the full activation of the
various cornmissions and the broad rnasses of the
council members, to the ever greater involvement
of the working masses in State problems.

On the other hand, the method of work ol the
local organs of state power at all levels must be m-
proved and their initiative must be increased, with-
in the limits of their authority under the law,

The people’s councils in the villages, in parti-
cular, must be given preat assistance in the direc-
tions mentioned. With the collectivizalion of agri~
culture, a new situation has been ercated for the
people’s councils in the villages, therefore, they
must be insiructed as how to go about their work.
With the uniling of agricultural cooperalives, State
administration units covering twe or more villages
are heing created. This process {s correct and must
continue, but the people’s councils of lhose big
villages face the task of looking after the work in
the residential cenires (the {ormer villages), as
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well as production. The people’s council is the sole,
supreme authority of the State in the village, there-

fore, it should know about and concern itself

with everything. In this direction struggle should
be waged to preseut the replacement of the peo-
ple’s councils, which sometimes occurs, either by
the chairmen of the agricultural cooperatives or
by the higher State organs.

The work of the people’s councils in the loca-
lities must also be improved. In some zones, where
the unification of the agricultural cooperatives has
been completed, since only a few economic-admi-
nistrative units are left under the charge of the
localities, the latter have been disolved, This is
correct and should be carried through to the end.
But in the places where the localities are still main-
fained, they should not be weakened or displaced
in any way, but should be assisted and activaled,
in order to strengthen the work of the people’s
councils in the villages, to strengthen the agricul-
tural cooperatives and gradually {o proceed with
their unification, which will eventually make loca-
lities redundant.

Measures should be taken to strengthen the
people’s councils of the towns, to gradually in-
crease and extend their competences,

At the same time, the further strengthening of
the people’s Btale power reguires the strengthening
of the socialist law, too. In this field we have
scoved great successes. But in the future, too,
great atfention should be paid by all the orpans
to the correct and precise application of our laws.
They are the laws of the people in power, there-
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:io'r'e they are inviolable and obligatory on all
" The organs of justice and control, as they have
"done so far, must carefully supervise and demand
- complete Tespect for our sccialist law, without

the slightest laxity, just as they have done up 1o

o 1IOwW.

These anti-Marxist concepts, which are comp ¥
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contrary to the interests of the working class and

socialism, are . intended o impose an opportunist
policy on the socialist countries and communist
parties, a policy of begging permission and gentle
handling, a policy of damaging concessions and
compromises, making it possible for the enemies
of socialism, the imperialists and the reaclionary
bourgeoisie, fo carry out their policy of war and
terror, oppressicn and cxploiiation more easily.
However, the genuine communist parties and so-
clalist countries cannot follow the revisionisy con-
cepts and advice bub follow the immortal, ever
viclorious teachings of Marxism-Leninism. Our
Party of Labour has struggled, and will continue
to siruggle in the future, too, against the revi-
sionist views on these matters and will always
lovally apply the enlightening tcachings of Marx-
ism-Leninism.

In departing from the class stand, the present-
day revisionists reject as «obsolete» the principal
teachings of Marxism-Leninism about socialist re-

volution and the dictatorship of the proletariaf,

as an indispensable condition for the transition
trom capitalism to socialism. The foundation stone
of all the opportunist reasoning of the modern
revisionists is the thesis that allegedly the modern
capitalist state is losing its class character more
and more each day, that allegedly it can scrve
both the bourgeoisic and the proletariat equally
well. According to the revisionist logic, the system
of bourgeois democracy can serve as «the juridical
and political framework of the initial phases of
socialist development», Starting out from such
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cialism, and.indeed, consider it the only possible

-=’éoxicepts, the Right opportunists absolutize the

peaceful road of transition from capitalism to so-

road. They present this peaceful transilion as an
evolution, as a simple change in government, in
which some people are replaced by other people.
The Marxist-Leninists do not deny the possibility
of the peaceful road of transition to socialism, but
they do not conceive it in the least as a negation
of the class struggle, as simply sccuring a majority
in the bourgeois paritament without smashing the
old bourgecis State machinery to ils foundations
and without replacing it by the organs of Lhe pro-
letarian dictalorship capable of carrying out tho-
rough-going socialist transformations and ready at
any moment to resolutely suppress any possible
resistance by the bourgeolisie. The Marxist-Lenin-
ists are guided in this malter by the immortal
teachings of the great Lenin, who says:

«The opporfunist gentlemen, including
the Kautskyites, as if to make fun of the
theory of Marz, «teach» the pecple as
follows: first, the proleteriat must win the
majority by means of universal suffrage,
then on the basis of such ¢ majorily voie,

| anust icke state power and then on this busis
of «consistent» democracy (some call it
«purer), organize socialism,

Whereas we, on the basis of Marx’s
theory and the experience of the Russian
repolution, say:
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First, the proletariat should overthrow
the bourgeocisic and secure the state poiwer,
and then use this state power, i.e. the pro-
letarian dictatorship, as a weapon of this class
in order fo win the support of the majority
of working peoples¥

On the other hand, the Marxist parties, as is
mentioned in the Moscow Declaration of 1980,
by no means consider the peacelul road as the
only possible form of the fransition fo socialism.
On the contrary, they never for one moment forget
that the ruling classes never voluntarily give up
power, and all history up till now teaches us this.
Therefore the revolulionary Marxist-Leninist par-
ties prepare themselves, at the same time, both
for the peaceful rond and {or the seizure of power
by an armed uprising, always keeping their guns
loaded and the powder dry, so as not to be caught
unawares in case the bourgeoisie uses wviplence
against the working class which has risen in revo-
lution. Lenin’s teachings on this matter are clear
and precise. He says:

«An oppressed class, which does not try
to learn the use of arms, have urms, this
oppressed class is worthy of nothing betler
than to be treated as a slaves™,

- point in such an imporfant and vital matter for

the working class and all working people, and this

'is the standpoint which has always been and is

held hy our Party. The revisionist theorics on «ihe
evolutionary and peaceful transformation» of mo-

- dern capitalism into socialism are intended to di-
- vert the communist and workers’ parties from

the right revolutionary read, to divert the working
masses from the struggle for the overthrow of the

= - bourgeoisie. Their aim is to keep the capitalist or-
i der unharmed and perpefuate it.

The opportunisi and capiiuwlationist theses of
modern revisionists in regard to the State and the
socialist construction are also very dungerous and

. fragrantly in opposition to the teachings of Marx-

ism-~Leninism. While repeating the stale argu-
ments thal allegedly the socialist state — the dic-
tatorship of the proletariat and democracy, are twe
things altogether incompatible with each other,
accusing the socialist State of «bureaucratlic des-
potism», and manoeuvering with the slogan of so-
called «democratization», the present-day revision-
ists. are advocating the «withering-away», the
liquidation of the sccialisi slate right now. To the
Marxist-Leninist parties it is as clear as daylight
that not only the liquidation of the socialist state,
but even the smallest weakening of the organs of
the dictatorship of the proletariat, its liberaliza-
tion, at & time when imperialism, which never has
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and never will give up its aims and furious eiforis
to destroy the socialist order, is still in existence,
would be suicidal for our socialist countrics. The
bitter experience of the counter-revolution in Hun-
gary was the clearest confirmation of this.

For Marxist-Leninists there is not and cannot
be the slightest doubt about the fact thal the so-
cialist state, while being a dictatorship against the
overthrown exploiting classes, enemies of the WOTrk-
ing class and imperialist agents of any type, at
the same time ensures the most extensive demo-
cracy for the workers, tor the people. These things
are elementary to the Marxisi-Leninist theory.
Our Party has always considered the ceaseless
perfecting of the socialist State order, the struggle
againsl any kind of manifestation of bureaucracy,
as one of its permanent tasks. But it never for one
moment forgets that, as long as the danger of im-
perialist aggression and its subversive activity aga-
inst our country and the socialist camp exist, it is
not by any means permisssible, on the pretext of
«democratization», to weaken the organs of the
proletarian dictatorship in the least. On the contra-
ry, they must always be kept keen-edged and
ready to liquidate any possible attempts by the
internal and external enemy.

The experience of the construction oi socialism
in a series of socialist countries has confirmed the
correctness of the Marxist-Leninist theory about
the existence of a series of universal laws essential
to every country which takes the road of socialist
development. The successes of our counliry and
every socialist country have been achieved preci-
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_- s.ely. thanks to the corvect implementation of these

universal laws of socialist construction, while

" bearing in mind the concrete conditions and the

special historical features of each country, as well
as the interests of socialism as a whole.
The revisionists of Marxism disiort and deny

~ these laws. The socialist state, according to them,

must give up its economic organizational functions,
because otherwise «bureaucratico» tendencies deve-
lop, the State is transformed into a force that
stands «above society», etc. In order to escape all
fhese dangers, they preach the decentralization of
the management of the economy, the «seli-admi-
nistration of producers», While preaching the stea-
dy diminution of the role of the socialist state
in the economy, the revisionists take a stand
against the wvery imporiant principle of socialist
construction and the socialist State organization
— the principle of demoeratic centralism -— and
try to replace it with the independence and uniet-
tered development of economic forces, le. with
petty-bourgeois spontaneily, which leaves the field
free for anarchy in production.

Life, practice, has refuted all these modern
revisionist views, which serve only the c¢lass ene-
mies, seriously damage the cause ol socialist con-
struction and create the danger of the restorailon
of capitalism. Qur Party has fought and will fight
with determination against all these views, and
rigorously adheres to the teachings of Marxism-
Leninisit on lthe construction of socialism.

During the past few years, our Party and all
the other Marxist-Leninist parties have waged a
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successful siruggle against the views of modern
revisionisis, as well as against their disruptive
activity in the socialist camp and the iniernational
communist movement. But in spite of all the crush-
ing blows and defeals it has recelved, revision-
ism has not been routed ideclogically, it has not
been utierly destroyed. Revisionism, as one of the
forms of the influence of bourgeocis ideology on the
proletariat, as a reflection ¢f bourgeois ideclogy in
theory and practice, remains the main danger in
the international communist movement.

A serious danger to the unily of the socialist
comp and the international communist movement,
the cause of peace and peoples’ Hberation is the
treacherous Tiloile revisionist group, which is an
aggressive and dangerous detachment ©of present-
day international revisionism, and invelerate agen-
cy of dmperialism, {ivst of all of US imperialism.
Our Party of Labour has always waged a resolute
struggle against the inimical views and actions of
the Belgrade revistonists. considering this struggle
as an indispensable condilion for the defcnce of
the interests of our Ilomeland, the preservation of
the purity of Marxism-Leninism, the sirengthening
of the unity and solidarily of the socialist camp
and the infernational communist movement, for
the successful development of the siruggle against
mmperialism and the preservation of peace. It has
always considered this struggle as its lofly inter-
nationalist duty...

It thinks that an uncompromising, resolute
struggle must be waged against revisionism until
it is utterly defeated. Any reduction of revolu-
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_ tionary vigilance towanrds if, any vacillation in this

principled struggle, any hesitation in this struggte,
under whatever pretext, inevitably leads to the
revival and the activization of revisionist fenden-
cies which seriously damage our great cause. With-
out mercilessly exposing revisionism, and first
of all the Belgrade revisionist cligue, the
exposure of imperialissm  cannot be carried
out properly. Without making a clear-cut line
of distinction between revisionist views and
Marxism-Leninisin,  dogmatism and sectarianism
cannot be combated successfully from a correct
standpoint. The struggle for the complete ideolo-
gical and polifical routing of this renegade gang
is an internationalist aid for the Yugoslav people
themselves.

While resolutely fighling revisionism, as the
main danger, our Party has also fought and will
fight any manifestation of dogmatism or sectarian-
Ism, which is Iikewise dangerous to the cause
of socialism. During oll ils aclivity, the Parly of
Labour of Albania always has and will have this
matter in mind, because only in this way can we
be guaranieed against any error in our great strug-
gle for socialism and communism.

while on the other hand Mikcyan has told me
that «comrade Gomulka is an outstanding Mars-
ist-Leninistl». Gomulka uttered all those wile
slanders addressed to our Party, our delegation
and myself personally who were representing our
Party at the Moscow Meeting, He said that we
must examine the question of Albania within the
Warsaw Treaty.

Therefore we must put our common will
to it and resolve the disagreements gradually, in
the correct Marxist-Leninist way, in complete equa-
lity.

The relations belween our two countries
cannot be treated in the way thoy trosted them

Let us lake the economic aid. In the opinion
<l Kovlov and Mikovan the whole nroblem rosted
on this. This was apparent especlally in the atii-
tude maintained towards aur economic delegation
that went to the Soviel Union. This delegation
was kept hanging about i Moscow for whole
months. Our people go o Moscow, wander round
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and round and are unable to conclude anything
with you because of the atfitude you mainiain tow-
ards them. Do you think we de¢ not undem‘taud
your confemptucus attitude? Coz.nrade I‘v-iehmet
[shehu] was right when he said, a little while ago,
that when Yugoslavs come, you conchude the talks
within ten days! Likewise, the War Minister of
Indonesia went to Moscow, and you j.m:rn_.edia.tel}’
gave him large credits for armarments, while 111;t}e
Albania, which is looking down the wolt's mou_'tn,
with which you have signed agreements, and which
is led by a Marxist party, is neglected.

The Soviet Government also puts in doubt the
aid in credits the Soviet Union has granted us for
the 3rd Five-year Plan, on which offlical acts ha.ve
been signed. Things have reached such = p.O_I'ﬂﬁj
that the Soviet Government, through an official
note, has sought to compel our Party and Govern-
ment, to send a top level delegation to Moscow
Lo «reconsider> these sgreements. Naturally, to our
Varty and Government, such an attitude on your
part is unacceptable, uniriendly, and not right at
ali.

We have set out ail the reasons why we refu-
sed Lo bold thig meeting in a very comradely letter
W othe Central Committee of the Communist Party
of the 3oviet Unjon. But it must be pointed Qu:‘.
5, immediately after the Bucharest Meoting, the
I ters which our Central Committce has sent to
the Central Commitiee of the Cominunist Party of
the Soviet Union have all remained unanswered.
1Ihis ig neither fair, friendly, nor correct. You said
that you have answered our letters, but we say to
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vou: Have a look because perhaps they are tucked
away in the drawers of your offices, for we have
received no reply whatever. Even the simplest rules
of relations between parties require that a letter
must be answered by letter! but, I repeat, we have
received no reply from you.

No answer is being given from your side like-
wise to the letters of our Government about many
other problems, parficularly about problems of
the army, which are linked with the defence of
our counlry and the iraining of the army, based,
of course on the agreements we have with the
Soviet Government. We think that on all {hese
issues, the Central Committee of the Communist
Party and the Soviet Government should have re-
plied, ciither positively or negatively, to our Cen-
tral Commitlee and Government, We need one-
another's assistance and this assistance must have
a thoroughly internationalist content.

There are rumolrs that we Albanians are alie-
podly not satisfied with the aid lhe Soviet Union
has given ust We have sald and condinue fo say
that the Soviel Union has given our people aid,
We have never concealed and shall not conceal
from our peeple the assistance the Sovied Union
hos given and continues to give us. T want to point
out alse that we consider as valuable and wvery

want its official replies to remain in the archives of
the PLA.
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necessary the aid the Soviet Union has granted us

for the 3rd Five-year Plan for the further develop-

ment of the economy of our country. We need help
in the future too, but we do not beg this help.
We seek help from anyone only on a Marxist cour-
se. T told Nikita Khrushchev fo his face that we
do not violate principles, that we are even prepa-
red to tighten our belts, but we must live like
Marxists. If the Soviet leadership does not want
to give us aid, we cannoi foree it to do se.

The aid of the Soviet Union to our country is
important not only from the economic aspeet, but
also from the political aspect. We want the Sovied
leadership to avoid making such a mistake io the
detviment of Albania, it should reconsider this
malter. Therefore, we ask you once again to trans-
mit our views to Nikita Khrushchev and other
Soviet leaders, It is not right that you make it a
condition that we must eliminate the political and
ideological disagreements first and then you will
give us the aid. We hove jointly signed the agree-
ment on credits, not just in prineciple, but we
have even detailed it for all the objects. On this
bagis the Soviel specialists came here, the desigms
were drawn up, ete. While now you are asking us
10 go to the Soviet Union fo reconsider the agree-
menits once more! Why?

At the Moscow Meeting you used the tactie,
in contacts, indeed even in the corridors, of con-
vincing wvarious delegoations that, the Albanian
leaders do not want to falk with us. Now, too.
vou are continuing this tactic, but this does not
hold water. There is no need to repeat ourselves,
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we have told vou clearly why we do not come to
vou. Tel Nikita Khrushchev that our stand re-
muins the same,

‘ell Mikita Khrushchev, also, that we are not
opposed 1o lop level meelings on any quostion
whatever, with the approval of both sides. But the
soviet Government demands that a high level de-
legation of our Party and Government should g0
to Moscow Lo «reconsider- the question of credits.
The quesiion arises: for what credits? These gre-
dils have oeen given us under a protocol signed
by botlh sides by top-level leaders. For this PUT-
pose our Central Commitiee and our Government
senl comrade Mehmet [Shehul and me to Moscow,
Laler the credits were detailed, it is stated there
how they will be used, the times at which they
will be given, as well as the projects to be built.
Thus, for ug, the problem of ¢redits is considered
as setlied. We have a note of the Soviet Govern-
mient in writing and there can be no guibble here
apout what it says. Then why should we go fo
Moscow? Should we have gone o Moscow before
th Congress of the Party just about the eredit of 70
million rubles, of which you have notified us offi-
cially!? This was not reasonable. We informed you
officially about this, too. We had no agreement
siront this, therefore we appointed a depuly Prime
Iiinister for talks, while from vour side the Minis-
ter of Foreign Trade, Patolichev, was appointed.
As you told us prior te the Moscow Meeting, he

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was to come lo Albania for talks, but he did not
come, Then we assigned a depuly Prime Ministey

to go te Moscow on these matiers, bul even today

you have still not replied to us. We would like in
know why have you nol, given us an answer?

You say many things agalost s bocduse you
base yourselves on the sayings of this one snd
the other, Bul il we, {00, weore 1o act in this way,
then we could bring out whole books., But for the
sake of the friendship belween our peoples, the
gossip to be heard high and low musi be cheohed
up carefully and in a friendly spirit, both by us az
well as by wvour side. What have many Soviet
people said about our leadership and about me?
What have they not said! Many of these people
have highly responsible positions in your country
too, The criticism our Party makes of the SHoviet
leadership is thoroughly principled. Tnver Hoxha,
Mehmet Shehn, and other Albanian. leaders never
abuse the Soviet Union, Pointing outf mistakes and
faults of some Soviet leaders does not mean that
we are speaking against the Soviet Union. 1 say
this here, we have proved it in praciice and we

.shall prove it whenever it may be necessary. We

say without resexvation thal the Albanians are
close and loyal friends of the Soviet Union and for
the sake of this friendship we must seitle cvery-
thing in the Marxist-Leninist way, neol in any
ather way. If there arve comrades in the Soviet
leadership who continue to speak ill of, to slander,
our leadership or our Party, they are muking a
grave mistake,

You say that you have the course set for
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you by the Moscow Declaration and the 20th Con-
gress of the Commuunist Party of the Soviet Union.
We, too, base ourselves on the Declaration of the
Moscow Meeting of last year, indeed we imple-
ment it consistently; but as far as the 20th Con-
gress of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union
is concerned, we stated frankly ai the Moscow
Mceting with which matters we are not in agree-
ment. But, instead of accepting the comradely
criticisms we make of you, you make the accusa-
tion that we are ruining the friendship with the
Soviet Union! It is unnecessary to say what a great
and sincere {riendship we have had with the Soviet
people. 1t is Soviet cadres and leaders who have
dynamited the friendship that existed between us.
We slated also at the Moscow Meeling that it was
the former ambassador of the USSR 1o Albania,

V. I. Ivanov, in the first place, who ruined the

situation, It was he who upset things. Let this be
known also to the newly appoinited ambassador,
Josif Shikin, who has the possibility to exert all
his efforts so that together we can improve the
abnormal siluation that has arisen belween our
two countries. For our part we shall do everything
possible in this direction. We want to believe that
the comrade Ambassador, too, will act in this way,
because for him, too, it is not only a duty, but also
an urgent need, that our relations should constant-
ly improve and the disagrcements be gradually
eliminated in a Marxist-Leninist way.

Now let us come 1o some other issues you
raised. For our part we do not accept your accu-
sations concerning the Soviet specialists in our
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. country. You are «surprised» because we «checked

up on the drawers of the geologists’ Pdeskg». I ;hal’i

explain to you how things stand in this matter

which you have also made the subject of a govern-

ment note. Our people, who exercised contrpl over

the preservaiion of secrecy, did not do 'thlls in a

demonstrative way, nor with the purpose of hum'l-

lating the Soviet specialists. In our S?:ate there' is

a rule established by the Party, according to w%nch

controls must be carried out from time fo time.

You, too, certainly have such a rule, _indeec} we
have taken this experience from yeu. The aim 1s
that the state and party secrefs must bg protected.
We carry out such checks two or three t1:"{1sa_s a year
over all the state and parly apparatus. This was a
normal control of this iype. You know that our
people are not angels, but yours are n_ot angels
either. However it has been observed that there
are some among our people as wlell as .:—;\mong
yours, who leave documentis on desks, indeeed
there have been Soviet comrades who hz}ve even
hung deocuments on walls, We are living in encir-
clement. We have sworn enemies all round us,
the Yugoslav revisionists, the Greek mpnarcho—
fascisle, the Italian neo-fascists. We ha\fe‘%nf-om'na—
tion that the espionage agents of imperialist states
have been activated in Albania. Therefore, our
Party and State take the strictest care that secrcj:s
are protected. From this check-up carried out n
the oil enterprises, a report was sent to the Central
Committee, by which it was informed t}lat the
comrade in charge of the Soviet oil specialists had
been notified in advance about this check-up,

Whatever situation may arise, that 1Is,
whether the Soviets stay or leave the base, we,
for our part, absolutely must avoid the incidents
and provocations which they may create.

1 do not want to enter into details, but 1 want
to stress that we must think seriously about our
military preparation and armament. You, comrades
of the army, prepare all the variants of defence
in conditions of encirclement and with these arms
which we have.

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that a series of parties are now in open opposition
to the revisionist line of the Khrushehev group and
the leaders of the countrics of people’s democracy
of Europe and of some communist parties of West-
ern countries. This lack of unity greatly interests
imperialism, which has worked ceaselessly for this,
to weaken the unity of the socialist camp and the
international communist and workers’ movement.

The Marxist-Leninist parties consider the
question of unity as a matter of exceptional im-
portance. But there are two diametrally opposed
courses for the defence of unity: the first is to de-
fend it in words and on the other hand sabotage
it in deeds, whereas the other course is to defend
unity with all one’s strength ox the Marxist-Lenin-
ist course and, despite the major political and ideo-
logical contradictions that exist among our parties,
to avoid giving imperialism any weapon to fight
us with and deepen this lack of unity, this split,
even further. For the firsl course, for the destruc-
tion of unity the Khrushchev group are working
with might and main, fully conscious of what they
are abouf.

Let us take the issue of the PR of China, which
is of exceptional importance to the camp of so-
cialism. China has colossal military, political and
ideological potential, but the Khrushchev group
continue to jgnore this colossal potential in the
international field. Not only that, but every efiort
is being made, openly or secretly, to discredit and
push China aside in the infernalional arena.

The Soviet leadership is carrying out an un-
principled struggle, a fierce anti-Marxist struggle,
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against our country and our Party. And this has
its own reasons.

These reasons are based on the fact that the
line of our Party, ils correct tactis in the circum-
stances and conditions of our country (taking into
consideration the hostile encirclement, the conti-
nual plots against us, the defence potential of our
country) are exceptionally damaging to them, There-
fore, the Nikita Khrushchev group and the lead-
ership of the countries of people's democracy of
Furope and of the Communist Parties of France
and Italy that follow them, have organized a com-
mon tactic, and this is clear from the attitudes they
maintain towards us. The aim is to cut off Alba-
nia and discredit the Albanian leadership. But the
blockade against our country is not restricted just
to the propaganda aspect, because in regard to this
aspect to a large degree nobody believes them,
Their slogans are already known: «The Albanian
leadership is in an anti-Soviet, sectarian, dogmatic
positions, ete.

But it is not only this aspect. Seeing the danger
which the correct policy of our Party and State
constitutes for them, they have also imposed & mi-
litary blockade on Albania. To legalize this, they
convened the mceeting of the Consultative Polirical
Committee of the Warsaw Treaty, the results of
which you know. The aim of this meeting, orga-
nized by the Khrushchev group, was to strike a
blow at the Party of Labor of Albania and the
Albanian people, to shake the broad masses of our
Party and people with the threat of withdrawing
the naval base at Viora, and as a consequence, to
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cause alarm in the Party and the Al-}oania}n- public:
. that great danger from imperialism 1s being crea-

ted for Albania and that the Albanian leadership
are to blame for this.
To achieve this, they violated any norm, agree-

- ment and ireaty. They strove to give this meet-

ing the appearance of a normal meetin‘g, because
the agenda envisaged the re-examination of the
military siluation and the armaments of our ar-
mies. For this, the approaches had been made
through the general staffs of the armies of the
member countries, and naturally, of our staff, 10.0._
Such negotiations are made by them .intermtxt—--
tently; regular approaches as between allies jwhlch
have common tasks on their shoulders against a
common enemy, are not made, but they send b offi-~
cers to give the impression of allegedly tallking
about armaments, and when meetings are held
Khrushchev says they have all the missiles they
want which they turn out like sausages. '

The military potential of the Soviet Union is
known, but we criticize their procedures and me-~
thods of work as members of the Warsaw Trzaly.
And in fact, nothing was said at the plenary meei-
ing of the Trealy in March this year, about what
fias been and what will be done for the stljengthen—.
ing of our armies, as had beer_l announced in aivii'i~.
ce, but the aim of the meeting was 10 attac.ed =
bania, with the same procedures as were usea in
Bucharest against China. ‘

T.ate one night, before the meeting was helgl,
Marshal Grechko sent a letter to our delegation, in
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which he made those same threats and demands
which were put forward later by Khrushchev and
his friends at the mecting. Grechke deliberately
handed over the letter very late, so that we would
not have time to reply to it. But it did not work
out as they intended.

If the mceting had devcloped as had been
announced, all the participants would have acted
as our delegation did, discussing those problems
about which our countrics had been informed,
on the basis of the agenda, and which are so im-
portant and of such concern for the fate of the
soclalist countries and world peace. The delega-
tions of the countries taking part in this meeting,
beginning with Khrushchev and the others in furn,
merely launched attacks against our leadership
and our country, and you know about this,

This was a threat made to our Party and coun-
try and which was rejected, for it has no political,
ideological, moral, juridical, military or other basis;
the right is completelv on our side. But they took
absolulely no heed and here their savagery was
displayed.

Naturally we defended our rights and we
showed them their place, but the other aspect
should not be forgotten — the great harm which
the Khrushchev group and their friends did to the
joint defence of the socialist camp. It is a fact that
with the withdrawal of the Viora base its defence
power is weakened. Khrushchey demonstratively
ordered the withdrawal of the submarines and su-
xiliary ships which were at the Viora base. The

whole world heard about this, London saw the So-
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viet warships returning from Viora to the Baltic
Sea on film and felevision, . .
Thus, fully aware of what they are doing, the

.Khrushchev group have weakened the defence of

the socialist camp and of our country. You knf;w
what the reasons for this stand were.

Why did they present such a view? There are

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two things here: either they are collaborators with
this plot or they arc defending imperializm, the
Yugoslav revisionists, and the Greek monarcho-
fascists. We have no doubt about this, for it is not
the first time that these people have defended the
enemies of our Party and our peogle. They have
raised this to a syslem; a thing which means to be
very heavily compromised, and this plot is truly
a great exposurc of the policy of Khrushchev and
his cronies. That is why they maintain such an atli-
fude.

About the frial of the Albaniun traitors and
spies which toole place in Tirana in the month of
May, the Khrushchev group and their followers
have maintained total silence. To maintain com-
plete silence towards such hostile activity, which
is neither the first nor the last io be hatched
by the imperialists, the Yugoslav revisionists .and
the Greck monarcho-tascists, against Albania and
the cause of socialism, means to defend themn. to
take their side. They have been fearful asbout the
holding of this trial,

But let us dwell on the issue of the withdrawal
of the Viora maval base. How correct our poli-
tical, moral, milifary and juridical sland has been
on i,hlb 1s5ue, and how base and hostile the attitude
and tactics of the Soviet side.

They have adopted hase revolting atlitude. on
S0 many occasions that they cannot be counted Bus
at these delicate moments, the group of our officers
in the base, in a masterly and intelligent, manner,
have defended the Party against the plotters, pro-
vocateurs and chauvinists who degraded the feel-
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ings of the Soviet sallors lo such an extont that
if you see a reel of film that has been taken there,
you will note in what a grave situation the ships,
means, cic., were left, and yvou will immediately
ask the quésﬁon' who has lived in that place, is ‘i't
possible for Soviet men to have knocked holes In
the reservoirs, 1o have smashed the beds, the win-
dows of the buildings where they lived and work-
ed, etc. They made «e'i"F{)*'is tg take everything
away, down fto the last bolts, but they were un-
able to attain their aim. We took 2 hard stand, Pro-
perly defended our rights, snd vesponded }-o the
attacks and pl{}V{)CdtIO‘.u with aploimb, wnereas
they lost their hoads, The ships stayad pub. We
gave them only the shing in which the Soviet per-
sonnel served, not that those they look are theirs.
We allowed them those they took beecause we did
not want to make the situation even move acule,
since this was what they wanted.

Those who served at the base were inspired
with enmity against our counivy, they ware people
politically and ideologically degenzrvale, We he'{d
never thought that the senior Soviat oilicer would
sink so Tow as to put aside for hiroseif the telepho-
ne, the motor of the automaobile, to put the fan and
other things in his personal suitcase, in order to
take them fo the Soviet Union!

The stand of our sailors and officers who were
studying and conlinue to study in the HSoviet Union
presents quite the opposite picturc. Together with
our ambassador, they have maintained an heroic
stand in defence of the linc of the Party and its
correctness. Like communists they have steod up
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to many anti-socialist actions carried out by the
Soviet revigionisis since the arrest of our naval
students and officers right up to their expulsion
from the Soviet Union,

The same stand is being maintained also to-
wards our sallors in Sevasiopol. Tweo desiroyers
have been sent there for repair, and they want to
keep them from us. We shall not go to war over
them, but it iz a matter of their attitude. When
the Soviel suilors were here, we permilted the re-
presentalives of the Soviet command, the Soviet
amhassador and up to Novikovi, to go to the Viera
bhase where they organized plots and provecations
behind our backs, whereas in the Soviet Union,
they do not allow the representative of our Com-
mand, under the United Command of the War-
saw Treatyv, 1o go and withdraw our crews from
ihe ships in an organized way.

But why do the Soviets maintain such a stand?
It is obvious, because they are afraid of the *ruth,
The Soviet leadership has done and is doing these
things to discredit our Party and our leadership.
But in fact the opposite has occurred.

Now we may say that order and calm have
been established in the naval baze of Viera. Qur
naval means arc now in full readiness, We shall
also set up the naval school there with ieachers
who have graduated from the academies, Thus,
we shall continue to strengthen our navy and was-
tal defence and we may say that even from the ma-

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terial aspect, we are tnore secure than previously.

The Khrushchevite revisionists have taken the
issue of the naval base of Vlora as a pretext for
further measures later, to get us out of the Warsaw
Trealy. As a matter of fact, from Khrushchev to
Zhivkov, they have launched the slogan that «you
are putting yourselves outside the Warsaw Trealy»,
that «you are to blame for ruining the Viera base
because you did not implement the decision of the
Consultative Political Commiltee of the Warsaw
Treaty», elc. They did not think that there were
other correct solutions for the maintenance of the
base. Their aclion was a conspiracy. they were
seeking to find people to fight the Albanian Parly,
Government and people.

The military aid to us from the Soviet Union
has come to an end. Tt is known that the econo-
mic aid, as well as the military aid since the Du-
charest Meeting, and indeed cven earlier, has ﬁﬂill
not been given us. 1 shall not speax about‘ the
healthy political and ideological spi?‘:ﬁ:; or .about
the exceptionally great enthusiasm cRisting in ouy
army. You know this, but we can tell the Central
Committee that even from the economic aspect, the
agpect of armaments and military preparedness,
the situation in the army is better than at any other
time. that all measures have been taken so that the
milit'ary potential, armaments and other f—;ssentia,l
requirements of lhe army will be incroased‘ many-
fold. Thus. in this direction foo. ihe Dovict lea-~
dership and those following them have failed.

They failed in their evil aim of intimidating
and shaking Albanian public opinion with the
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withdrawal of the submarines, they {ailed in their
thought that our army would be lefi with its
finger in its mouth, without supplies, that its ar-
r’ndmeni.b would become obsolete, the spare parls
for its weapons would run out ete. This is how
things sfand on military questions.

In the economic fizld you know their aim, to
cgt off any aid to Albania. They cut off their cre-
dltt’j to us, withdrow their specialists, and thev are
trying as hard as they can to narrow the bpner'e
of their trade relations with us. And they hav
out this into practice in a curming wav. In 'a,h 111911*
ietlers, particularly in the lettem of the CC of
the CPSU, Czechoslovakia, Germ many and Hungary,
now it ix finally said opcaly that they will i}ui]_d
their relations wﬂh Albania only on recinrocal
bases. They do not have the courage to say to us
frankly that they have cut off the credi%s fhey
granted us, which in Jact they have cut off.

Put their great economie pressures failed, 1oo.
The Ceniral Commiltee of owr Party has it cicar
that our {ive-year plan is financially secure and
will be realized. Whoever wantis fo ké@p his word
let him give the aid he has promised Albania on
the former conditions, on the basis of the asree-
ments, BU.{, we think that such a thing will n{;t be
dome, we must have no illusion, because it is a
fact that the leaderships of the parties of the so-
cialist counfries of Rurope have vinlaled svery
norm and they will continue on - this course. We
have a basis on which we can rely for the realiza-
Lion of our plans.

The queslion of the specialists has besn even
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more scandalous. Having knowledge of their sly,
humiliating and slanderous tactics, during all these
actions towards our country, we have been grow-
ing more and more firmly convinced that we are
faced with a group of Trotskyites among the worst
history has known. On the one hand they told us
that the oil specialists must be withdrawn from Al-
hania, by order of the Sovict Government and, on
the other hand, they told the oil manager thaf
the oil specialists were to leave Albania by order
of our Minigter of Industry. Such things are mon-
struous, but there are many others like this.

On questions of irade it must be said that
sontrary to all practice, they have refused to sign
iong-lerm trade agreements with us fov the years
1581-1965, while they are implementing such agree-
ments even with the capitalist countries. The So-
viet side has cut off credits to us. This Is how
ihe trade relations stand with these countrics.

Cultural relations, too, are not going smoothly
due to their fault. Tn this field, too, we have
cnanged nothing.

On political issues, likewise we maintaln a cer-
vect stand, which enrages them. Our press and
radio continue to write and speak about the eco-
nomic, cultural and other development of the So-
viet Union and the couniries of people’s demo-
cracy, while on their part all the agreements have
been breached. In the Soviet Unlon they nave
banned lhe publication of the magazine «New Al-
baniar in Russian and Arabic because it allegedly
contains «dogmatic> materials and we are harming
the Arabs with our «dogmatic» linel
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The cultural agreements signed with us are
being violated. This fact is enough to indicate the
reality. They did not accept our folk song and
dance ensemble who went to China, Vietnam and
Korea where they were a great success. We had
sought that our ensemble go to the Soviet Union
t00, on the basis of the agreement signed together,
and the request was made at the beginning of the
month of May. But now the Soviet side replics
to us that it will not receive them, on the excuse
that the request was late in reaching them, Ii is
obvious where this attitude has its roots. The So-
viet side is afrald that our ensemble will have sio-
cess, that there will be applause from the audien-
ce for Iriendship and protests over the vile things
which are said against Albania, Many Soviet
people have read the report of the Central Com-
mittec delivered at the 4th Congress of the Party
and in it they have read that none of us has
thrown mud at the Soviet Union.

Hence, the Soviet leaders are very much afraid
of our correct cultural policy, too. The Bulgarian
leadership, also, has ordered the removal of Al-
banian songs from the programmes of Radio Scfia.
At the international festival of our countries which
was held in Rumania, in the concert programme
arranged, the Albanian song of the nightingale was
to have been sung. Thig song tells of the course
followed by our people under the leadership of the
Party, cte. The jury and artists received this song
with a great enthusiasm; however, when it came
time for the concert, it wag not presented and they
justified this with the illness of the conductor. As
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we heazrd later, the concert was not put on because
of the Albanian song which was on the' program-
me. This is what happens in tl}e S-o*»n-et‘ Ujﬁjon,
Bulgaria, Rumania, ete., whereas in M-Qngolla there
was allegedly no hotel to receive the members

of our ensemble. These people are afraid to have

relations with us, because they are nct In o_rder,
and these things convince us st_ﬂl more of the
correctness of the course of our Party. ‘
Our studeats in the Soviet Union are waging
an heroic fight to defend the line of the Party. At
the Upiversity, in the inslitutes of Moscow, and
in all parts of the Soviet Union whe:re theylare:
studying, they have made things clear in tl}-e minds
of Soviet people, bhecause the lea_,-der.shl‘p there
teeds people with lies, therefore only among _‘OUI{
people can they find the truth and tl:le .1‘1ght Lj,nf
thus they manage to draw some conclusions.

Up to date our relatlons with Poland have not
hange. Gomulka is a second Tito,
he slanders us as much as you please.

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The German leadership, as you kmow, conti-
nues itz course of provecations. Apart from the
blatant provocation in connection with the nubli-
cation of Walter Ulbrichl’s speech, to which we
replied with a correct lciter, they have given or-
ders to their press not to say a single word about
our country. If you read the letter of a certain
Willi Stof! you will understand immediately that
he is truly a fascist, With that letter he shows that
he is a collaborator in the plot of the US 8th Fleet,
in ecollaboration with the Yugoslav revisionists and
the Greek monarcho-fascists, when he accuses us,
Albanians, of provoking Yugeslavia, Greece, and
the United States of America.

the Party will take measures against her and aga-
inst him who closes his eyes.

Our general line has been and is correct. Qur
consistent attitude is a great pain in the neck fo
Khrushchev and Co. But that doesn’t worry us.
In the future, {oo, we shall march resolutely on
our Marxist-Leninist course. On the questions of
international policy we shall procecd, as always,
on the basis of Marxism-Leninism, on the basis
of the cerrect line of our Party.

The situation requires that the edifors of our
newspapers should conduct an intelligent policy.
In their work they must always proceed from the
positions of our Party, The main thing is that the
correct Marxist-Leninist views must be defended,
but at the same time we must be severe on aplit-
ters and deviators. We should come down on
those who attack us with ithe aim of weakening us
and must be vigilant to defend our unity, the
ranks of our Party and people.

To be vigilant does not mean to gather nega-
tive facts about people and finally number them
off one by one. This is not vigilance. We must, hieip
veople who during their life and activity make
mistakes or display symptoms of lack of ideolo-
gical or political understanding. We must make
efforts so that they understand correctly where
their mistakes are and mobilize themselves to im-
plement the line and directives of the Party. There-
fore we must think well about the treatment of
people who are ours but who make mistakes; they
must be given timely help so that they do nol
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reach the point where they fall into grave errors
and become incorrigible.

 Thus, the Party should work with wisdom and
vigilance and should not forget that apart from us,
the enemy, too, is at work striving to drive we-
dges among people. In this sense we must be vigi-
lant. However it iz a fact that in general the
treatment of people who make mistakes, on the
part of the Party, the organs of Justice and State
Security, has been on a Marxist-Leninist course.
Maturity and great tenderness has been shown
for our people, and a lofty revolutionary and stern
class spirit towards incorrigible people, chemiss of
the Party and the State who have entered into
secret or open collaboration with the imperialists,
the revisionists, the Greek monarcho-fascists, or
the Italian neo-fascists. Our Party, the organs of
State Security, and the people have displayed this
correct Marxist-Leninist stand. Therefore we shouvld
keep this spirit alive. We should strengthen the
love and great confidence among the people for
the men of the Party, the army, the security ser-
vice. This great love and confidence has been crea-
ted In our country for these people,

I receive many letters from the people and !
read them each day, every morning, before I begin
work. In recent days I have read the letter cf a
citizen who says frankly that he had been in poli-
tical opposition with the Party, had no confiden-
¢e in it, considering it as sold out to foreignevs, a
blind lackey of the Soviets, «But, when I heard
all these things», he writes, «and saw the heraic
Marxist-Leninist stand of the Party, how it reso-

hutely defends the cause of justice, how it defends
the Homeland and the people, as well as the cause
of socialism, I pledged to be loyal to the Party to
the end». See what a great {ransformation the
work of the Party has made in the head of this
man!

The recent triall in particular has made an
exceptionally great impression on our people. It
has aromsed a deep-going hatred against the trai-
tors and spies, against the imperialists and revision-
ists, and an unexampled enthusiasm and patriot-
ism among our working masses. The danger of
the uncovered conspiracy which failed, was very
great. On this occasion we must also point cut
the skill, determination and watch{ulness of our
comrades of the Ministry of Internal Affairs who
discovered the hostile activity of these bandits in
time, seized very important facts and documents,
acted with great caution, without being hasty,
according to the instructions of the Political Bu-
reau of the CC, but also without allowing the issue
to be endangered. This work has meant that we
have escaped the great danger and upset the plans
of the imperialists and of US imperialism in par-
ticular.

Thus, the trial has been of great importance,
and because it has been of such importance, be-
cause dark plans towards our Party and people
have been discovered, Khrushchev and his lackeys
are so enraged that they commit such absurdi-
ties as to go 1o the extent of defending the spies

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~and traitors. But let them defend them, the facts
. are very obstinate, Let Gomulka say that tnese

We shall continue, and we are confident that
we shall continue with this spirit, the realization
ol our plans. The revisionists can do nothing to us.
We are strong and we are nol alene.

It should be known that there are socialisf
countries and communist partics which appreciate
our correct stand. After all, millions of genuine
communists throughout the world are fighting on
this course.

‘The Central Commitiee will be kept constantly
informed of the further development of the situa-
tion. It is important that we inform the whele
Party too., Now the Political Bureau has taken
a decision to send a letter to all the basic organi-
zations of the Party, in which the situation deve-
loped since the sending of the first letter will be
explained. This measure has great importance, for
our strenglh resides in the Party. The Party must
be clear so that, when the occasion arises it will be
able to explain thesituation to the people. Naturally
we are not going to hold meetings with the peuple,
but these matters must be made known to them,
we must explain our problems to them. The people
should know the issuss in the spirit of our Party.
After all, these issues are known to London, why
should our people not know them. All the ma-
terials of the Moscow Meeting have fallen into the
hands of the British who may have got them in
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Bulgaria, Poland, Hungary or elsewhere, The speech
we delivered in Moscow is being commented on
bit by bit in newspapers there and the public is
reading it.

After the text of the letter which the Political
Bureau of the CC of the PLA had prepared for
the CC of the CPSU, was read and approved, com-
rade Enver Hoxha concluded:

Sinee this matter for the seeond item on the
agenda of this Plenum is done jointly with the
Government, 1 propose that the letter, which was
read and spproved here, should be addressed rnot

only to the CC of the CPSU, but also to the So-

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LETTER ADDRESSED TQ THE CENTREAL
COMMITTEES OF THE COMMUNIST AND
WORKERS’ PARTIES OF THE WARSAW
TREATY MEMBER COUNTRIES!

The Plenum of the Central Committee of the
Party of Labour of Albania, meeting on September
5-8, 1961, affer having carefully ecxamined the
letter whlch the first secretaries of the Central
Committees of the Communisl Party of the Snviet
Union, the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia, the
Socialist United Party of Germany, the United
Workers’ Party of Poland, the Communist Party
of Bulgaria, the Socialist Waorkers’ Party of Hun-
gary, the Workers’ Party of Rumania, seat to the
Central Committee of the Party of Labour of Al--
bania on August 3, 1861 from the meeting of the
representatives of the communist and workers’

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parties of the Warsaw Treaty member countries,
through the secretariat of this meefing, sends you
the following reply: -
From the above mentioned letter, as well as
from the delegation of the Party of Labour of Al-
bania who went to Moscow to take part in this
meeting, we learned with indignation about
the impermissible, profoundly unfriendly attitude,
without precedent in the history of the internatio-
nal communist movement, which was maintained
there by the authors of the said letter towards the
Party of Labour of Albania. In recent times, be-
ginning with the Bucharest Meeting of June 19869,
the First Secretary of the Cenfral Committee of the
Communist Party of the Soviet Union, N. S,
Khrushchev, and the first secretaries of some com-
munist and workers’ parties of sociulist countries
participants in lhe Warsaw Treaty, have made a
custom of the anli-Marxist practice of placing the
Party of Labour of Albania in positions of ine-
guality, discredit and discrimination., This dange-
rous practice reached ifs culmination at the meeting
of August 3, 1961, where, under the pretext that
the First Secretary of the Central Committee of
the Party of Labour of Albania, comrade Enver
Hoxha, was not taking part in the meeting perso-
nally, even the most elementary norm of relations
between the communist and workers' parties were
brutally violated, and the delegation of the Party
of Labour of Albania was ousted from the meeting
by means of an arbitrary decision, The Plenum of
the Central Commitlee of the Party of Labour of
Alpania considers this act, unheard of in relations
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among Marxist-Leninist sister parties, as brutal -
terference in the internal affairs of our Parly, as
a blatant violation of the principles of consulia-
tion, equality, and independence of the communrist

: . me
and workers’ parties, which have been cleatly de

fined in the Moscow Declaration of the 81 com-
munist and workers’ parties. The undertaking of
such an action towards a sister party, suco as the

Party of Labour of Albania, clearly demonstrates

that its authors are deliberately going further and
further down the road of exacerbation of velations
with the Party of Labour of Albania and the Go-
vernment of the People’s Republic of Albania, that
they have entered a road from which there i3 no
return, which heavily damages the supreme -
terests of the unity of the socialist camp and the
international communist movement, ihe interests
of the Warsaw Treaty, a course which can bring
joy only to our common enemies.

In its letter of July 22, 1861. addressed to
W. Ulbricht, the Cenlral Committes of the Party
of Labour of Albania had explained that it was
not possible for the First Secrctary of the Central
Committee of the Party of Labour of Alvania, com-
rade Enver Hoxha, to take part personally in ihe
meeting of August 3, 1961, The pretext contained
in the letter of Augusi 3, addressed to the Central
Committee of the Party of Labour of Albania,
alleging that the delegatlon anpointed by the CE‘J.:]-
tral Commiliee af the Pariy of Labour of Albania
for that meeting, which was headed by a member
of the Polilical Bureau and secretary of the Cen-
tral Committee, with that composition was 5ol
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«competent» to take part in the discussion of the
problems concerning the preparations for the con-
clusion of the peace treaty with Germany, is
entirely without foundation and in contravention
of the Leninist organizational rules.

. .In th.-e communist and workers’ parties the Le-
ninist principle of collective leadership exists. And
our Party ol Labour rigorously respects this prin-
ciple. Conscquently, if it is impossible to send its
First Secretary, the Central Committee of any com-
munist and workers’ party, hence also the Cen-
tral Commitiec of the Party of Labour of Albania,
has 't_he full right on any occasion and for any
meeting, to appoint another fully empowered re-
preseniative, who will be authorized to present
the view of his Party and assume full obligations
and responsibilities on its behalf for ths de;:iu.i@ns
taken collectively as a result of egual, comradely
consultations. For the same reason it must ‘be
pointed out that neither N, S. Khrushchev nor
W.. FJlbr‘lcht ner any one clse is in a position, and
neztﬂ_er is up to them, to determine whether the de-
legaﬁ;mn appointed by the Central Committee of
the Party of Labour of Albanla ‘o represent cur
Parly al ihe August 3 meeting was or was not
«competent», This is an internal question of our
Pa.'rty and, in conformity with the well known
principles of the independence of every communist
and workers’ party, only the Central Committee
of the Party of Labour of Albania, as the supreme
collective leuding organ of the Pariy, has theL right
to decide which dclegation or leader of the Pa?ty
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'_Will represent it at this or that meeting of sisler
. parties.

In its letter of July 22, 1961, the Central Com-
mittee of our Party declared with the greatest
clarity that its delegation, headed by comrade
Ramiz Alia, had full power and authority from
the Central Commiitee of the Party of Labour of
Albania to represent the Party of Labour of Al-
bania with the most complete competence at the
meeting of August 3, 1881, in connection with the
German problem which was on the agenda. There-
fore we consider the decision of the first secre-
taries of the central commitliees of the Communist
Party of the Soviet Union, the Comimunist Party
of Czechoslovakia, the Socialist United Party of
Germany, the United Workers’ Party of Poland, the
Communist Party of DBulgaria, the Socialist Work-
ers’ Party of Hungary and the Workers’ Party of Pu-
mania, not to aliow the delegation of the Party of
Labour of Albaniz to take part in the said meeting,
as unlawful, as unprecedented inlerference in the
internal affairs of the Party of Labour of Albania.
Tikewise, the accusations made against the Party
of Labour of Albania with regard to comrade
Enver Hoxha's non-participation in the meeting of
the Consultative Political Committee of the War-
saw Treaty in March this year, arc also interfe-
rence in our internal affalirs.

We also reject the baseless accusation wmade
in the August 3 letter, addressed to the Central
Committee of the Party of Labour of Albania,
which alleges that the leadership nf the Party of
Labour of Albania ignores the collective oplnion
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©of the sister communist and workers’ parties and
that allegedly [or this reason, in November 1960,
the comrades Enver Hoxha and Mehmet Shehu
«walked out of» the Mecting of the representati-
ves of the 81 communist and workers’ parties «in
a demonstrative fashion~, It is well known thut the
Party of Labour of Albania, just as all the other
sister parties participating in the Meeting of No-
vember 1960, signed the joint Declaration which
was adopted there. The Party of Labour of Alba-
nia has consistently implemented and continuss
to tmplement the Declaration of the 81 communist
_and workers’ parties of the year 1960, just asz it
has implemented and continues Lo implement the
1957 Declaration of the Moscow Meeting. Then
where i3 this «ignoring of the collective opinien
of the sister parties»? Those who have been and
are brutally violating the principles of the Declara-
tion concerning the relations among the commun-
ist and workers’ parties and among the soeinlisi
countries ignore the collective opinion of the sisler
parties; the [irst secrelaries of the central commit-
tees ¢of the Communist Parly of the Soviet Union,
the Communist Party of Crechoslovakia, the So-
cialist United Party of Germany. ‘the United Work-
ers’ Party of Poland, the Communist Parly of
Bulgaria, the Socialist Workers’ Party of Hungary
and the Workers’ Party of Rumania. who main-
tain arrogant and unfriendlv attitudes towards the
Party of Labour of Albania and the Peonle's Re-
public of Albania, as is proved by the stand iney
maintained towards the delcg:—li.im; of the Party of
Labour of Albania at the meeling of August 3, 1}961,
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ignore it. As to the depariure of the c-om.r‘.;._des
Enver Hoxha and Mehmet Shehu from the ’zma]
sessions of the November 1960 Meeting. it 15 well
known that this was done because they had to be
present in their Homeland for the mational day
celebrations of November 28 and 29. Moreover they

And that is not all In continuation of thelr
condermnable actions towards the Party of Labcur
of Albania, they unscrupulously violated every Le-
ninist norm of relations among sister communist
and workers' parties: they did not even inform
the Central Committee of our Party about the
development of the proceedings of the meeting of
August 3-5, 1961, and the measures adopted there.
Up to date mneither the decisions taken at this
meeting nor its minutes have been scnt to the
Central Committee of the Party of Tabour of Al-
bania. Such an action towards a sister party
cannot be described otherwise than as a disho-~
mest and entirely unjustifiable effort to exclu-
de the Party of Labour of Albania in fact from
effective participation in the discussion and =olu-
tinn of the major problems which are concerning
the international communist and workers’ move-
ment, the socialist camp and the Warsaw Treaty,
today, such for example as the Clerman problem.

But they went even [further. Az 1t emerges
from the decision of the Council of Ministers of the
Clerman Democratic Republic of August 12, 1961,
concerning the measures for the strengthening of
the contro' on the border with West Berlin, apart
from the August 3, 1981 meeting of the reprasen-
tatives of the communist and workers’ parties of
the Warsaw Treaty member countries, at which
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t-he_ Party oi Labour of Albania was unlawiully
prohibited from participation, a meeting of the
Fansultativ-e Political Committee of the Warsaw
Trealy has been held, too.

Soviet Union, the Commuxnist Parly of Crecho~
slovakia, the Socialist United Partly of Germany, the
Uniled Workers® Party of Poland, the Communist
Party of Bulgaria, the Socialist Workers’ Party of
Hungary and the Workers” Party of Rumania add-
ressed to the Central Committee ol the Party
of TLabour of Albania, contains a series  of
attacks, false arguments, and ihe basest inven-
tions against the Party of Labour of Albania and its
leaders, that cannot be left without the reply they
deserve from lhe Central Committee of the Par-
ty of Labour of Alpania.

It shows that our delegation was authoti-
zed to declare, on behalf of the Central Commitles
of the Party of Labour of Albania and the Go-
vernment of the People’s Republic of Albania,
that «in any situation and at any moment of dan-
ger we shall fight to the end beside the Sowviet
Union and the other fraternal countries, regardless
of any sacrifice, on any ocecasion and as always
we shall be in solidarily to the end and shall do
our duty honourably». This has been and is the
view of the Party of Labour of Albania and the
Government of the People’s Republic of Albania,
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irrespective of the ideological disagreements which
exist between our parties.

Who, in fact, is afraid of the responsibility
for the sclution of the German issue — we who have
been and are for the earlicst possible settlement
of it, or those who have retreated on this issue
and dragged it on until today? N. S. Khrushchev
himgsell publicly declared, in November 1858, that
alter six months the realizations of measures for
the Hquidation of the occupation regime in West
Berlin and for its transformation into a free, de-
militarized cily would begin. But six months went
by, another two years has gone by, and the situa-
tion in West Berlin is still what it was. There is
another fact, too, which we cannot fail to mention
here. Only a few months ago, al the March 1961
meeting of the Consultative Political Committee of
the Warsaw Treaty. Nikita 5. Khrushchev reproach-
ed the Party of Labour of Albania because it alle-
gedly pursues an incautious and hard-line policy
in connection with the German question, while four
months later the Party of Labour of Albania is
accused of being afraid, that it seeks to avold the
responsibilities stemming from the solution of the
German question, ete., etc. Are these declarations
not a little surprising? Is it not clear that some lea-
ders of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union and
some leaders of the communist and workers’ par-
ties of the socialist countries of Europe who sup-
port them in thelr efforts o smear lhe Party of
Labour of Albanina, to distort its correct policy,
resort fo ali sorts of arguments, be they invented
or borrowed from the arsenal of the enemies of
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the People’s Republic of Albania and the socialist
camp, be they even contradictory to one another?
Buf the sun cannot be hidden by a sieve. The stand
of the Party of Labour and the Government of the
People’s Republic of Albania 1s clear to every-
body. The various calumnies and accusations, wher-
ever they may come {rom, cannot dcceive any-
body, apart from the naive and those who wani
to be deceived.

To us it is astonishing and monstrous, how
such slanders can be emiited from the mouths
of the leaders of some socialisl couniries and com-
munist parties against another socialist country
such as Albania and a Marxist-Leninist party such
as the Party of Labour of Albania, lhat they are
allegedly «siriving lo preparc the ground for rap-
prochement with those who oppose the peaceful
settlement of the German problem». The Plenum
of the Central Committee of the Party of Labour
of Albania firmly and indignantly rejects this base
insinuation and considers it a grave insult lo our
Party and people, who have fought heroically aga-
inst fascism and nazism, who have proved them-
selves many times over in the struggle against im-
perialism and its tools, who have unflinchingly re-
sisted every threat and provocation by the ene-
mies of socialism, who have mercilessly exposed
all those who, deviating from class positions, have
sunk into the slime of opportunism and preached
conciliation with our enemies, It appears that since
their false accusations of sectarianism and exirem-
ism against the Party of Labour of Albania did
not work and could not deceive anyone, now they
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are irying to spread all sorts of inventions that
the Party of Labour of Albania is seeking rappro-
chement with the-enemies of peace and socialism.
But, faced with the correct and consistent Marx-
ist-Leninist stand of our Party, a stand whicliis
so widely known that we do not take the puains
to document il in this letter, these new accusations,
too, will suffer the same fate as the previous ones
'— they will fail ignominously. Those who accuse
and slander the Party of Labour of Albania and
its leadership are unable to bring forward even
one fact that could prove what they say, whereas
we are in a position to bring out many documented
facts which clearly show their vacillations from
the positions of Marxism-Leninism and the strug-
gle against imperialism. We have never had illo-
sions aboul our enemies, we have not embraced
and kissed them, we have never flattered them or
patted them on the back, and neither have we
ever kowtowed to them. Qur Party and Govern-
ment have always mainlained a resolute and prin-
cipled Marxist-Leninist stand towards the enemies
of peace and socialism, have sternly and constantly
unmasked imperialism and its policy of war and
aggression. They have been irreconcilable towards
the class enemies. The efforts to casl aspersions on
the Party of Labour of Albania and the Govern-
men§ of the People's Republic of Albania, on the
entire Albanian people, are disgraceful attempts
which will never be successful, They are refuted
both by the entire history of the Party of Labour
of Albania, as well as by life and preseni-day
reality itself.
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The authors of the above mentioned lefter of
August 3, 1961, arc trying their utmost in every
way to find any sort of pretext for further anti-
Marxist and not in the least friendly actions aga-
inst the Albanian people, their Party and Govern-
tment. The accusations made against us that alle-
gedly the People’s Republic of Albania does not
carry out its commitments as a member of the
Warsaw Treaty, that it does not inform the Uni-
ted Command about the state of the Albanian Ar-
my, that i pursues a line which is in opposition
to the interests of the other Warshaw Treaty mem-
ber countries and to the principles of proletarian
internationalism, are inwventions from start to Ii-
nish. In fact we have carried out all the existing
agreements, all the duties with which we have
been charged by the United Command of the War-
saw Treaty Armed Forces to the lefter. We have
carried oul all ifs orders and instructions about
military training and all the measurcs envisaged
in the joint plans of the Warsaw Treaiy armies.
Regularly cvery year and every six months, at the
times set and with all the dctails we have no-
tified the Unifed Command of the Warsaw Treaty
about the moral-political and material-technical
situation. the combat and technical-uperational rea-
diness of our army. Such, for example, are the
latest reports given verbally and in writing to the
commander-in-chiel of the United forces of the
Warsaw Treaty, Marshal A. A. Grechko, in Octo-
ber 1960, and on March 27, 1961, 1t is not we, but
presicely the United Command and the Soviet Go-
vernment! that have not carried out their obliga-
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tions towards the army of a Warsaw Treaty mem-
ber country, such as the People’s Republic of Al-
bania. Immediately after the Bucharest Meeting,
the Soviet Government cut off all the military
supplies in food and clothing, technical equipment,
armaments and other means for the Albanian Ar-
my. thus, unilaterally and without any warning
violating all the previously signed agreements, such
as, for instance, the agreement concluded befween
the Government of the Soviet Union and the Go-
vernment of the People’s Republic of Albania on
September 28, 1949, the protocol of February
26, 1959, the protocel of February 3, 1980, ete., in-
cluding also the flagrant violations by the Soviét
side of the agreements of the years 1957 and 1859
regarding the naval base of Vlera., Completely
contrary %o the common interests of the defence
of the socialist camp, the Soviet leaders and all
those leaders of the communist and workers’ par-
ties of the socialist countries of Europe who appro-
ved thelr nroposal, liguldated the naval base of
Vlora, thus taking, upon themselves a grave histo-
rical responsibility, not only before the Albanian
people, but also before all the other peoples of
the soeialist camp. The plan of principal measures
of the United Command of the Warsaw Treaty,
about the operational and combat training of the
Albanian Army for tho 1961 educational year. has
not been carried oul, It has been violated without
any reason or warning, The United Command has
categorically cut off the dispateh of military lite-
rature to Albania and does not give the Command
of the Albanian Army any information whatever
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about what is going on in the armies of other
Warsaw T'reaty member countries. Despite the re-
peated requests of the Albanian authorities, made
in the report sent to Marshal Grechko on March
27, 1961, at the mecting of the Consuliative Politi-
cal Committee of the Warsaw Treaty In March this
vear, and on other occasions, that the Command of
the Albanian Army should know what are ils du-
ties and the armies with which our army would
act together in casze of war, at last in the initial
stage afler it beginsg, up till now no answer has
been given and no measure has been taken, so that
the Albanian Army still does noi know ils dulies
in the context of the joint strategic and opera-
tional plan of the Warsaw Treaty armies. The re-
quest of the Albanian side, presented in the above
mentioned report of March 27, 1961, thatl, in the
context of the reciprocal exchange of experience,
the Albanian Army too, should take part in joint
exercises to the extent and with the composition
that are judged reasonable, has likewise remained
withoutl an answer.

From what has been said above, it clearly
emerges that the Party of Labour of Albania and
the People’s Republic of Albania have always ful-
filled their obligations in a correct manner, both
towards the other Warsaw Treaty member coun-
tries, and fowards the United Command. Whereas,
on the contrary, the leaders of the other Warsaw
Treaty member countries and the United Com-
mand have not fulfilled their duties towards fthe
People’s Republic of Albania and the Albanian Ar-
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my, towards a socialist country, and membor of

the Warsaw Treaty.

 The same thing can be said, also, with regard
to the political activity of the Government of the
People’s Republic of Albania. In its enlire practi-
ee, the Government of the People's Republic of
Albania has regularly informed the other Warsaw
Treaty member countriecs about all the Important
issues of foreign policy, through their diplomatic
representatives in Tirana, for whom it has provided
all facilities for the exercise of their activity. The
accusations made against the Jeadership of our
Party and Government in this direction, oo, are
sheer inventlions which are made with the purpose

ol making our relalions even worse,

But all these unjust actions, baseless accusa-
tions and slanders against the Party of Labour of
Albania and the People’s Republic of Albania, will
never attain their aim, they will never be gble
to turn the Pcople’s Republic of Albania from the
rigorous and consistent carrying out of its interna-
tionalist duties as a socialist state and worthy
member of the Warsaw Treaty. The Plenum of the
Central Committee of the Party of Labour of Al-
bania once again declares that, despite the obsta-
cles and difficulties being crealed for us every
day, with our means and possibilities, we shall keep
our Armed Forces in full readiness in order to per-
form honourably and with precision our duty as
an ally for the defence of the interests of the so-
cialist ecamp in this region, and as far as we are
concerned, we shall keep the United Command
of the Warsaw Treaty and all the socialist countries
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informed. At the same time, we demand and shall
demand that the United Command and the go-

vernments of the socialist countries, members of

the Warsaw Treaty, too, fulfil to the letter their
obligations towards the People’s Republic of Al
bania and its army, as an cqual member of the
Warsaw "l'reaty. The Party of Labour of Albania
thinks that the reciprocal obligations of all the
Warsaw Treaty members must be carried out to
the letler and by everybody, without any discrimi-
nation.

In the August 3 letter, addressed to the Cen-
tral Committee of the Party of Labour of Albania,
it is stated that the Party of Labour of Albania
«considers the carrying out of its obligations which
stem from the Warsaw Tireaty as a heavy burdens,
etc. The ridiculous position in which the authors
of these declarations have placed themselves is
really deplorable. How could a small country like
Albania, which is building socialism in the con-
ditions of the capilalist savage encirclement, un-
der the continuous pressure of the conspiracies, pro-
vocations, and threats of the imperialists, the Greek
monarcho-fascists, and the Yugeslav revisionists,
find it a burden to be in the Warsaw Treaty? Who
could be more interested in the Warsaw Treaty
than the small Albanian people, who are living and
working right in the wolf’s mouth? Therefore, the
Plenum of the Central Committee of the Party of
Labour of Albania indignantly rejects both the
conclusion contained in the August 3 letter, accord-
ing to which the Albanian leaders allegedly «consi-
der the carrying out of the obiigations stemming
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from the Warsaw Treaty a heavy burden», as well
as the formula repeated in many documents aimed
at the Central Committee of the PLA that, alle-
gedly, «the Party of Labour of Albania and the
Albanian Government have placed themselves out-
side the Warsaw Treaty». The objective at which
the authors of such calumnies aim is more than
clear, but, irrespective of this, the Plenum of the
Central Committee of the PLA declares that the
People’s Republic of Albania has been and is a
worthy member of the Warsaw Treaty, which has
honourably upheld and upholds all the responsibi-
lities stemming from this membership.

The accusations that allegedly the Party of
Labour of Albania and ifs leaders arc disrupting
the unity of the Warsaw Treaty couniries and the
socialist camp, by their actions are lics and are made
with dark purposes, as a cover for the unfriend-
ly activity which has been carried on against
our Party and people by the leaders of some com-
munist and workers’ parties of the socialist coun-
trics of Furope for some time. It is precisely
this activity, and not the attitudes of the Party of
Labour of Albania, which is undermining the unity
and solidarily of the countrics of the Warsaw Trea-
ty and the socialist camp. Despitc the injustices
done to them, despile all the slanders and many
kinds of pressures and difficulties which are being
created for them, at no time have the Party of
Labour of Albania and its leaders given any cause
for our unity to be weakened, On the contrary they
have fought and are fighting to strengthen 1, —
they have not provided and do not provide the
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enemies with any weapon whatever with which
to attack our unity. It is precisely certain leaders
of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union, with
N. 5. Khrughchev at the head, and of i1he other
communist and workers' parties of the socialisg
countrics of Furope, headed by A. Novoiny,
W. Ulbricht, W. Gomulka, T. Zhivkov, J. Kadar
and G. Gheorghiu-Dej, who, by their actions aga-
inst. the Party of Labour of Albania and the Al-
banjan people, actions which are becoming more
publicly known day by day, are providing our ccm-
mon enemies with weapons to attack both wur
unity in general, and the People’s Republic of Al-
barda. It is they who deliberately carried over (he
ldeological disagreements between our parlies to
the feld of relations between our socialist states,
by imposing the cconomie, political and military
blockadse on the People’s Republic of Albania. It
1s they who from the discussion of these problems
through party channels, launched into public dis-
cussion of them ag W, Ulbricht did in his notorious
statement after the Moscow Meeting of the 81 com-
munist and workers’ parties, or as the leadership
of the Communist Party of Bulgaria has done in
its own party. It is they. who, instead of working,
as the Moscow Declaration says, to graduaily eli-
minate the disagrecements that existed and the po-
gative phenomena that had been observed in the
relations between our parties, preferred another
course; the course of the further exacerbation, the
course of pressures, the one greater thun the other,
the course of unprincipled attacks and countless
provocations against the Party of Labour of Alba-
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nia and the People’s Republic of Albania. It‘ is
precisely they who are weakening andl ‘ur?dermm—
ing the unity and solidarity of the socialist camp
and the Warsaw Treaty, with the unprecedented
decision they took at the August 3 mecting to de-
prive the plenipotentiary delegation of the Central
Committce of the Party of Labour of Albania of
the legal rizht to teke part in the meeting aud
express the view of our Party about so imp-orﬂ’fant
a problem as the German problem, and prerzmel:y
at a very delicate moment of the internaticnal si-
tuation, when it is more necessary than ever that
we ar-e. united to a man facing the US and pi:her
imperialists who are threatening us with war, Hen-
ce, it is not the Party of Labour of Albania, but
cerlain Soviet leaders, with N, 8. Xhrushchev at
the head, and leaders of other socialist countries
of Europ'e who, with their anti-Marxist and by
no means friendly actions, are weakening and un-
dermining the uvity of the socialist camp. the in-
ternational communist movement, and the War-
saw Treaty couniries, ithus pleasing only the ene-
mies of peace and soclalism. ..

Why then iz the leadership of our Party being
slandered so zealously? What purposes do ihe au-
thors of the monsiruos charges and attacks against
it aim to achieve? Their purpose is poorly disguised,
because everything is more than ciear: they_ do not
like the present leadership of the Party of Labour
of Albania and ihey are striving in every way to
bring it down. But let them be sure _that t-h@}-" will
be qﬁiue unable to achieve this aim, just as neither
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the imperialists, nor the Yugoslav revisionists have
achieved ii and never will.
The Central Committee of the Party of Labour
of Albania has declared more than once, and we
repeat in this letter too, that the fact that the
Soviet leaders and those of the other socialist coun-
tries of Europe are pursuing a completely erro-
neous political course in their relations with the
Party of Labour of Albania and the Pepole’'s Re-
public of Albania, a course which brings harm,
not only to the Albanian people and the construc-
tion ol socialism in Albania, but also to the inte-
rests of the soclalist camp itself and the Warssw
Treaty, to our unity, which is more than essential,
particularly at present, worries and saddens us
greatly, They have laken the dangerous course of
deliberately exacerbating and complicating cur
disagreements and they are going further down
this road. Our Party of Labour has said and we
repeal that if there are some who think that in
this way, through pressures and unjust actions,
through blockades and economic, political or mi-
litary restrictions our Party can be congquered, that
views with which it does not agree can be im-
posed on it, they are graveiy mistaken. Therefore
the Central Committee of the Party of Labour of
“Albania repeats once again the call made in its
letter of July 6, 1961, addressed to the Central Com-
mittee of 1he Communist Party of lhe Soviet
Union, to give up undriendly actions towards and

As you know comrades, the Soviet revisionists.
have attacked us openly. They have continued their
attacks against us.

Up 1ill now we have maintained a correct,
Marxisi-Leninist attitude towards the Soviet lea-
dership, not bringing out the differences we have
with it before world public opinion. But, Khrush-
chev has publicly attacked us and denounced us
over these differences, thus viclaling the Leninist
norms of relations among the parties, as well as

heard. It is our right {o reply to these revision-
ist aftacks. For our Partly, the stage of holding
back, the siage in which we had made proposalé
for the resolution of the problems, is over. There-
fore we must give their attacks the reply they de-
serve. If the comrades agree, T propose that we
should make a statement! in the name of the Cen-
tral Committee of the Party, and publish it in the
press in which we point out our attitude to this
sifuation.

the leadership of the Communist Party of the Sovict
Union, which side is right and denounce the anti-Muar-
xist and anti-Albanian activities of N, Khrushchev and

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Tt is known that the conspiracy was concected
by N. Khrushchev in Bucharest. This conspiracy,
carried out by him.and his henchmen against the
interests of the world communist and workers
movement, is still going on: now the Soviet re-
visionists are attacking us within and outside their
own country. In such econditions the Party of Labour
of Albania must be delended, therefore which-
ever of the other parties wants to defend our
Party let it do so, for in this way il defends Marx-
ism-Leninism.

After the drafi~statement is read out, and is
discussed with the comrades of the Political Bu-
reay, expressing their unanimous support, comrude
Enver Hoxha continues:

Khrushchev ig trying to mobilize all interna-
tional communism against our Party, but we, tco,
have the right io act similarly to expose Khrush-
chev and Sovict revisionism, Khrushchev knows fo
make his caleulations, but we know that we can
count on ocur Party and people, and that the So-
viet peoples themsclves, the revolutionary Soviet
communists, the Chinese people and communists,
the peoples and genuine communists in the whole
world are with us.

The fact 13 that to come out alone against
Khrushchev and his followers is nol easy, bhul
we shall do this because the truili must be defend-
cd, the Party must be defended, Marxism-Lenin-
ism must be defended. We Lknow that all
sorts of slanders will be spread against us, bui we
shall stick courageously 1o our correct Marxist-
Leninist course. With the revolutionary stand we
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maintain, we defend our Party, the freedom and
independence of our Homeland, the Albanian peo-
ple and their victories, Bul the Party of Labour
of Albania deems it its internationalist duty to
fight in deferice of Marxism-Leninism and the in-
ternational communist movement. We must tell the
Party and the people that this sfruggle will be
protracted and difficult but we have not flinched
from struggles and difficulties and never shall, snd
the victory will be ours, the victory of Marxism-
Leninism,

There are {wo courses of action in the strug-
gle against the Soviet revisionisis: the cne is to
write articles and the other it to publish lhe do-
cuments of our Party. We shall wrile articles oo,
however it seems to me that the publication of
the documents is the better variant, but this must
be done from the beginning, from the first do-
cuments, so that every one will have a complele
idea of how the events have developed. Therefore,
we must begin the publication of our documerts
and, if not today, tomorrow, publish them all in
the press. . .1

The Central Commillee instructs you to con-
tinue this work in the future, too, to strengtiien
the Party and extend your work with the masses,
for il is here that our strength lies.

At the same time, the Central Commiltee con-
siders it reasonable to draw your attention o some
matters which, In the present conditions, bhave
great importance for the Party and should orienta-
te vou in your daily work:

1) The political work of the Party in these
moments must be grealiy stepped up, extended. to
include the broadest masses, and be convincing,
conerete, and clear, Its aim should be the unmask-
ing of the anti-Marxist and anti-Albanian activity
of N. Khrushehev, Lo expose his intonbions agalnst
Marxist-Leninism, against the socialisl camp and
the international communist movement, azainst cur
friendship with the peoples of the Soviet Unioxa
and against cur Party and country. Ilis revisionist
theses must be exposed. and his anti-Marxist me-
thods must be exposed, too,

But at the same time the Parly must not for
one moment neglect the tasks confronting it
the field of the economy for the J,uhllmem of the
plan. The situation created and all the polideal
work of the Party must serve to bring about a
still greater mobilization at work, bolh in industiy,
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construction, transport, ete., for the best possible
fulfilment of the plans, and in agriculture, in or-
der to complete the sowing quickly and in the
best possible conditions, to provide the JTomeland
with more grain, cotton, sugar-beel, cte. Heonce,
the result-of atl the work of the Party should be
evident in two directions: in the approval ¢of the
line of the Party and the strengthening of the unity
of the,people with the Party, and in the all-round
mobilization at work for the fulfilment of the Sta-
te plan, both in the field of the economy, and in
that of educatlion and eulture.

2) While unmasking the anti-Marxist activity
of N. Khrushechev and those who follow him, we
must always bear in mind the general line of our
Party, we must not permit, in the heat of the mo-
ment, any violation of the stand of the Parly on
the main issues of its policy.

a} We must always aim the main blow against
imperialisn'l and especially against US imperial-
ism. Imperialism has been, is, and will remain the
main enemy. This must be clear not only to you
and the mass of the Parly, but also 1o the entire
people. Thus. in the political meetings and talks
with the people this question must not be forgotten,
but on the contrary, it must be brought cut In a
clear and understandable way. Naturally, you un-
derstand that firmly unmasking imperialism helps
sharpen the vigilance of the masses, and al the
same fime helps expose revisionism and KX hrush-
chev himself, because, just as imperialism cannol
be fought without fighting revisionism, reyisionism
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cannol be fought successfully without fighting im-
perialism first of all.

by The struggle for the comuplele exposure of
Yugoslav revisionism, which has been and still is
a real danger to our country, must continue. There-
fore in the struggle against modern revisionism
we must continue to aim heavy blows against Yu-
goslav revisionism, to denounce the lheses of the
Titoites, to reveal their splitling role, to spesk
about the vital necessity of this struggle until they
are completely exposed. You understand, alge, that
by stromply  exposing Yugoslay  revisionism, the
close ally of Khrushchevile revisionism, we are
also exposing N. Khrushchev himself.

We must be clear that in these moments, when
our Party is engaging in a prolonged and difficult
struggle against revisionism and N. Khrushchev, we
should not give enemies of the Party any prefext
to present the question as if allegedly our Party is
no longer speaking out against Imperialism or
Yugoslav rvevisionism. Such a thing would help
the Khrushchev group to fight our Party, to slan-
der if.

¢) We should always make a distinction be-
tween the repegade Khrushehev and his Inllowers
and the Soviet peoples and genulne communisis;
in no way must the hostile stand adopted by Khrush-
chev and the strugele he is waging sgainst cur
Party be confused with the friendship and respect
we cherish for the Soviet peoples und the Bol-
shevik Party of Tenin and Stalin, This is an essen-
tial question of the goneral line of our Party. You
must not forget that the external enemies, ithe
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imperialists, the Yugoslav revisionists, the revi-
sionist Khrushchev and those who follow him, as
well as the enemy elements within the country.
including their agents, have an interest in this,
may even perpetrate provocations in this direction
and want 1o push us into such a mistake. But this
will never happen and must never happen on any
occasion. The Party and the masses of our praple
must be clear, must understand this thing correctly,
must act wilh full conviction to preserve the friend-
ship with the Soviet peoples, for this is the

line of our Party and this iz what the general in-

terest of the intermational communist movement
requires. This is not a tactie, but has been and Is
fundamental to the enlire general line of our Marx-
ist-Ieminist Party. In every situation, In cvery storm
and tempest, our people and Party have been and
are loyal iriends of the peoples of the Soviet Un-~
ion, who carried out the first socialisl revolution in
the world, who helped us in the liberation of our
Tomeland, Tt is the aim of the traitor to Marxism-
Leninism, N. Khrushchev, and his group to da-
mage and sabotage our friendship with the Soviet
peoples, to violate our trust in the peoples and
the communists of the Soviet Union. but we shall
never {all into this trap of the encmies ol Marx-
ism-Leninism.

d) the work of the iniernationaist education
of the Party and the masses should go on as be-
fore and be reinforced. Thus we must speak about
the unity of the socialist countries, the unity of
the international communist and workers’ move-
ment, friendship with the peopics of the other social-
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st countries, aboutl the struggle of the communist
and workers’ parties of the entire world. We must
not forget that the enemies of socialism, the im-
perialists, the Yugoeslav revisionists, and the re-
negade Khrushehevy with those who [ollow him,
would like to divert us lrom the position of in-
ternationalism. Bul this will never happen, either.
The defence of and respect for the principle of
proletarian internationalism have been, are and will
conlinue to be one of the main tusks of our Party.
The struggle against Khrushchev's revisioniam
itsell 15 a lofty expression of our Marxisl-Lenin-
tst Party’s internationalism.

Bearing in mind that now, at various meetings,
conlerences and talks with the people, in the press
and everywhere, the {raitorous activity of
N. Khrushchev is being denounced openly, the
carrying out of these instructions assumes special
importance. The Central Commitiee is convinced
that in the futurc the party organizations and all
the communists will show themselves to be up to
the mark In carrying out their tasks, just as thes
have done up till now,

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TWENTY YEARS OF REVOLUTIONARY

From the speech delivered at the festive meeting

November 7, 1861

Comrades,

The founding of the Party of Labour ol Alba-
nia took pluce at one of the most critic‘al momeits
in ihe history of the small, lon g—-s_l,l_ffer'mg, but %1{-}—
roic, Albanian pecple. Black (:_‘.-oud_s were hover:QS
over our Homeland, Albkania. at that T-].I:Il[!, f&fter
the dark period of Zog's feudo-bourgeols regime,
2iill more savapge and more dangercus Cnemies —
the faccist invaders rushed against our oppressed
and exploited, hungry, mass.ac‘red and F)efr,rasf-ed
people, but unbent like owr hight m-f)unimns, Fasi
cist slavery endangered the very e}s‘_istgnce of our
nation. A danger of death was menacing al that
time zll the freedom-loving peopl-c—:_.s of _the xvox;ld'.
ITitlerite Germany, encouraged and incited by the
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capituiating policy of the great imperialist powers,
alter having subjugated many couniries of Ruro-
pe through fire and sword, rushed like a wild beast
against the homeland of sccialism - the Soviet
Union,

In those difficult days for our long-suffering
people and Homeland, in the profound darkness
covering the country, a glowing spark arose, which
kindled the unguenched fire of the liberation strug-
gle, that wiped away invaders and traitors like a
storm, our Parfy was born,

The Communist Party of Albania was created
by the Albanian communists, it was born as a re-
sult and as a crowning of the up to that time strug-
gle of the working clags of our country, of the
liberation movemenl and eflforts of the Albanjan
people. Precisely the workers’ and communist move-
ment, existing in our counfry since prior to the
fascist occupation, although not much developed
and formed, is the basis on which our Party was
founded.

Because it has always had inscri-
bed on ils banner the vital interests of the pecple,
our Party has been able to maintain a_lw-?'-myts a
correct gencral line even in the most comph_cuted
circumstances, because it has always been linked
with the masses like flesh to bone, it has been
able to cope with the most rabid stovms and
attacks of the ernemies. ’

This
front did not constituie o union of ihe ;‘ﬁ'enl]'*--' of
the muntvy nor a coalition of wvarions politieal
parties, bul a direct organization ol the broad ia-
bourmg and pairiotic masses themselves under the
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leadership of a single party, the Communist Party
of Albania, which expressed the vilal inferesis of
the labouring people. At [he foundation of this
broad people’s front was the alliance of the work-
ing class with the peasantry under the leadership
of the working cluss, an alliance which constituted
the social basis of the political army of the peo-
ple’s revolulion in our couniry.

Under the leadership of the Party, the libe-
ration struggle in our counlry broke out with an
uncontrollable drive and turned inte an armed ge-
neral uprising of the entire people. Just like a
small snowball which, rolling downhill, grows little
by little and twrns into a powerful avalanche, which
wipes away [furiousy everything it vuns against,
and shakes mountains and plaing like an earth-
quake, so from the [irst parlisan guerrillas and
units, which al the beginniug were small in num-
ber, bul being increased dav by day with the best
sons and daughters of the people, the powerful
partisan Nationa! Tiberation Army was created,
which in 1944 counted over 70,000 Tighters orga-
nized into brigades, divisions and armycorps. It
was a truly people’s army, which was born from
the fold of the peepls and fought for the peaplc.
The peopie brought it up with new blood, they
fed and clothed it, maintained and supporte? it
uanreservedly in the difficulet struggle against the
[tallan and German fascist invaders and local {rai-
tors. With the militant slogans of the Party «Free-
dom is not donated, but won with strugale and
blood» and «Death to fascism — TFreedom to the
peoplel». our partisan army fought with an un-
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raatched heroism, il inscribed with ifs blood rew
glorious pages in the history of our warrior and
freedom-loving peaple. On the 289th of November
1044, our valiant partisans liberated completely
our Homeland from the invaders and traitors, Lens
of thousands of martyrs, communists and non-
pariy patriots, laid down their lives in this =a-
cred amd glorious war, with their pure blood they
paved the_-way for our people to march ahe-ad' to-
wards the happy life, socialism and communisni.
Let us honour, comrades, thelr memory which will
live in centuries shining with glory!

The Communist Party of Albania stood al-
wave unshakable on the front ranks of the
Nagi{ma} Liberation War of our people, ne-
ver allowing comprofnises in principles and va-
cillations in the face of the enemy. The communists
were always in the most dangerous place. inspiring
by their éxample all the fighters for _ffreedom.
Many of the leaders and best sons of the Party
heroically fell while on duty.

Along with the undaunted strugels agninst the
Talian and Cevman fascist invaders, the Party
carried out a major work to exposc before the
entire people the hetrayal of the exploiting ciassefs.
the feudals and big bourgeoisic and their organi-
zations «Balli Kombétars and «Legaliteti» which
had placed themselves at the service of the il"ll-’&-
ders. as well as the efforts of the Anglo-American
imperialists to disrupt and hinder the National
Liberation War of our pepoie, Rerzining loyval to
jts clear Marxist-Leninist program, the Party never
allowed that the traitorous organizations, which
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had no fired a single shot against fascism decei--

ve the people, occupy different positions in the

state power affer the liberation of the country.
Thanks fo the correct class stand of our Party,
to its determined tactics, with the Liberation of the
country the whole sfate power passed over com-
pletely, from the beginning, into the hands of the
working class in alliance with all the labouring
and patriotic masses of the couniry, into the hands
of a single party, the Communist Party of Albania,
This was the fundamential condition which allow-

ed our country to embark without delay upon the

course of the socialist development.

The Liberation of the country and the esta-
blishment of the people’s power laid down other
great and difficult tasks before our Party and
people, to carry the people’s revolution through
to the end, to reconstruct the war-ravaged country
and carry it forward on the road of the socialist
construction,

Within a very short historical period of about
17 years, our country, under the wise leadership
of the Party, liquidated the profound backwardness
it had inherited from the past and was transform-
ed from an entirely backward agrarian country,
almost without industry and with a primitive agri-
culture, into an agrarian-industrial country. Whole
branches of indusiry were created, such as the
textile, timber-processing, food and mechanical
engineering industries; the oil and useful minerals.
extracting and processing industries assumed a
broad development, etc,

During the 1st Five-year Plan (1951-1955) aboutl
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150 important indusirial and social-cultural ob-
jects were set up, over 250 more were set up during
the 2nd Five-year Plan (1956-1960). Before our eyes,
where there used to be plains, denuded hills or
swamps, tens upon tens of wonderful projects
were erected which our people is proud of today.

The Albanian people, formerly oppressed and
ignorant, who always looked at other counlries
with envy, who expected everything from Europe,
from the water glass and up fo the peiroleum, at
present, with their own pcople’s state power and .
under the leadership of the Parly, are creatinga
new life with their own hands. The tolal industrial
production in our country has increased 25 times
in comparison with the pre-war period. That which
was produced by the existing Industry of the coun-
try during the entire year 1938, is now produced
by our new socialist industry only in 15 days. In
the Fier district alone, which is mainly an agricul-
tural district, industrial production is today about
1.6 times larger than the total industrial production
of the whole of Albania in 1938,

Our Party has been guided in the socialist in-
dustrialization by the Marxist-Leninist principle
of the development of the means of production at
more tapid rates, therefore importance has been
attached to the development, in the first place, of
heavy industry, particularly mining industry, the
development of the power base of the country, etc.
But taking into account the features of our small -
country, with limited possibilities of manpower and
material and financial means, which made impos-
gible the setting up of all the branches of heavy
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indusiry, as well as the urgent needs of our people
for consumer goods, various branches of food and
light industry have also been developed along with
heavy industry.

The greatl successes achieved in the industria-
lization of the country, conslitute a big historic
step in the construction of socialism and a sound
basis for the furthor and more rapid development
of our Homeland on the road of the complete con-
struction of the socialist society.

The socialist lransformation of our couatry-
side, oo, cnded with suecess in general lines. On
such important and delicate guestion of soclalist
construction, our Party has been consistently guided
by the teachings of Lenin. It pursued with deter-
mination the course of wvolunlary uniting of the
individual peasant economies into agricultural
cooperatives, as well as of the organization of the
big agricultural enterprises.

When conditions were ripe, the Party gave
the guide-line at the Plenum of the Central Commis-
tee in December 1955 and, later on, al the 3rd
Congress in May 1956, to speed up the rates of the
collectivization of agriculiure. As the 4th Congress
of the Party asceriained, the decision of the 3rd
Congress was carried out ahead of schedule., At
the beginning of 1961 our country counted about
1500 agricultural cooperatives which, together with
the agricultural enterprises, occupied over 88 per
cent of the Republic's sown areas. The collectivi-
zation of agriculture in our eountry had its own
distinctive features: Tt took place in the conditions
of the cxistence of private property over land, but
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which the peasant owner could not sell, purchase,
or pawn if; it was carried out almost‘without in-
termediate forms of cooperation, passing over d%—
rectly from the small private economy to the agri-
cultural artel of the socialist type; it was carried
out by creating, along with the process of‘c:oopera,_
tion, the material-technical base of the big collec-
tive production.

Parallel with the collectivization of agricul-
ture, our Party and the people’s statg power, with
the activc participation of the labouring peasaniry
of our country, have carried oub a colossal work
for the development of the productive forces in the
countryside. Whole regions of our Homeland, *\z\-:he'r-e-
tormerly mosauitoes and malaria had esi;ablllrsl"xled
their poisonous reign, have bhecome today fertile
and healthy areas.

The Party has shown particular concern to
the mechanization of agriculture. In the areas
which can be cultivaled by tractors about 85 per
cent of ploughing, 49 per cent of sowing, 36 per
cent of harvesting, 64 per cent of threshing and
other work are carried out with mechanized means.
Our state has powerfully assisted the labouring
peasantry to develop the productive }E-orces and set
up the economy. During the 2nd Fwe—}iear‘Plan
alone, it has given them an agrarian credit of over
4 billion leks.

Thanks o the collectivization of agriculture,
the important measures of the Party :;mf}_ the peo-
ple’s state power for the development o1 the pro-
ductive forces in the countryside, as well as thanks
10 the selfless work of the labouring peasaniry of
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the country, good successes have been acchieved
in the increase of agricultural and livestock Pro-
ducts. With the 3rd Five-year Plan the agriculture
of our country enters the stage of development at
still more rapid rates, through the rapid increase
of the yields of agricultural crops, of the transition
from extensive agriculture te intensive agriculture,
On the basis of the continual increase of in-
dustrial and agricultural production, of the increase
ol the economic potential of the country, the living
standard of our people has kept rising unceasing’y,
a thing which constitutes the aim of socialist con-
struction and he supreme law of the entire acti-
vity of our Party of Labour. Unemployment, deep-
going poverty and misery, the menace of hunger,
the heavy work of a slave for the daily bread, the
badly dressed and barefooted children, the ruined
huts, the chronic diseases and othoer horrors, which
characterized our country in a mnot distant past
and which accompanicd the working man step by
step throughoui his life, from his cradle io his
grave, have now remained as g bitter past in the
memory of our people. Now unemployment has
been eliminated for ever, our working people enjey
the right to work, to a paid annual leave, disabi-
lity and senlority at work pensions, free of charge
medical service and education. Cast a glance around
on our cities and villages and vou will see that
they have been transformed into construction sites,
where tens upon fens of new dwelling houses are
being erected every day for the people. During
1960 alone our State has spent in the city of Tirana
for the construction of blocks of flats about two
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t1mes more means than there were spent in 1!?38
throughout Albania for all kinds of constx.'uctwn
work. Electric light is being introduced in our
countryside smoked by the pine-wood and oil Tlamp.
In the 1951-1960 decade the peasants have built up
with their own means about 47,000 new houses,
without calculating here the consiruction work
carried cut in the countryside by the State .and the
agricultural cooperatives. The price reductions are
also a vivid testimony to the increase of the well-
being of the working people. From 1950 to 1960,
9 price reductions have been ef'ff::cted one after
another in our counlry, from which th'e ‘popula-
tion has an annual profit of over 7 billion and
900 miilion leks. o '

A deep-going socialist revolution is being car-
ried out in our country. Albania, which not long
ago was considered as the most backward couniry
in Europe, where over 80 per cent of the popu-
lation was illiterate, has radically 'chamged. Know-
ledge took the place of ignorance, light of darkness.
One out of five persons attends school. Art and
culture are becoming the pmperty‘ of the p-eople
with every passing day. The opera, cmematograpjy,
a wide network of hearths of culturg, re:'.ldmgi
homes, have been created. ’;{‘hel E}tate Umvgrsﬂ;y of
Tirana and other institutes of higher learning, be-
ing attended by mere than 3,000 §tudent;s_, hav?
been set up for the first time. A wide stramm ({J
the people’s intelligentsia, loyal tq the grea_t Ca'usg
of socializm and communism, has been created un
i ing day by day.

N gi::v;roi lm:f)w,ythe historic 4th Congress of our
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Party, which held its proceedings in February this
year, arrived at the conclusion that the construction
of the economic base of socialism has been success—
fully accomplished in our country. As a result, the
exploiting classes have been liquidated as a class.
and the expleifation of man by man has heen
wiped out.

Today there exist iIn our country cnly
two friendly classes — the working class and the
cooperallvislt peasantiry, as well as the stratum of
the people’s intelligentsia, which, under the leader-
ship of the working class and its Party of Labour,
have the state power in their hands and carry thu
soclalist construction of the country forward.

Owing to the great
Patriotic Wur «f the Soviet peoples, in the first
place, there was achieved the historic viclory over
fazeism. New states broke away from the capi-
talist system and emburked on the roud of social-
ism. The People’s Revolution frinmphed in China:
this is the greatest historic event after the Ocio-
ber Socialist Revolution.
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The irresistible devclopmenl of socialism and

the upsurge of the national liberation struggle of

the peoples inevitably led to the collapse of the

colonial slavery system of imperialism. Forty-iwo

new states, with a total populaiion of more than
1 billion and 200 million, have won freedom and
national independence. While aficr the First World
War the countries enslaved and contrelled by im-
perialism made up more than 77 per ::opt ol the
territory of the world and aceounted for E-lbi)'l::t
70 per cent of the world population, aow such
countries occupy only over 10 per cont ot the area
and aceount for aboul 3 per cent of the world po-
pulation. The dissolulion of the C{Jl-onial_ system
of imperialism 1z another event of great intarna-
tional tuportance,

As a vesult of these changes, the sphere of do-
mination of imperialism has been creately narrow-
ed, its pgeneral crisis has further deepened, all
its internal and external class and national con-
tradictions have sharpencd. Teday imperialism is
no more the only snd all-peweriul suder in the
world, Tt can no more tord over i, Its laws da not
operate everywhere in the world.

Such iz the reality of owr days nud this veetly
convincingly shows that the balance oF \
the world today has chanded to the :_{d.'v;-.-mtagz{‘e of
socialism and to the deiviment of inlpel"iizﬂlsnjl.
The forces of socialism. the {orees of naftiomal 1i-
heration, peace and democracy ave -'_:up‘i;*ri_-mil.n the
forces of imperialism. colonialism, war and reac-
tion. All these things have created in ‘the world
a neow situalion, very favourable conditions to car-

i:‘!
forces in
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ry out even more successfully the struggle against
imperialism, for peace and for the accomplishment
of the socialist, national liberation, democratic and
people’s revolutions. o

The Party of Labour of Albania recognizes
and understands the deep changes that have taken
place in the world, the new conditions and phe-
nomena that have arisen. But we reject all and
every attempt being made by the present-day re-
visionists who, under the slogans of the «creative
interpretation of Marxism in the new conditions»,
are spreading their false and opportunistic view-
points; they are seeking to sell them as a «further
development of Marxism», and they hasten to
stigmatize as dogmatist, sectarian and adventurer
anyone who goes on record against such view-
points. This is a known tacties. There is nothing
new, nothing original in this. All the revisionists
and opportunists beginning with Bernstein and end-
ing with Tito, under the guise of the «changes in the
situation» and of the «new phenomena», have de-
nied the basic principles of Marxism. As V. I. Le-
nin used to say, by always masking themselves
under the slogan of the fight against dogmatism,
using the catch-word «dogmatist», they have risen
against Marxism. _

From the changes that have occured in the
world, there must be drawn correct, revolutionary,
Marxist-Leninist conclusions, there must be drawn
such conclusions as not to create reformist and
pacifist illusions and weaken the struggle against
imperialism, but to strengthen ever more this just
struggle; there must be drawn sueh conclusions
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as not to alienate the peoples from the cause of
revolution, but bring them ever clospr to. it, nc?t
divert them from the struggle for their natlon.al 1i-
beration, but raise this struggle to an ever higher
level,
Let us take the problem of war and peace.
Does it mean that the change in the balance of
forces to the advantage of socialism has br"{n%ght
about also a change in the nature of imperialism,
that imperialism has been tied up hands and feet,
that it is unable to do anything, to unleash wars
and undertake wvarious aggressive actions? Such
a conclusion is not only erroneous, but also very
harmful. The understimation of the forces of the
enemy and the overestimation of our own forces
weakens our vigilance and pushes us into t_ﬂ.:—mge—
rous adventures, just as the underestimation of
our own forces and the overestimation of the.for-
ces of the enemy leads to unprincipled concessions,
to mistakes and opportunist attitudes. Proceeding
from the real balance of forces in the world tod{?y,
our Party has pointed out and conlinues tc point
out that in the question of war and peace both
eventualities must be considered and we must be
prepared for both, for war being prevented, as
well as for it being unleashed on the part of the
imperialists. Our deep conviction that at .the pre-
sent time a world war and other aggressive wars
which imperialism unleashes can be prevented is
by no means based on the «good intentions~ of
the chieftains of imperialism, but on the econo~
mic, political and military power of the socialist
countries, on the unity and struggle of the inter-
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national working ciass, on the resolute efforts of
the people of the whoele world against the impe-
rialist war-mongers, on the unity and compact-
ness of all the peace-loving forces.

During all the years of the existence of the
people’s power, the Government of the People’s
Republic of Albania has resolutely and consistently
pursued a forecign policy which has fully met ihe
interests of our pecple and Homeland, the inte-
rests of the defence of freedom and national in-
dependence, as well as the inlerests of the whole
camp of socialism and of the cause of pesce and
progress of human society. The foundation of the
foreign policy of the Parly of Labmur of Albania has
always been and remains to be: constant strength-
ening of the relations of j"'l@"}dolll'ﬂ fraternal co-
operation and mutual support and assistance with
the socialist coustries, support for the national
liveration, anti-imperialist and antl colonial strug-
gle of the oppressed peoples and nations. as
well as Tor the revalutionary struggle of the work-
ing pecple in the capitalist countries; efforts to
secure relations of peaceful cooxistence of the Peo-
ple’s Bepublic of Albania with the capitalist coun-
tries, especially with the neighbouring countries;
etforts for the proservation and strengthening of
peace In the waorld, especizlly in the Dallkan and
Adrialic avea; exposure of the policy of war and
aggression pursued by the imperialist powers hea-
ded by the United Slates of Amorica and their
partners and fools round our country, such as the
Ttalian imperialists, the Greek monarcho-foscists
and the Vugoslav revisionists. -
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in the foreign policy our Parly and Govern-
ment have always marched arm-in-arm thh the
other socialist couniries in thelr eofforts for the
preservation and strengthening of the world peace.
They have always approved and energetically sup-
ported the general line of the forcign pollcy of
the Soviei Union and all the other socialist coun-
tries for the setilement of the mosgt important in-
ternational problems. And this foreign policy of
the People’s Republic of Albania has always met
the full approval of the Soviet Union and the other
soclalist countries, which have always considered
it as a correct policy, to the advantage of our com-
mon cause.

But of late, W. Khrushchev and Co. tur-
ned their coat and are nccusing 1u3s at {imes of
being«adventurists and war-mownpers- snd ot times
of a «rapprochements with imperialism. Thoze who
are accusing us, besides slanders ::.r:d. inventions,
have no argument, not a single fact to prove that
the foreign policy of the People’s Republic of Al-
bania has changed, Nething has chansed in cur
foreign policy, Qur attitude also has not changed
either ag ioﬁards the questions of war and peace,
or ds regards Yhe strugele against imperialism, or
the relations with the other sfates and especially
our neighbours,

Twenty vears of revoluticnary Hie and strug-
gle of the Pariv of Labour of Albania reiect all
these base slanders and inventions which have
caused a proflound indigaation o, and have irrita-
ted our people who have heroically fought end
continue to fight against imperialism and its hench-
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men. Those who accuse and slander the Party
of Labour of Albania and ifs leadership are un-
able to adduce even a single fact that could prove
their allegations, while we are in a position to
present many documented facts clearly showing
thelr estrangement from the positions of Marxism-
Leninism and of the struggle against imperialism.
We have never cherished illusions about our ene-
mies, we have noel embraced and kissed them, we
have not flattered thom and we have not caressed
them, we have never bowed to them. Our Parly and
State bave always maintained a firm, principled,
Marxist-Leninist stand towards the enemiey of peace
and socialism; they have sharply and constantly
exposed the imperialists, wheiher US or British,
French or Hallan, and their policy of war and
aggression; they have been irreconcilable with the
class enemies., Our Party and State have sympa-
thized with, and have energetically and unreser-
vedly supported the just cause of, the peonles who
have risen in struggle against imperialism. They
have rcndered ali their support to the {ratevnal
Algerian, Cuban, Congolese, Laotian and other peo-
ples in their heroie struggle against imperialism,
resolutely condemning all the aggressive attempts
of imperialism.

For all this «good» which our Party has deone
to imperialism during these 20 years, it has been
rewarded by 1t and its tools wilh a fierce and
relentless {ight which they have carried out agairst
the People’s Republic of Albania through conti-
nuous plots and provocations, through diversion,
blackmail and successive slanders.
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They accuse us of being afraid of imperial-
ism, of being afraid to assumc responsibility for
the settlement of important international ¢ues-
tions,

The question arises: Who fears indeed, who
is afraid of the responsibility for the settlement

of the German issue, who is dragging it on? We

that have stood and continue to stand for its ear-
liest possible solution, or our accusers who have
backed out on this question and have dragged it
on from year to year?

Or let us take the disarmament problem. Il
is a matter of common knowledge that our Govern-
ment has supported the proposal for disarmament,
because as long as the arms exisk and the arma-
ments race is being conducted, as long as disar-
mament is not effected, there iz no security for
peace. But we are aware that disarmament i3 a
difficult problem, To force its solution upon the
imperialists, great efforts must be made as well
as resolube and uncompromising siruggle must
be waged by the socialist countries and &ll
the peace-loving [forces. Bui, N. Khrushenev,
instead of pursuing such a correct path, is
seeking to disarm a socialist country such asg
the People’s Republic of Albania, which is en-
circled on all paris by enemies, By weakening the
defensive might of the People’s Republic of Al~
bania he damaged, not only the interests of cur
country, but also those of the entire camp of so-
clalism. And all this is done at a time when the
US Gth fleet is roaming about like a monster in
the Mediterranean, when US rocket bases have
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been established in Greece and Italy, when the
NATQ forces are feverishly continuing thelr ar-
maments race, when the imperialists and revenge-
seekers of West Germany are rattling the sabre and
seriously endangering the world peace, N, Khrush-
chev should by no means have gone 1o such lengths
as to openly incite the impevialists and various
reactionaries against a socialist country such as
the People’s Republic of Albania. ITowever, the
defenice of lhe Albanian borders is fully ensurad.
In conditions when there exist in the world
states with different social systems, the only just
principle to govern the velations between them is
the principle of ncaceful coexistence, a principle
outlined by Lenin and implemented also by Stalin.
Our Party of Labour has always thonght and
thinks that the policy of peaceful coexistence mests
the vital interests of oli the peoples, both of the
soctalist and canitalist counmtrics: it meets the aim
of the furiher strenigthening of the DOC\]M-[)"LS of so-
ciatism and world peace. Therclore, it is in favour
of the relations of our goclalist state with the other
non-socialist states.
it i aboard to accuse our Marty and socialist
sipte of ollegedly siondine against peacelul co-
axistenca, This slander Isvefuted by the enlire prae-
tical actw.&ty ol our state in ihe field of forsign
policy. We are nof opposed to the principie of
peaceful coexistence, hbul we do nol agrece with
some opportunist viewpoints of N. Khrushchev and
his followers wha consider the peaceful coexisiance
as the general line of foreign policy of the socialist
countries, as the main road to the victory of so-
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cialism on a world scale, who for ihe sake of yea-

ceful coexistence renounce the struggle for the
exposture of imperialism, who exiinguish almost
completely the ideological and political struggle
against the Yugoslav revisionism under the protext
that in some forzign policy issues Yugoeslavia sup-
ports the Soviet proposals. Buch an interpretation
of peaceful coexistence is erroncous and anti-Marx-
ist because it leads to the denial of the class sirug-
gle. The correct implementation of the policy of
peacelul coexistence, implying also the exposurs
of imperialism and its policy ol war and aggres-
sion, must promote the development of the struggle
of Lhe working class of the capitalisi countries, as
well as the national liberabion wovement in ihe
colonial and dependent countries, On thelr part,
the successes of the revolntionury class and na-
tional lberation L‘;i;m.u;;',g}“‘--'-g DY na -"1'{:“\-\511'1;; and woa
ening the 1}0%1*'101:% of imperislism, promote lhe
cause of peace ond pe: tcni._u coexistence. The com-
MU sSE _pckii..tess in tite capilalist countrics, paral-
lel wilh the struggle to force ihe policy of peacoe-
ful coexisience on  the bourgeols governmonts
of their couniries, are waging at the same time
the ciass usgLe Ear the overthrow of the bour
gools power, Zor the Lranzition to socialism accord-
ing o the .spohijf conditinns of each country.
As regards the forms of transition to sooniar
ism, N. I*i‘r;x‘l.‘ua;rlf"fxr‘v baaly ecomplicated this gues-
tlon, too, at the 20th Congress of the CP of the
SU and later. ITe almost rvaised to nbsolite the
peacelul way of lhe geizure of puweor by the wors-
ing class, and thus the illusion was created that
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allegedly the working class and its communist party
would be able to take power in their hands only
by securing a parliamentary majority. Such theses
were approved only by the revisionists and various
opportunists who used them to justify their anti-
Marxist viewpoints. We, the Albanian communists,
have never becn and are not apriori opposed 1o
the peaceful way. But the teachings of Marxism-
Leninism, the historical experience and the reality
of the present days teach us that, to secure the
victory of the cause of socialism, the working class
and its party must prepare themselves simulta-
neously for both eventualilies — the peaceful way
and the non-peaceful one. To take one's bearings
only from the peaceful way to secure the victory of
the cause of socialism it means {0 embark on a erro-
neous path. Only by gelting well prepared for the
non-peaceful way, the chances grow also for the
peaceful way.

This is how we understand the peaceful co-
existence and its connection with the class struggle.
This is how we understand and implement the po-
licy of peaceful cecexistence with the other non-
socialist states, and in the first place with our
neighbours.

It is strange that Nikita Khrushchev and ris
followers demand from us that we should put into
elfect the peaceful rocxistence with our Gresk
neighbours, They accuse us of not marching alung
the same road with them as regards the proposals
for the disarmament of the Balkan countries, they
accuse us of not making efforts «for a Balkan un-
derstanding»; they join the chorus of the Yugoaslav
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' .revi.sioni-sts and the Greek monarcho-fascisls that
. we are allegedly the «war-mongers of the Balkans»,

at a time when Greece continues to consider itself
in a «state of war» with Albania, when it advances
territoral clairns towards our country and is plot-

ting to attack Albania. The charges of our criti-

cizers are groundless, for no reasonable man can
think that little Albanla, does not stand for peace
and disarmament.

How much monarcho-fascist Greece disarmed
and to what extent the hopes of those believing
in such a thing were realized, this is a matier of
common knowledge, it is shown by life, but that
we should avoid criticizing Nikita Khrushchev {and
this criticism was made by us in o comradely way)
when bhe gives hopes to Sophocles Venizelos for
an <«autonomy of South Albania.-, this would be a
treason on our part. Nikita Khrushchev did not
like our just criticism. This is ihe least evil. But
he turned our criticism into a counter-charge,
accusing us of allegedly slandering the S{_)Vie*t
Union, This, of course, is machiavellian. Dut later
the devil showed again his horns. At the time when
the Americans, Greeks and "Turks were carrying out
large-scale military manoeuvres arcund the borders

"of Albania and Bulgaria, N, Khrushchev, in his

statement to the «New York Times- reporter, Sultz-
berger, on Sepiember 10, 1861, textually saig]:
«You (Americans) have established bases also in
Greece and you are threatening from there our ally
Bulgaria». Has not perhaps monarcho-fascist Gree-
ce installed rockets also against Albania? How long
is it that Nikita Khrushchev has decided that Al-
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bania should be no more an ally of the Soviet

Union? This is monstriuous, Are these unimportani
questions? iIs it permissible to the First Secretary
of the Central Committee of the Commumnist Party
of the Soviet Union and the Frime Minister of the
Soviet Union, even il he and socialisi Albania were
at dagpers drawn, to openly tell the Greek reaction
that sociallst Albania is no more an ally of ihe
Soviel Uniun and inform president Kennedy that
the swelations betwoen the Soviet Union and Als
baniz have deteriorateds?

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distinguished leaders and personaliiies not only .of
the Soviet Union and the Communist Party of the
Soviet Union, but also of the infernational commun-
ist and workers’ movement, one of the most ar-
dent defenders and greatest theoreticians of Marx-
ism-Leninism.

N. Khrushchev used Stalin's question to strike

support the revistonist views, his course. The ques-
tion of the cult of the individual, in short, was
used as a bugbear o exercise pressure on the other
parties and to liquidate the leaders who wore not
to the liking of N. Khrushchev. These alms which,
but recently, were concenled by him, covering them
with a «principled» and «Marxists phraseology,
were openly stated at {he 29nd Congress of the
Communist Party of the Soviet Union. TIf
take account of the fact taat at the same
time Khrushchev, as we mentioned abeve, takes

Until 1955, all the communist and workers™
pariies were unanimous in eondemning the Yugo~
slav revisionist leadership and were waging a fHirm
and principled ideological-political struggle against
it. However. precisely at that time N. Khrushchev
announced that towards Yugoslavia and its lea-
ders had allegedly been done a great injustice, that
«under the influence of the agent Beria» ground-
less charges had been levelled against them, that
in the Yugoslay issue, teo,J. V. Stalin had allegedly
made a serious mistake. And immediately he took
the initiative, went to Belgrade, where he called
Tito «dear comrader, threw ito the waste baske’
one-sidedly the resolutions of the Information Bu-
reau and loudly announced that «Yugoslavia is a
socialist country» and that the «Yugeslav leaders,
aithough they have some waverings, are in gene-
ral Marxist-Leninists».

What does the experience, what does the life
show? The experience and practice before aad
after the wear 1955 show that in the assess-
ment of the Yugoslav gquestion Stalin and the
Information Bureau were right, because their
assessment vested on  objective faots, on the
teachings ©of Marxism-Leninism. Fxperience and
practice, on the other hand. show that in their
stand towards the Yugoslav revisionist cligue:
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N.- Khrush‘chev and those who follow him are
not right, because their actions are based <n
subjective viewpoints and ave confrary -0 the
teachings of Marxism-Leninism, contrary o the
nbjective reality.

Lot us refer o facts. Wiat have been the
results of the efforts 1o rehabilitate the Tito cligue?
The Yugoslav revisionist leaders have given up
nelther thelr ondi-Marxist viewpoinis 1o -teh_ez-r
nostile activity against the socialist camp and the
fraternal communist and workers’ partics. The
ost ohvious result brought about by N. Ihrush-
chev’s elforis was the fact that after 1855, possibi-
lities were created for the Yugosluy revisionists to
act more J{reely against the world communist
movement and the coundries of the soclalist camp
under the guise of the «wpersecuted comrader,
exploiting in this direction even the paironage of
the Tirst Secretary of the Central Committee of
the Communist Party of the Soviet Union. The
rehabilitation of the Yugoslav revisionists brought
with it also the rehabilition of all their agents and
companions in  some fraternal pariies where,
ynder the mask of <«corrccting the mistakes», a
true campalign started against the sound cadres of
the Party and an acbivation of all the anii-party
el-em-enits‘.) This happened in some comimunist and
workers' mparties of the socialist couniries in
Furope, as well as in some parties of the capitalist
countries. The most typical in this direction are
the events of Hungary, where the activation of
the revisionist elements, headed by Imre Nagy,
swho had the active support and instigation of the
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Yugoslav revisionists, led up to the outbreak of
the counter-revolution, which put in danger the
very existence of Hungary as a state of people’s
deinocracy.

_ In spite of this, N. Khrushchev continuously.
with great confidence in Tito and his compani ons;
pursued insistantly the policy of rappro cheme-nt.,.
flatteries and caresses with the Yugoslav revision-
nists. The events of Humgary show still more
clearly this stand. When the counter-revolution
started in Hungary, it was clear to everybody that
in these evenis a base role was being played also
by the Yugoslav revisionists. This was secn in
their influence in the counter-revolutionary dis—
cussions of the «Petoefi» club, this was seen during
the counter-revolutionary uprising and the enthu-~
siasm expressed by the Yugoslav revisionists ai
that time, but is was still more clearly seen also
in the fact that the traitor Imre N agy, after the
smashing of the counter-revolution, found asylum
at the Yugoslav embassy in Budapest. Instead of
mercilessly unmasking the Belgrade renegades as
i:iirect inspirers of the counter-revolutionary coup
in Hungary, N. Khrushchev tried in every way
to mitigate their responsibility, 4o minimize it
and, finally, to eliminate it entirely. The formor
ambassador of the Soviet Union at that time in
Albania, L. T. Krylov, communicated to the Cen-
tral Committee of the Party of Labour of Albania
the letter that N. Khrushchev had sent on No-
vember 91956 to J. B. Tito, In this leiter, among
other things, Khrushchev wrote to Tito the
following:

«The Central Committee of the Communist
Party of the Soviet Union has examined your lasi
letter., We consider it possible to agree with your
viewpoints that no special importance shouid be
oiven now to the guestion whether the Yugoslav
embassy in Budapest has acted correctly or nol
by giving asylum to Imre Nagy and his compa-
nions. We arc noting with satisfaction that since
the Brioni talks you have been in full agreement
with our stand towards comrade Janos Kadar, as.
a distinguished personality with revolutiona-
ry authority in Hungary, capable in these
difficult moments and conditions to head the new
revolutionary government. .. You were [ully
satisfied with the fact that the Central Committee
of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union,
since the summer of this year, in connection with
ihe departure of Rakosi, was trying that comrade
Kadar should become first secretary of the Cen~
tral Committee of the Workers’ Party of llungary.

Any comment in connection with this letter is.
superfluous. This letter shows very <¢learly that
the First Secretary of the Central Committee of

~ the Communist Party of the Soviet Union trampl-

ing underfoot any regulation delermining the
relations between the fratermal parties, has gone
so far as to interfere even in an issue of so impor-
tance and of a markedly internal party character,
as is the appointment in the place of the first
secretary of a fraternal party of this or that per-
son. It shows also very clearly that N. Khrushohev
hias bheen long since in full agreement with
J. B. Tito, that he has deomed it reasonable that
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for everything, even for the wappointment» of the
First secretary of ancther party, to consult J. B.
Tito, the very inspirer and organizer of the counter-
revolution in Hungary.

From this it is clearly understood and is enti-
rély logical why N. Khrushehev tried to see the
question of the Yugoslay intervention in the Hun-
garian events closed: hecouse two things cannot
be done simultaneously, tolh o consult Tito and
o expoze Tito.

After Tito’s notorious speech in Pula in No-
vember 1958, the struggle ol the communist and
workers' partics against Yugoslav revisioalsmy
was enlivened and the Yugoslav leaders were
criticized for their stand. But the traitorous Tito
group not only did not make any self-oriticism
or any positive step towards the communist move-
ment, but in 1958 it considered it convenicent to
formulabte and sum up its revisionist ideas in the
Program of the Lcague of Yugoslav Communists,
which was published as a counterweisht to the
Moscow Declaration ol the commiunist  and
workers' parties of November 1937. 1t seemed
already, as if there was no move room even for
the Teast illusion, because Tito and his group had
openly written in their program what they were
hiding for years under demagogical pseudo-Marx-
ist and pseudo-socialist slogans. But what did
happen? At the heginning. N. Khrushchey, who
felt himself cmbarassed before the public opinion
and the international communist moverment,
althouch half-heartedly, took a stand towards the
Yugoslav revisionists. But this did nof last long.

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the Yugoslav «compades+ Thus, only a few days
after the issuing of the Deolavation of the 81 fra-
ternal parties, the member of the Contral Come
mittee of the Communist Party and TForeign
Minister of dhe Boviet Unton A, Gromyko, at the
Supreme Soviet ol the Soviet Union, on December
23nrd, 1980, stated that In some fundamentsl things
the foreing polley of the Soviot Unilon is fally
compatible with the foreign policy of Yugoslavia.
While N, Khrushchev himseld, in an interview to
the vhserver of the «New York Times», Sultzber-
ger, published by <«Pravda~ on September 10,
1961, stated: <Qf course, we consider Yugoslavia
w socialist  country». Is  such a statemeant not
comtrary to the Declaration of the 81 fraternal
icommunist and workers’ parties of the world?
Should it not be thought that the First Secrefary
of ihe Central Committee of the Communist Party
of the Sowiet Union with this statement was
aiming at <«appeasing» the resentment of the
Yugoslavy revisionist leadeis and at making fo
them publicly &nown that what is wiritten in the
Moscow Declaration, or also in some other do-
cument of the Communist Party of the Soviet
Union, is formal, while his viewpoints are other?

Why is such a thing happening? Why is with
such a persistence being held such a benevolent
stand towards a gang of renegades of Marxism-
Leniniem, submerged head and feet in the scum
of revisionism and of treachery and, at the same
time, are being rabidly attacked the communist
and workers’ partics which have alwawvs stood
oyal to the revolutionary doctrine of Marxism-
Leninism and the cause of socialism?
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The Papnty of Labour of Albania could nof
and cannot agree with such an  wopportunistic
stand towards a clique of renegades. In the struggle
against modern revisionism, especially aguainst
the vrevisionist cligue of Belgrade, the Party
of Labour of Albania has taken and always
takes into consideraticon the valuable teachings of
preat Lenin, who stressed powerfully that oppor-
tunism constitutes a serious danger for the very
existence of the socialist order,

These important teachings of Lenin were all
the more understandable {or our Party, hecause
it had proved on its back what does Yugoslav
rovisionism mean, not only in theory but also in
practice. Because, in fact, the cligue of Belgrade
has never renounced, eltheor bofore 1948 or alter
1935, the plots and diversion against the People's
Bepublic of Albania and the Party of Labour of
Albania, but, on the contrary, has  increased
them. Therefore, the struggle of the Party of
Labour of Albania against the Yugoslav revision-
lsm was an  Important inlevnatiopalist task of
our Farty, as a Marxist-Leninist party, and at the
same tlie ils saered duty to defend our socialist
Flomeland againsl the avms and the plots of ihe
Yugnelavy revisioniszis. Some of the Soviet ieaders
did not like this stand of the Party of Labour of
Albania, because il was coutrary to and consti-
tuted o hinderance for their schemes of rappro-
chement and embrace with the Titoite clique. The
slogans started circulating that the «Albanians are
hot-blooded», «they view things narrvowly and
conduct the struggle ageinst the Yugoslav leaders
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from the positions of nationalisin», that the «Ale
banians want to capture the banner of anti-revi-
sionism~ and that «they are inoreasing the value
of Tito’s clique» etc., etc. But our Pariy did not
wiaver from its principled positions and continued
consistently and uncompromisingly the struggle
against the Yugoslav revisionists. This stand of
our Party has mnever been t¢ the liking of
N. Khrushchev and is one ©of the vreasons
explaining his so fierce a stand against the Party
of Labour of Albania and its leadership.

The stand of N. Khrushchev’s group towards
Yugoslav revisionism, in fact, is net a stand
different only from that of the Party of Labour
of Albania, but from that of the international
communist and workers’ movement, expressed in
the Moscow Declarations of 1957 and 1960, where
revisionism is described as the main <anger in the
inlernational communist and workers’ movement,
and Yugoslav revisionism as underminer of ihe
socialist camp and the forces of peace. Thus,
it is obvious that the Soviet leadership is trying
to mitigate the struggle against opportunism and
revisionism in the communisi movement. Here lies
also Lhe source of all the abtempts to distort, by
wll sorts of manipulations, the clear thesis of the
two Moscow Declarvations on revisionism as the
main danger in the communist and werkers’
movement and to bring to the foreground the
struggle against dogmatism. For our Party it has
becoma elearer with evary passing <day that by
accepting by words the need of fighting againsi
revisionism and not deoing it in fact, N. Xhrush-
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chev and (those who follow him, under the pretext
of the struggle against dogmatism, are fighting
against Marxism-Leninism, arc making cfforts to
reject the fundamental theses of the revolulionary
doctrine of the proletariat precisely as Tifo tried
to do earlicr and as have iried o do in the past
the opportunists and revisionists of various
brands.

What were the consequences of the spreading
of the various opportunistic viewpoints, of the
unprincipled struggle against J. V. Stalin and the
policy of reconciliation with the Titoite treache-
rous revisionist clique, parsistently pursusd by
N, Khrushchev and his group? Although they
raise io the skies, with a great noise, the «wonder-
ful consequences» allegedly brought about by the
weriticism  of the c¢ult of the individual of
J. V. Slalin» and the «normaualization of raola-
tions with Yugoslavia», although they present ihe
guestion as if with the 20th Congress a new era
started in the development and further strength-
ening of the world communist movement, the
Tacts speak entirely to the contrary. These dis-
torted wviewpoinls and actions became .a banner
in the hands of the copportunist and - revisionist
elements in many couniries to launch their revi-
sionist aitacks against the Marxist-Leninist par-
ties. This happened in the Communist Parties of
the United States of America, of Denmark, of
the Netherlands, of Ttaly, of France, of Great
Britain, cic. Under the influence of the oppor-
tunist viewpoints presented by N, Khrushchev
tor the 20th Congress, revisionism was revived
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and assumed a large dissemination in many
communist and workers’ parties, becoming an
extremely serious danger for the entire inlerna-
tional communist movement. Precisely under the
slogans of the struggle against the «Stalinist
despotismy», borrowed from lhe «secreb» repori:
«On the oult of the individual aad its consequen-
cess, which, «strange cnoughs, fell into the hands
of the reactionary circles of the West and was
reproduced by them in tons, ths lmperialist
reaction and the modern vovisionists, espeecially
the Relgrade revisionist renegades, enemies of so-
cializm, organized the counier-revolutionary ac-
tions against the socialist onder in  Poland and
the eounter-revolutionary coup in IMungary. Pre-
eiscly under the proteotion of these opnortunist
theses, of the attacks against Stalin and the
appeasing  attitudes of N. Kbrushchev with the
Yugoslav revisionists, Tito’s renegade gang was
enlivened still more, it was givea free hand Lo
Hevelop broadly its undermining activity against
the socialist camp and the international commun-
ist movemcent.

: For us it is very clear that such a conclusion
is not acceptable either to N. Khrushchev, or to
his followers. But it is logical to rais2 the gues-
tion: Why wrecisely after the 20th Congress were
immediately enlivensd the renegades and the
revisionisls in the vanks of the communist and
workers’ parties of the different countries, the
Vusosiav revisionist clique raised again its haad
and all of them together launched a fronial attack
against Marxism-Leninism? Why, lat us say, the
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theses of the 19th or the 18th Congress of the
Communist Party of the Soviet Union did not
become their banner? There is only one explana-
tion here: because many theses which were set at
the 20th Congress were of an opportunistic nature
therefore they constituted the ideclogical food fozi
'the‘re.n-egad-es and the revisionists in their struggle
against Marxism-Leninism; because the stands
towards Stalin were anti-Marxist, therefore they
were abilized so successfully by the enemios of
Marxism and socialism for their aims.

. These bitter consequences were felt in Alba-
nia, oo, In our country, the opportunist elements
of the Tuk Jakova and Bedri Spahiu type, as well
as many other elements expelled from the Party
for anti-party activity were activated and with
the direct instigation of the Yugoslav revisionists,
organized the plot at the Party Conference for
the city of Tirana in April 1956, It is known that
a major vole in this plot was plaved by the traitor
Panajol Plaku, an old agent of the Yugoslav
espionage, to whom, after he fled from Albania
to Yugoslavia, N, Khirushchev proposed ever since
1957 to be given political asylum to him in the
Soviet Union. The slogans of these traitors were
demagogical  slogans of  «liberalization  and
democratization of the proletarian dictatorships,
of «normalization of relations with Yugoslavia»
of «rehabilitation of Kori Xoxe and other an'['i:
party elements cendemned earlicr», etc. It is signi-
licant the fact that, precisely at that time, in
April-May 1938, the Soviet lsadership, thm‘:wh
M. Suslov and P. Pospyelov  tried to p:—,\rs-uaBe
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our Partly to rehabilitate the traitor Kogi Xoxe,
an enemy of the Party and the Albanian pe2ople,
an agent of the revisioninst «clique of Belgrade,
shot for his hostile activity which was aimed
at liquidating the Party and the people’s power
and at turning Albania into the seventh republic
of Titoite Yugoslavia.

N. Khrushchev’s anti-Marxist stand on the
above-mentioned questions caused thus a great
damage to our common cause, of socialism and
communism. However, the internalional commun-
ist and workers’ movement managed to cope
successfully with the onslaught of the revisionist
vensgades. Marxism-Leninism is the banner of
victory, therefore its enemmies, the revisionisis amnd
the opportunists, have failed and will always fail
shamefully.

Trom the wbove said it follows clsarly that
the nature of our disagreements has been entirely
ideological and political, that our Party has not
agreed with the opportunist viewpoints and
actions of N. Khrushchev as concerns somsa vital
rruestions of the present-day world development
and the international icommunist and wonkers’
movement, viewpoints which are contrary to the
fundamental principles of Marxism-Leninism and
constitue a serious violation of the 1957 and 1960
Declarations of ths commuaist and workers’
parties. But the existence of these wrong
viewpoints among the Soviet leaders is only half
of the ovil, The greatest evil is that they try to
impose at any condition their opportunistic
concepts on all the communist and workers’ par-
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ties, noft stopping for this puwmpose even bafore
the mpressure, bladkmail and the most hrutal
attacks against those parties and thelr leaders
that do not agree with the revisionist theses of
N. Khrushchev, that oppose them and resolutely
defend Marxism-Leninism. Here lies the greatest
evil, here lies also the cause that relations between
our country and the Boviet leadership have be-
come tense. Seeing that his multifaricus attempts
to kneel down the Party of Labour of Albania
and to impose on it his anti-Marxist viewpsints
have [ailed in face of the firm Marxist-Leninist
stand of our Party and wanting to justify before
his party and before the intermationsl communist
movement his impermissible, hostile  activity
against the Party of Labour of Albania and the
People’s Republic of Albania, N. Khrushchev has
gone over to wild and public slanders like those
he and other Soviet leaders made at the 22nd
Congress of the Communist Pariy of the Soviet
Union.

The fact that he chose the rostrum of the
22nd Congress of the Communist Party of the Sov-
let Union to carry out the «irial» against our
Party, the fact that he deceived the representati-
wes of some communist parties to express them-
selves uncomradely agalnst our Party in their
greetings to the Congress of the Communist Par-
Ty of the Soviet Union, throws light on his
butschist methods, on his tactics of surprise, on
the onesided imposing of his desire upon the
internalional communist and workers’ movement,
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on the non-observance of the fundamental princi-

ples governing the relations belween the commun-
ist and workers’ parties of the world, which
have been established jointly and have been
outlined in the Moscow Declarations.

To examine the activity of a communist and
workers’ party, to express the viewpoint whether
it stards on correct positions or not, can judge
only an international forum, an in t-er:n'-atiopal
meeting of the communist and workers’ pariies,
after hearing in detail the arguments of fhat
party, But N, Khrushchev feared to ask the con-
wocation of such a mecting, because he wag con-
winced that he would not succeed in condemning
our Partly of Labour. For this reason he did not
invite to the 22nd Congress our Party also, be-
cause its wond would bring to the fore once more
the truth on the Albanian-Sovict relations, would
expose again his  anti-Marxist viewpo ints and
activity, would reject all his entively unfounded
slanders and <hariges.

The method used by the First Secretary of the
Communist Party of the Sovict Union to attack
onesidedly our Party is known in the internatio-
nal communist and workers’ inmovement. e
applied this tactics at Bucharest, too, where with
false and onesided charges he tried fo kneel
down Marxist-Leninist parties and to compromise
by means of a guidk, unpondered and .hua-st_y
pronunciation their representatives, but despiie his
elforts, he did not succced, On the C€_}'L‘1tl’51.r3'=
N. Khrushehev was forced to agree to the holding
of the Moscow Mecling in November 1860, where
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correct debates were conducbed, where it was
clearly scen that his viewpoints did not meet with
the enthusiastic support of the participants, and
this is expressed also in the very documents
approved by the representatives of 81 pariies and
which N. Khrushehev is brutally violating in all
Lis activity. Therelore, he, in order to attack our
Party, rosorted to his putschist methods, utiliz-
ing for this purpose the 22nd Congress.

Tn this way, N, Khrushchev has effectively
sabotaged any future international meeting also,
because by attacking onesidedly and publicly our
Party, he has put the Party of Labour of Albanla
on conditions of uneguality.

At the 22nd  Congress, N. Khrushdhev, and
his followers charged our Party that if allegedly,
hwith its actions, is <discupting the wnity, 18
splitting the soclalist camp and the international
communist movement». One must have lost any
feeling of responsibility or seriousness to say such
a thing, Who is in reality undermining our unity,
the Pariy of Labour of Albania or the leadership
of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union
headed by N. Khrushchev? Qur Party, which has
always abided by the prineipies that our dis-
agreements should be solved through the party
way, or the Soviet leadership, which has trampled
nnderfoot these principles and has embarked
upon the anti-Marxist path of pressure, blackmail
and is openly calling for counter-revolution in
socialist Albania? The Party of Labour of Alba-
nia has never spoken publicly about our diffe-
rences, it has only through the party way and
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at party meetings, openly and courageously
criticized the wrong viewpoinis and actions of
the Soviet loaders, while N. Khrushchov was the
first to speak publicly from the rostrum of the
29nd Congress not only about the existence of
our differences but also to vomit gall, to slander
at full daylighlt against cur Party and people’s
power, presenting it as a «regime of terror, where
right and left there are prisons and firing squads»,
using the language of Bankovich, who has sald
that «in Albania there reign the barbed wire and
the frontier guard boot- Our Party stands for
the unity, for its further strengthening, but for a
sound, steel-like unity, not for an anacmic and
sick unity. Precisely because it stands for the
steel-like unity of the internsiional communist
and workers’ movement and the sccialist camp,
it has courageousty and through the party way
criticized M. Khrushchev's anil-Marxist maoniles-
tations and actions, which weaken this unily.
We greatly regret the fact that some loaders
of the eommunist parties joined with N. Khrush-
chev's wrong viewpoints. We don't  want to
medk the causes which forced them to take this
siand {we understand very well the difficult posi-
tion in which they hawve found themsclves), but
can their omnesided position bz called corvrect, a
priori, when the majority of the ropresentatives
of these parties have no knowledge of the deve-
lopment of relations between our Parly and the
Soviet leadership? It is correct to  taike this of
that stand, whon one hears oaly the arguments
of one side, while the other side has been depri-
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ved of the right to state its own viewpoint? Or in
the communist movement should be cstablished
new principles, according to which the big one
must be heard, the little one not, the big is right,
while ihe lithle i3 always woong? According lo
our opinion, sucdh a reasoning is vot at all correct
and 15 nok compatible with the Lienindst norms
of relations between the parties. Such a stand
does not help Lhe strengthening of the unity of
the international communist and workers' move-
meni, ke strengiliening of the socialist camp, buk
veakens it and will later creafe great troubles.
In spite of this at the 22nd Congress of the
Comimunist Party of the Soviet Union, N. Khrush-
chev was not supported by all the represenfati-
ves of the communist and workens’ parties. Cut
of the 80 foreign delegations which attended the
proceedings of the Congress and spoke or sent by
writing their greetings, 34 rcpresentatives of the
fraternal parties did not  join the N.  Khrush-
“hev's slanders and charges aogainst our Party,
they did mot  speak aboul the disagrecmonts
existing between the Party of Labour of Albania
and the Soviet leadership. Surelv, many of them
may have their remarks as concerns the work of
ithe Party of Labour of Albania, but at the 22nd
Congress, which was the congress of the Commun-
iat Party of ihe Soviet Union, of a definite party,
they did not consider it aparopciate to speak
about a quesiion which concerns the entire
international communist movement, taking thus
a correct Marxisi-Loninist stand, We must say

also that even the mass of the home delegates to-
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the 22nd Congress did not express ‘themselves
about the Sovict-Albanian disagreements, they did
not speak against our Party, they did not support
N. Khrushchev in his atiadks and slanders against
the Party of Labour of Albania. Out ol 82 dele-
gates who took part in discussions in the cone
gress, only 14 spoke against ouav Parly. They all
were members of the Soviet leadership.

Our Party of Labour thanks foe thelr princi-
pled and correct stand both the rapresoatatives
of the communist and workers’ parties who did
not support W,  Khrushchev in his  onesided
altadks against our Party and the deiegates of the
gloricus Communist Pariy of Lenin, who, prescrve-
ing the bolshevilk iraditions and the Leninist
principles of objective judgements of any ques-
iion, did not support N. Khrushchev in this anti-

Maorxist act.

From the rostrum  of the 22ad  Congress,
among the numercus slandering charges, the First
Secrctary of the Centlral Commitice of the Com-
munist Party of the Soviet Union spoke also of
the allegedly lack of democracy in our Party, of
the allegedly viclatbons of the Leninist norms in
its inner life. This, of course, is an open interfe-
rence in the internal affairs of our Party, but
despite this we can say to fhese «defenders» of
democracy: Look better your businness, for not in
the Party of Labour of Albania, butin your parties.
there are many scandalous examples of the viclation
of the most clementary rules of democracy. Dmitri
Polyansky, on attacking the «anti-party» group,
surely, refrained himself from telling in detail all
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the backstage 'he and his companions had orga-
nized at the time of the plenary session of the
Central Committes of the Communist Party of
the Soviet Unaion in summer 1957. Polyansky has
hidden this from the congress, but he has told
this a «[riend» of theirs, who then reported it to
our Party in detail,

Let us take ancother exammple. When the Tira-
na tribunal gave the deserved verdict against the
agents of US imperialism, of Yugoslavia and
Greeco, Teme Sejko and company, out of the
wholec  press of the BFuropean countries of
people’s democracy, only the newspaper «Truds,
the organ of the Bulgarian working class, reported
correctly this trial. But immediately, within the
day, by the most «democratic methods, it was
anncunced that the president and the secrefaries
i charge of the Central Council of the Bulgarian
Trade Unlens had besan dismissel from thelr
posts. And this was because the Yugoslav Gov-
ernment, on the same dav, lodged a serious nro-
test with the Bulgarian Government in connection
with Lhe report givem on the Tirana trial by this
Newspaper.

Finally, about those who speak of infernal dema-
cracy and of the observance of the party norms.
We arc referring here especially {o  Palmiro
Togliattl, Does he consider regular, democratic
his action at the 22nd Congress when he spoke
and condemned our Party? Ha did not know
belfore what has happened and how the relations
between our Party and the Soviet leadership have
developed. At least our Party has not given
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the Italian Comununist Party any material. Its
Central Commitiee had not adogtsd before amy
decision by which fo dencunce our Parly and
thus to authorize its representalives to condemn
it. At least we do not know of any such fact.
Then of what democracy are speaking these lea-
ders who scandalize themselves, without cause
for the fate of a person and who, when it is the
guestion of the fate of a party, of 56,000 commun-~
ists and an entire people, make offending state-
ments without any respensibility and Iin fla-
grant contradiction with the elementary rules
mot only of the party democraey, but also of the
timple logic and human  conscieace? Palmiro
Togliatti threw at us the Roman =anathemas, by
chargir.g us that we are splifting the unity of the
international communist movement, On what did
Togliatti rely when he a lew vears ars atbacked
wublicly the Soviel socialist svstern an<d preached
polyecentrism and the wones of Influence in the
international communist movement? Ha has net
and will nnt have any fact against us, but with
nis own anti-Marxist theses he hos greaily served
the Yugoslav revisionists, Neverthelzss, strangely
enough, nobedy rose agninst Tooliatil’'s revisionist
viewpoints.

N. Khrushchev, who speaks so much of de-
mocratic methods, patience and internationalism,
has resorted aguinst our Party o the most anti-
Marxist methods, methods which are ecnlirely
flien to the relations between fthe socialist coun-
tries. In order to subdue the Party of Labour of
Albania, to mprevent it from Thaving its own
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viewpoint, o impose on it his anti-Marxist view-
points, he and his followers have not stopped
before any measure, not only as concerns the
relations between our pariies, bul also as concerns
relations belween our socialist states. Today
we do not want to enbter into detail and to
dwell lopg on  these questions, because there
are. many facls and countless documents, which
illustrate  objectively  these, bui will mention
that, as a resull of the adoption of anti-Marxisi
methods by the Soviet leadership for the setile-
ment of existing disagreements, as a result of the
consecutive pressure both in the economic and
the political and military fields, the relations
between our country and the Soviet Unlon have
been greatly aggravated. This process has started
since the second half of the lagt year, that is after
the Bucharcest Mecting., Since then, N. Khrush-
chov, instead of agresing to sgatile patiently the
ideological and political disagreements existing
belween our Party and theo Saviet lsadzscship,
made them public and extended them to the state
relations alzo.

In his anti-Marxist and hostile activity toe
wards the Albanlan peopls N. Klwushchev has
been followed also by some leacders of the sccialist
counltries of Buropa., They are all together doing
their atmoest to ‘solate Albania economically, po-
litiently and militarily, bv creating around it a
wanitary cordons, N. Khrushchev forgets that in
the cemtury of the triumph ¢f Leninism there can
be no «ecordoir b0 isolate a people and a party
which are firmly fighting for the triumph of so-
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cialism and of communism, there can he no
«cordony», regardless of how organized and strong
it may be, to resist to the Marxist-Leninist truth.
Any «cordon» will be smashed and its organi-
zers will shamefully fail.

The First Secretary of the Central Committee
of dhe Communist Party and Chairman of the
Council of Ministers of the Soviet Union did not
confine himsalf to  this. Seeinz that all his
pressure, plockades and blackmail did not bring
the result he desired, could not knecl down our
Party and people, from the rostrum of the 22nd
Congress he made an open call for the overthrow-
ing by wmeans of a counter-revolutionary coup
the leadership of the Farty of Labour of Alba-
mia, for the liguidation of our Party, somsathing
which he reserves himself to do cven when it is
ihe guestion of the governments of the capitalist
countries, because he considers it an interference
in ‘thelr intaenal affairs. He said: «'To put an end
_to the ecult of the individusl means for Shehuy,
Hoxha and others to give up in essence the com-
manding posts in the party and the state. But
fhey do not want to do this, We ara conviaced
that the time will coma  whan the Albaaian
communists, when the Albanion people will have
their say, and then the Albanian leaders will have
to gtve account [ov the damag: they hava cauwe
sed to thelr country, te their peopls, Lo the cause
of the building of socialism in Albanlas, The Alba-
nian people and the Albanian commuiists gave
the reply to N. Khrushchev by means of hundreds
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~and thousands of tclegramus and letters, a part
of which has been published by cur press.

Our Party and peopls have heard conti-
nously for 17 vears in  suceesssion <calls for the
overthrow of our people’s powar, for fhe liqui-
dation of our Party and its leadership. They have
heard and are hearving them every vear from the
USA State Departmoent, from the US, British and
other imperialists, from Franco’s <«Nationalist
Spain» radio, from ths revisioaist traitors of
Belgrade, from the Greek monarcho-fascists, efe.
These have even hatched up plots to achieve
their aims. We have heard now such calls also
from Nikita Khrushchev, who in fact is Jjoining
them in the hostile activity against the Albanian

people and its Porty of Labour, On  what have

the imporiulists and thelr fools relisd in their
petivity agoinst the peopie’s power and the Party
in our country? Their forces have been lhe scum
ol our sceiety, the degenerate and anti-party els-
ments, the people sold oul fe the foreign imuve-
vialist Intelligence servieces, whom our p2ople
recall only with a {eciing of deep hatred, ~on-
tempt and scorn. These will be also the reserves
of Nikita Khrushehsv, And it can not be other-
wise. The whole our people, 0id and young, all the
honest and patriotic people of our homeland,
party and non-party p2ople, have rallied today
inore then ever around our glarious Party and
its correct Marxist-Leninist line, which expresses
the vital interests of our people and meets the
common interests of our great cause, socialism
and communism. In the face of the steel-like
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unily of our Party and people, in the face of this
invincible force, will shamefully fail the hostile
actions and the brutal interferences of Nikita
Khrushchev, as have failed earlier and will
always fail the entire hostile activity and all the
plots of the imperialists, the Yugoslav revisionists;
the Greek monarcho-fascists and other enemies
of the Albanian people, its Party of Labour and
the People’s Republic of Albania.

At the 22nd Congress of the Communist Par-
ty of the Soviet Union, N. Khrushchev accused
our Party and its Jeadership of anti-Sovietism,
considering any remark and criticism towards
his anti-Marxist viewpoints and actions, made
in party meetings and according to Leninist rules,
an attack against the Soviet Union and the Soviet
peoples. This is & monstrous slander and dis-
tortion.

Who does indeed ddefend the Soviet Union
and its prestige: Nikita Khrushchev, who with
his unprincipled attacks and slanders against
J. V. Stalin has discredited the glorious Soviet
Union, presenting it like a country where the
fiercest terror has reigned, the same as in the
Hitlerite Germany, or the Party of Labour of
Albania that has defended and iz defending the
Soviet Union from - the fierce attacks of the
imperialist and revisionist propaganda, which
Nikita Khrushchev has provided with weapons?
Who does defend the Soviet Union and its pres‘uig:e:
Nikita Khrushchev who with his anti-Marxist
actions, attacks, pressure and blockades agair}sﬁ
the People’s Republic of Albania is providing with
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weapons the imperialists to stain before the world
public opinion the Soviet Union and its Commun-
ist Party, or the Party of Labour of Alhania,
which has shown and is showing thal his anti-
Marxist actions have nothing in common with the
principles and the internationalist traditions of
the Soviet Union and the great Party of Lenin?

Our Party heard with patience what was said
at the 22nd Congress in ils address. We, too, are
Saying our own viewpoint concerning these ques-
tions. The Party of Labour of Albania, with ealm
and pure conscieace, appeals to the Communist
Party of the Soviet Union, appeals to the new
Central Commiitee elected by the 22nd Congress
to judge with Leninist equity, with objectivity and
calmness not onesidedly, on the situation created
in the relations between our two parlics and our
two countries, Qur Party has always been ready,
for the sake of the unity of the communisi move-
ment and the socialist camp, of the inferests of
our countrieg, to settle the existing disagreements.
But it has always been and is of the opinion that
these questions should be solved correctly and
only in a Marxist-Leninist way, in the conditions
of equality and not of pressurc and dictate,

Our Party and people, rvegardless of the
attacks, slanders and the hostile aclions directed
against  them, will guard wantouched in their
hearts the pure feclings of friendship with the
fraternal peopies of the Soviet Union., Our Party
has taught us to Tove the Seviet Union, the oreat
hemeland of Lenin and Stalin, both in gn-ord“and
bad times. _

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THE DICTATORSHIP OF THE PROLETARIAT
IN ALBANIA IS ALIVE, VIGILANT AND ACTIVE

From the speech to the cadres of the district
of Gjirokastra

Movember 15, 1961

As you know, there are difficulties concerning
the course of international events, particularly in
regard to political and ideological relations among
the communist and workers’ parties, which influ-
ence the general international situation and that
of the socialist camp. The disagreements that have
arisen and are developing in the ranks of the
communist and workers’ movement, are a result
of the hostile revisionist activity of N, Khrushchev
and his group that have emerged at the head of
the CPSU. This group is bringing very great harm
to the cause of the revolution and socialism, not
only in the Soviet Union, but in the whole world,
Therefore, every effort must be made to cure and
eradicate this dangerous disease in the healthy
body of the communist and workers’ movement.
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From the time it came to mpower the Khru-
-;-hch-ev group, gave signs that it was attacking
Marxism-Leninism.  These signs were not so
obvious at first. Khrushchev and his cronies had
known how to disguise themselves well as long as
Stalin was alive. But after his death and up to the
20th Congress of the CPSU the signs began to
become more obvious.

It must be said that aflter the death of
J. V. Stalin, from the information we had and
from what we could sce, the Soviet leadership
was making grave mistakes in  line, and was
flagrantly violating the principles of Marxism-Le-
ninism. Such a situaiion was created that the
opportunist and revisionist elements, through
intrigues, were able to seize the key positions in
the leadership.of the Soviet party and state. The
group arvound N. Khrushchev knew how to ma-
noeuvre and seize the leadership of the party and
the Soviet state. We do not know con_cretcly how
the events developed, but the conclusion can be
quite easily reached that Khrushchev exploited
the situation created, setting the leaders against
one another in order to wealten their unity, in the
first place in the presidium of the CC of CPSU. It
is a facl which we know, too, that after J. V. Sta-
lin’s death, when we went to the Soviet Union, we
heard from the mouth of Khrushchev himself
tatking to us before the other comrades of the pre-
sidium, that «there are difference:s be-twee.nl us,
there arc even disagreements on various problems,
but that is all right, beeause such a situation is
bound to arise». When he was  speaking in this
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way the others nodded their heads. This shows
that there were frictions in the Soviet lcadership
before the 20th Congress, bui behind them were
hidden the intriguss of Khrushchev who managed,
in allegedly democratic ways, to liquidate his
opponents and to carry on with the realization of
his own anti-Marxist aims.

N. Khrushchev came to power, not only by
violating every Leninist organizational norm, but
by acting in a brutal way just as at the time of
czarist putsches. Once, Polyanski said that «at a
regular meeting of the presidium of the Central
Committee the majority defeated the views and
stand of N. Khrushchev who did not know what
to say before the comrades who asked him to
render account. Faced with their facls and argu-
ments he became demoralized and surrendered.
The presidium took the decision that N. Khrush-
chev should be relieved of the functions of first
secretary of the CC of the CP and head of the So-
viet Government and become BMinister of Agri-
culture, because that was what he was [itled for,
a specialist in kukuruza*, But we were informed
from inside of what was happening to Xhrushchev
in the presidium, thercfore I and some other com-
rades, who were in Moscow. surrounded the Krem-
lin with tanks and soldiers and gave the order
that not cven a flv should move from the Kremlin,
On the other hand we sent acroplanes to all paris
to gather up the members of the plenum of the
CPSU, Then we went info the Kremlin and

demanded admission to the meeting. Voroshilov
came oul and asked us what we wanted. When
we told him that we wanted to get into the meeting,
he flatly refused. When we showed him our
strength he asked: "What are these things that
are being done? But we warned him: ’Watich
your words, otherwise we shall arrest you. Thus
we got into the meeting and changed the situa-
tion» The words of this putschist are sufficient to
show how the plot of the usurpation of the party
leadership by N. Khrushchev was organized. N,
Khrushchev can say what he likes about his «res-
pect» for Leninist norms he has violated them
himself, not only when he came to power, but
continually,

The 20th Congress marked the beginning of a
blatantly hostile work in the CPSU and the inter-
national communist movement. Khrushchev had
to conceal his activity with Marxist phrascs, as is
the custom of the revisionists. Under this guise he
undertook the fight against Leninism. Weeds
cannot thrive in clean soil for which continuous
care is shown. First Krushchev had to dethrone
Leninism and the work of J, V. Stalin.

At the 20th Congress of the CPSU N. Khrush-
chev presented a series of «new» theses which were
allegedly a «creative development of the Marxist-
Leninist theory.s Although they were dressed up
in the cloak of Marxism-Leninism, even at that
time to our Party these theses smelled of revision-
istn. With a view to having these theses adopted,
not only by the CP5U, but by the entire interna-
tional communist movement, Khrushchev also
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delivered a «secret» report, «On the cult of the

individual and its consequencess, which was direc-
ted against Stalin and his work. Towards the end

of the proceadings of the congress, copies of this

«secret» report were given to the first secretaries
of the parties who had gone to Moscow to gree;t
the 20th Congress and it was recommended that 13
should be read quickly with the assistance o1
their interpreters. But the fact is that this «secretl»
report also fell into the hands of the secret
agencies of imperialism, was printed in large num-
bers and distributed throughout the entire world.
Such a thing was to the benefit of N. Khrushchev
and his cronies. Thus, the question of the «cult

of the individual of Stalin» became an interna-
tional gquestion.

Our Party did not and does nol agree with the
way Stalin and his work were dzalt with at this
coneress. Neither did we agree with a numiber of
Kh:u_s;hchevfs performances and attitudes in inter-
national policy. At that time we still did .'n(_}t exa-
mine many of these performances and atlitudes as
thoroughly as we de  today, but since the 201}11
Congress we saw a rather marked tendency in
Khrushehev for conciliation with opportunist
elements. .

N. Khrushchev began to take some arbitrary
measures such as the reconsideration of the decl-
sion of the Comintern about the Polish and Hun:ga—
rian Communist Parties, about the rehabilitation
of Bela Kun, ete., which he dished up to us. Thus,
on the one hand he came out with a report
against Stalin, on the other hand he also came out
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against the Comintern. All these actions of his
were carried out hastily, within a few days, hold-
ing one meeting here, anolher meeling there, 1o

condemn the Greek CP, to rehabilitate the Polish

CP, ete.

The «secrels» report against Stalin not only
disturbed our FParty, buf it began to make us
suspicious avboul all the issues Khrushehev was
raising, which he neceded in order fo blacken the
entire revolutionary activity of Stalin. But the
facts show that Stalin himself was against the
cult of the individual and had often criticized it,
while mrm—-ctsy assessing rhe role of the masses in
history and of the Party of the proletariat.

In raising the cuestion of the cult of Sialin
Khrushehev had fwe internal und external aims,
but their objective was the same: 1o blacken every-
thing that the CP3U with Stalin at the head, had
created, counsolidated, and defended, that is the
construction of soclalism. By raising the guestion.
of the cult of the individual, N. Khrushehew iried,
on the one hand to cast a black veil over the So-
viet Lolon and obscure the period of the construce
tion of socialism there, on the other hand, under
the prefext of the «onlt of the mdividuab-, to
liguidate the sound leaders of other communist
and workes® pacties, Thus, after tho 20th Cone-
gress of the CPSU, with the cxceplion of the com-
11’1111“-1%'[' :‘-nr“] workers’ par"t(‘-'; of Aszia and our Par-
tv, 1 all the other parliies, par tiowlarly in thase of
the counivies of proply’s domocracy of Lurope,
all the previous leg m“*hips were louidated and
people allegedly nof infected with the diseases of
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the cult of the individual were placed at their
head. Of the former leaders some died, some were
ciiminated. Many leaders of the intexnallonal
communist movement, such as Gottwald, Bieruth,
Kolarov, Zapotocki died. In Poland people who
had been imprisoned but had allegedly been
guiltless, were placed in  the leadership. In
Czechaslovalkia people from the base who allegedly
were not infected by the cult of the individual,
were placed ut the head, while those who were in
the leadership are being demoted furlher and
further, In Hungary, alter all these disturbances
people who had allegedly been unjustly imprisoned,
were placed in the leadership, whereas in Bulgaria
the old leadership was {..lmrmlaL(,(}. and roplaced
by new elemenls who «guaranteed the implemen-
tation of the new if.{r_lr}nb[,chiunlbu course» and
were «iree of any hangover of dognatisines, elc,
The course which N. Khrushchev began to pursue
had great repercussions for il the partles, many
of which suffered severe upheavals, I Buvope,
only in Albania Khrushchev did not succeed, there~
fore he decided to bide his time with Albamia, and
prepare the mines little by little to blow up its
leadership.

Our Party understands how harmiul the culd
of the individual is, therclfore it has not allowed
manifestations of it. Buk our Party and people
also know how o respect their loyal leaders. Bud
this is just what Ithrushchev and “llo do not
like, They want Lo present the respect of our Parcly
for its leaders as the <«cult of the individuals s0
that people suitable to their hostile, anti-Marxist
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and anti-Albanian work will come to the leader-
ship. At these moments, when our Party is fight-
ing with determination against revisionism, to
defend Marxism-Leninism, the manifestations of
‘the people are an expression of their ardent love
for our glorious Party, which we are defending
with might and main from the danger which is
threatening not only it, but the entire inlernation-
2l communist movement.

The revisionist line of N. Khrushchev about
the question of Stalin had no success. Although
not all the parties understood his aims, they did
not accent the anti-Marxist attack against Stalin
disguised as an attack on the cult of the indivi-
dusl. But there wero alse  parties  whnich werse

shocked by this attack, Thus, for irs.:;t:-:r.'f* the

French COF did not accent  Klrushehov's

aboul «iite cult of Sialins  Indeed at t"nat [5&'1‘1«3
Maurice Thores sent a parly delegation o Moscow
ared fo Khrushehev that «the Fronch CF
cowith the treabinent of Stalines. Even
Lol vear « v he rame to our country Thorez
maintained the same attitude, that Stolin is ooe
of the greatest Marxists whervess now Maurice
Thorez has turned hiz coat, and taken the rvevi
sionist course,

One of the main acte of N, Khrushchev, as
spon as he came to power, was {0 exonerate the
YVugoslavy revisionists. According to him J. V. Sta-
lin, as in all the other affairs, had allegedly
committed another grave mistake in that he had
allegedly unjustly persecuted and condemned the
Yugoslav leaders, This step which N. Khrushchev
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took gave political strength to the doubts and
conviction of our Party that bis group is heading
for the abyss, that it is an opportunist revisionlist
group. Therefore, we realized it was our duty te
be vigilant, and we were not mistaken. To achicve
his anti-Marxist aims, N. Khrushchev used a
number of forms, one ol which was the socalled
consultation with others. He pretended to ask, but
this was only as a matter of form. Thus, before

he went to Yugoslavia in 1955, he asked us what,
we thought about the steps that should be taken
to approach «comrade» Tito. We replied that we did
not agree with his going to Tito. There was u resnliz-
tion of the Information Burecaw of the communis}
and workers' partics on  this issue, there were
Stalin’s well-known letters which eondemnod the
reviglonist Tito group. Therefore, in ovder to soy
whether or not Stalin was right on the Yugozlav
issue, the Information Burcaw should be ealled
togelher Lo exapiine the issue and unilateral action
fould not be faken. Hewever, at the time when
Khrushehev was to go o Yugoslivia the Infor-
mation Burecau had been dissolved. Therefore in
these conditions a meeting should have heen called
of those parties which had becn itz members fo
which a delegation of our Party shouid have been
invited, and then it could be decided what should
be done with the Yugoslav leadership. But N,
Khrushchev did not take any notice of the view
of our Party. He went to Belorade and you all
know what was done there. Tito and his cronies
emerged innocent and allegedly they had been
persecuted unjustly. Thus, they began their acti-

1
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vily legally. This was another blow that Khru-
shchev and Co. struck at Marxism-Leninism,

Apparently, the Yugoslav issue was of great
importance to N, Khrushchev. Khrushchev has
declared that «Beria iried to come to terms with
Rankovich». We know mothing about this, because
this is their internal affair, but one thing we do
know, that Khrushchev himself has met Tito and
Rankovich and they must be in agreemeant also
with regard to the issues which were raised at the
20th Congress of the CPSU., We know what Khru-
shchev and Tito are, and we are alzo well aware
what Rankovich is, a man of conspiracies, intri-
gues. Khrushchev’s alm is  that the Tito clique
must not be presented as {raitors to socialism. On
the contrary, he wants Tito and Co. to be called
Marxist-Leninists, irrespective of the fact that he
seriously criticized Bulganin when he was prime
minister, bccause he declared at a dinner party
that, «Tito is a great Leninist». And Bulganin did
this because he had heard many gocd words about
Tito [rom Khrushchev's own mouth. However, in
order to disguise himself, Khrushchev told us that
Buiganin had made a great mistake in applying
the term «Leninist» to Tite and. for appearance’s
sake, he condemned Bulganin, who was obliged
to make sell-criticism,

Hence, according to W. Khrushchev, Tito, this
disrupter of socialist countries and communist and
workers’ parties, who since 1948 has lived on
US dollars, had to be rehabilitated, Khrushchev's
efforts to rehabilitate Tito, his kind words addres-
sed to the Belgrade revisionists encourage them to
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strut like lighting cocks and carry out actions so

‘blatantily anti-Marxist that even Khrushchev and

his followers have frequently beex placed i'n.
difficult positions, particularly wilh the organi-
sation of the counter-revolution in Hungary., and
with Tito’s declarations that they should advanca
on his road in order to establish a new coursc in
{he countries of people’s democracy. IHowever,
the counter-revolution in Hungary exposed the
Yugoslav revisionist cligue, Tito and N. Khrush-
chev  likewise, because he had made an
agreement with the Titoites about changing the
situation and the previous leadership in IHungary.
And if N. Khrushchev gave the order that the
Soviet army, which lelt thousands of dead in Bu-
dapest, should assist the Hungarian paople, he
was compelled to do  this by the circumstances
that had arisen. N. Khrushchev would have left
the counter-revolution in Hungary under the
auspices of the Yugoslav revisionists, and Imre
Nagy and other Yugoslav agents would have re-
mained in power there, but the situation got out
of hand.

After the Party Conference of Tirana and on
the eve of the Hungarian counter-revolution, a
delegation of our Party, which was to go 1o the
8th Congress of the CP of China, passed through
Budapest and Moscow. I, too, was inclu-de?dl in
this delegation. The comrades of the P{}h_tlcaf
Burean of the Ceniral Committee of the Workers
Party of Hungary invited us fo a dinner and on
this occasion a conversation took place betwgen
us, They told us about the disturbances which
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were taking place in the «Petoefl» club. When we
asked, "why don’t you tuke measures against 2le-
ments who make trouble?», they answered that
«These are [orms which democracy allows» and
asked, «What would you de if such things
bappened in Albania?s. Thon we fold them how
we acted wrilh the anti-party and traitor elements
at the Tirana Conference and we suggested 1o
them that, «If you want to save the situation, we
think that you, too, must act in the same ways.
«But we are unable to act in this way», they said,
«because here there are even members of the CC
who huave gone to dinner with Imre Nagy, to
congratulate him on his birthday». We expressed
Qur opposition to such an  attitude and on this
occasion wo gave them some cowmradely advice:
+Call o weeting of the plenum and loke parly
measures. In Lhis way yvou will strengihen the si-
tuation, This is how we acted against enemics and
this is what revolutionary Marxizm  feaches os,
¥ou msy do  whatever you see it in your own
nome,~ we told them, «bulb since you asked us, we
expressed our views,

in the middle of all this talk a member of
the Political Bureau as if to divert the conversa-
tion, askoed us whether we would like to go to the
stadium te see a football match; but we replied
that, «Our delegation will leave for Moaoscows. Fi-
nally they told us that in  recent times Hungary
had been visited by about 20,000 tourists, even
with their own cars. We told them, «Re caref.d,
because there are sples among them» «But we
earn great amounts of  foreign exchange from
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thems, they said. And as ii came oul, under the
cloak of «tourists’» cars, the imperialists were
sending in rifles and machin-guns for the coun'er-
revolution through Austria and the Ilungarian
eaders were not awake to it

The whole course of events confirms that
Khrushchev had come to terms with the Tite
clique, because when we went to Moscow we told
Suslov about what was happening in Hungary,
that the situation there was not good, that Imre
Nagy was moving, etc. «You are mistaken», Suslov
replied, «Nagy is not a bad man». We objected
there and then and told Suslov that, «We do not
agree with the assessment you are making of
Nagy». And we added that when Nagy was prune
minister, he was in favour of the integration of
the kulaks in agricultural cooperatives. «You are
wrong, you are wrong» Suslov repealed. A<
took from his drawed Nagy's «fresh self-criticisnis.
Despites this we told Suslov, «Imre Nagy is &
fraitor, Time showed that we were righl. Later
it came out what Nagy really was.

The counter-revolution in  Hungary was
mainly the work of the Yugoslav revisionists,
whose aim was thai Hungary should break away
from the socialist camp. We mentioned our argu-
ments at the Moscow Meeting but Khrushchev
went red with anger and held his Thead in bis
hands. Likewise, we moentioned decuments in the
gpeech delivered on the occzsion of the 20th annl-
versary of the PLA. Sometimes the situation
compelied Khrushchev 1o say somothing against
Tito, to avoid exposing himscll, When the
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«fight» against Tito was eased up by Khrushchev,
then be advised us, too, to be conciliatory with
Tito. Khrushchev’s followers did whatever he told
them and did not dare speak up. On  these
occasions Tite attacked again, and Khrushchey
was again compelled to take a stand, as he did
al the Tth Congress of the CP of Bulgaria, where
he described Tito as a  «Trojan Horses. At the
break, after the spsech delivered by Khrushchev,
he told the comrades: «There, despite all I said
against the Yugoslavs comrade Enver is still not
satisfied». Naturally, we were surprised when
Khrushchev spoke in this way, but we did not
trust him and he was well aware of this,

Once when I met Vyshinsky and we wcere
talking about the Yugoslav issue, he told me:
«You, comrade Enver, are still yvoung, bul it is
important to expose the bad egg patiently, at the
proper time, so he will be stripped absolutely bare.
This 1s the heaviest puaishment he can be given.
1f the pcople understand what a bad egg he is
you may shoot him ov leave himy as you wish, he
is alveady shot deads.

As is krown, at the Tth Congress of the
League of Yugosinv Communists the Titoltes an-
nounced thelr revisionish program. As a resull of the
indignation ecaused in the enlire international
conununest movemsnt, Khrushehev and Co. were
compeiled to take a stand. However, shortly after
the announcement of the program, Khrushchev
bagan to tell us that we should shut wp, be guiet
about them, because  allegedly there was still a
spark of hope about correcting the Yugoslav «com-
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rades», «brotherss, etc., ete. From our side the
fight against revisionlsm was being waged more
and more sternly. This fight against Yugoslav re-
visionism was becoming a great dangsr to Khru-
shchev because he had no success at all In setting
us on the road of conciliation with it. The gues-
tion of Yugoslav revisionism was becoming a very
acute nroblem also for the entire world communist
moverilent. There were cominunist and workers’
parties which wavered to the right and to the l=ft.
The French CP stopped the fight against the Bel-
grade cligue to the extent thal it was discr-edite:d
;t;efore the French working people. At one time it
was doing well. When the program 0{’_ t:ne League
of Yugosiav Communists was proclaimed, the
French CP again intensified the fight against the
Tito clique, whereas now 1% is keeping silanf, 1t
listcned to Khrushchev and ceased Iis :.Pig.;ht
against the Belgrade revisionists. We told Kbru—
shehev that on this issue we must go straight
aghead. without hesitalion, on a Marxist-Leninist
course, bul he continued his work. He is incor-
rigible.

" N. Knrushchev's policy is  hostil> not only
beeause he aims to changn the cowrse of the CPEU,
but baeause e has a greal international plan. He
launched the slogans of the «defence of
and «total and gensral disarmaments, the 510:3;11

By hiding behind these
high-sounding slogans, Khrushchev has tried to
conceal his activity which is disastrous to the So-
viet Union, the socialist camp and the world
communist movement,

During the warking out of these issues in
practice and in life, the objections of our Party,
of the CP of China, ctc., to Khrushchev’s opporiun-
ist and revisionist line cropped up continually.
These objections steadily increased. Under 1he
disguise of allegedly Marxist slogans Khrushchey
was working in favour of imperialism. The impe-
rialists have taken full advantage of the weak
points of the revisionist mpolicy of Khrushchev
and have continved to arm themselves, This does
not mean that we should stop their arming by
means of war, as Khrushchev says about us. That
is a slander. Neither our Party nor the CP of
China have ever had such wviews, bul we say that
the efforts of imperialism to arm itself and launch
war  will be prevented by arcusing the peoples,
for the cause of peace is preserved and strengthen~
ed if the peoples take it in their own hands
and carry it through to the end.

After the 20th  Congress of the CPSU many
communist and  workers’ partics of the world,
deceived by Khrushchev’s ooportunist  line, re-
laxed and foll asleer, The widespread view was that
«since we are strong, there is nothing the impe-
rialists can <o to use, hence it was propagated far
and wide that «there will be no more war-, Thus
the strength of imperialisrn was underrated, With

his well-disguised formulas and for effect AMong
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the masses of the people Khrushchev said that
«now we can hold imperialism in checks, thatb «its
nature has changed, today», that «it is not so
aggressive, not because it docs not Wantlto be, buk
because we are so strong, that it is guite un_able:
to do anything to us and will do what we eli
it»-, and other such nonsense.

Tn his clowing, Khrushchev even wenlf 80O far
as to say such things as <1 dont know.wme'hke
Stalin, but I have politics at my fingeriips».
Remember what a powerlul world movement was
there in Stalin’s time, such as the movement of
the peace partisans, the great movement of the
international working class, what hermsm the
people displayed in the capitalist countries, w‘.ien
they lay down on the tracks bef;m_'e _*{.h@ frains
filled with armaments which were being sent ’gy
the imperialists to oppress the colonial peoples 1n
Vietnam and elsewhere, a thing which weakened
the war of the colonialists. Remember the mass
actions of parties and pcoples z1gain§t eapital, the
big strikes, the powerful demonstrations, (—3{;.(3.: ‘fnr
the exposure of the imperialists, the _g.)r{}hlbltl‘o.n
of nuclear v sapons, ete. All these actions Wh}d}
were carried out in Stalin’s time have now died
away because the «politiclan» Khrushehev brouglhi
to the fore «the seftlement of problems thmugh‘
taTkes. Therefore Khrushchev goes rushing around
like a tourist to  spread his ideas Allezadly for
peace. but which in {act are polson for the pooples.

Whrushehev began to spoak about «the peace-
]l road of trensition to socialisims, about t}}e
the seizure of state power by the working class «in
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the parliamentary ways. According to him, the
proletariat, in this or that country, by me-ar,as of
genezral elections, will secure a stab,le maioﬁtv in
par'hament} through which it will realize radical
social reforms and allegedly embark on %he 1‘<and
f’f socialism. These views of the modern I*G}Vi:%f{:)n-»
ists are a continuation of the preachines of tileir
pr'e-dccessors RBernstein, Kautsky, ete., t’who like-
wise, mnegating vielent 1‘-ev-olu.tion,' expres;sed
themselves for «peaceful transitions by means of
reforms, by means of the bourgeois parii_an{)ant.

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would rise to stop the imperialists launching a
new war. To follow Khrushchev's course would
mean to give up the course of the October Kevo-
lution, which he describad as «correct only for
those historical conditions»! Therefore, all the op-
portunist and rovisionist elements among the ranks
of the communist and workers' parties supported
Khrushchev's thesis, which he developed at the
920th Congress of the CPSU, on the peaceful road
of transition to socialism. As a conseguence, a pe-
riod of trancuillity was created in the capitalist
countries, the revolutionary drive of the commun-
ists fe'l awav. The revolutionary road, the road
of seizing state power through violance, was re-
jected. This, then, is the greal harm Khrushchev's
revisionist thesis on fhe seizure of state power in
a peaceful way did: it disarmed the comimunist
and workers' parties and the workers’ revelutiona-
ry movement in the capitalist countries. In short,
Khrushehev strove to impose the view that the
struggle for the seizure of stale power must be
reiected, by preaching the parliamentary road, Ior
the purpose of extinguishing the strike movement
and the reveolutionary drive of the communist par-
fles in the capitalist countries.

Our Party has a correct conceot and attitude
concerning the reads of transition o anriali=in. We
conceive this cuesticn in a Marxist wayv. The prin-
cipal thesiz which our Party upholds is that violent
revelution constitutes a genoral low of the prole-
tarian revolution. Lonin defines the duiy of the
revolutionaries in this dirvection, when he says:
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«The need to educate the masses systemati-
cally with this idea and precisely with this
idea of the wiolert revolution, iz the basis
of the whole doctrine of Marx and Engels»?®,

While emphasizing the road of vielent revoly-
tion, we do not negate the road of peaceful transi-
tion lo socialism, but we conceive this in the way
the classical teachers of Marxism-Leninism have
treated it, as & very limited possibility, which is
met extremely rarely, in quite special historical
conditions and circumstances, The fact that so far
history knows no case in which any couniry has
passed over to social'sm in a peaceful way testi-
fics 1o this. The bourgeoisie does not voluntarily
surrender its slale power to the proletariat. The
proletariat would agree to take power in a prace-
ful way, but this does not mean that it should
await this day unarmed facing the bourgeoisie
armed o {he teeth. On the contrary, ihe proletariat
must be avmed, prepaved for the violent revelu-
tion even if, in the specif,c historical conditions of
some courtry, it can take power in 2 teacelul way.
The peacelul way itself cannot bs concelved other-
wise, In the present conditions, when umperialism
has increased iis eflorts to Eeep the peoples under
oppression, whaen it is committing more acts  of
aggression, carrying on the armameonts race, as

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We are for disarmament, but we do not de
this without imperialism being disarmed. Imperial-
ism, however, docs not lay down ifs arms. If impe-
rialism were to disarm itself, it would no longer be
imperialism. We are armed and imperialism under-
takes acts of aggressicn and organizes conspiracies,
but if we disarm ourselves, imagine what it will do.
Therefore, in these circumsiances, how can we
disarm ourselves? In no way!

Since we uphold this correct view, the revi-
slonists accuse us of being war-mongers! Why?
Which country have we threatened? On the con-
trary, others have threatened us and have iried to
invade us. We have always fought and fight to de-
fend our homeland. And for this we need arms,
that is why we have armed not only our army,
but our entire people, and we keep our powder dry,
our eyes and ears open. Our slogan is to build
socialism, holding the pick in one hand and the
rifle in the other. ..

At the Meeting of the 81 parties in Moscow
Khrushchev tried to have the question of peaceful
coexistence between countries with different so-
cial systems put forward in his revisionist plat-
form. He tried to avold any word about the strug-
gle of the oppressed and colonial peoples, or about
the struggle of the proletariat against the capital-
ists, and especially against the new colonialists,
the US imperialists. Indeed for some time, the So-
viet press did not mention US imperialism, but
German imperialism, This was his principal aim.
Khrushchev alse needed this kind of coexistence
to quell the national liberation struggle of colonial
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and dependent countries. Hence, these slogans
were launched by N. Khrushchev in a planned way
and with a purpose, therefore, in exposing their
reactionary essence, our Party has demonstrated
its revolutionary position by proceeding from the
teachings of Marxism-Leninism on these issues.

As to the foreign policy of N, Khrushchev, all
his efforts, trips and speeches yielded no result
whatever. None of the proposals of the Soviet U-
nion hindered US imperialism, or its satellites, in-
deed even Bonw's Germany, from arming ithemsel-
ves to the teeth. Not one of the most urgent inter-
naticnal problems is being svived. The question
arises: Why is this the case when the leadership
of the Soviet Unlon is allegedly pursuing a correct
line? According to the theses of the 20th Congress
of the CPSU, which are allegedly Marxist-Leninist, -
we should have had results in foreign policy, we
should have imposed our views on Imperialists.
The truth is that the theses of the 20th Congress
are neither Marxist-Leninist nor mobilizing; on
the contrary, they are demobilizing. In every casc
our Party has indicated to Khrushchev the weak-
nesses and the negative content of his theses, but
he took no heed at all of our remarks. He thought,
«I shall settle things with the Albanians my way».
But he was gravely mistaken. His misfortunes
came from an unexpected direction.

In his internal policy, particularly in matters.
of agriculture, the negative consequences of N,
Khrushchev’s revisionist work are becoming ob-
vious. The fact is that in the USSR there are shor-
tages of foodstuffs like butter, sugar, sausage, eggs,
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ete. This situation in the field of agriculture is a
result of the anti-Marxist economic policy of
Khrushchev, who formerly called himself a «spe-
cialist in agricultures, while now he poses as a
«specialist in everythings, even as the «fathers of
missiles, Khrushchev combated the «cult of Stalin
in order to set up the cult of himself.

The main cause that the results in agriculture
in the URRS are not good lies in Khrushchev’s
anti-Marxist line. We need only mention the
measures for the «rcorganization of agricultures
which went so far as to transfer the MTS from
state property to the group property of the col-
fective farm, which is a lower form of propertly
than the soclalist property of the eniire people.
This has brought great harm to Soviet agriculiure,
This means turning back the clock in the develop-
ment ol agriculture, On the question of the MTS,
Khrushchev did the opposite of what Stalin writes
in his work «Economic Problems of Socialism in
the USSR». This book deals with important queg=
tions of the building of socialism. It also speaks
of problems of the development of agriculiure,
about the MTS, which must always be in the
hands of the state, ete., theses which are complete-
ly correct, but which Khrushchev blackened anc
violated, while building up another political, econo-
mic line which is thoroughly anti-Marxist.

Khrushchev raised a great clamour about the
question of epening up new land. These lands, how-
ever, have not given the profitability that Khrush-
chev boasted about. In the Scviet Union, there are
arcas which give high yields of grain, cotton, ete,

Al the time we were
ieaving, a young man of the Soviet security organs
told our comrades that «comrades kuver Hoxng
and Mehmet Shehu did very well o leave, because
our crowd have some dirty work afoobs. Bul when
we went to the embazsy we discovered that it hag
bean «~busgeds teo, Ab the mocting we had  with
Khrushchey we slapped it vight in his face aboul
the means and meathods they had used against ue.
We pointed out the depths to which they huad sunk
in putting the pressure on us, W hen we said Lthat
the «Viera base is ours and will remain ourss, and
that «we respect ¥you and you musl reapact wse,
Khrushchev replied, «This is how McMillon want-
ad to speak to me». Tmmediately we got up and
wenl away.

Before our specch was delivered at the Moscow
Meeting, they put many other forms of  pres-
sure on us. Khrushchev had told the Chi-
nese delegates that «we shail treat the Albanians
as we do the Yugoslavss whereas Lhe fruth iz that
he is on the best of terms with the Yugosiavs.
Then he added: «It is true we lost Albania. but
what you've won is nothing muchs, At the Moscow
Mecting we dencunced this view and told ¥hrush-
chev that Albania is not a commodity to be fraded,
These were soma of the efforts of Khrushchev
and his followers who had the idea thal there was
nothing for it but to bring Albania te its knees ov
to weaken i, and, if it did nof survender, then io
take the final decisioq,

Adter the Moscow Meeting, Khrushehev inten-
sified his hostile activity towards our country.
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Thus, he began to take measures for the liquida-
tion of the naval base of Vlora, created to ensure
the defence of Atbania and the soclalist camp. We
had signed an agreeraent, according to which all
the ships to be stationed there would, in the course
of time, be handed over to us, and from the time
of their coming into our waters they would be the
property of the Albanian state. However, during
the proveadings of the Moscow Meeting, Khrush-
chiev said that the «submarines are ours, therefore
we shall withdraw thenw., We replied; «You have
no right to take any ship at all, because on the ba-
sis of the agreement theyv are the property of the
Albanian peoples. We told him alse that they had
no right whatever to dismantle the base in a uni-
lateral way. because the ships are the property of
the Albuanisn state and Albania and the socialist
camp are defended with them, He thought that by
oxerting pressurc on us through the liguidation
of the base, we wauld raise our hands, but he does
nol know the Albanians well!

He found his «major reason for the liguida-
tion of the base: allegedly the Albanians were ill-
treating the Soviet sailors, making life impossible
for them, because, while checking a bus on the
road to Pashaliman, a policeman had asked to see
the identity cards of three Sovict women who were
on board and this was allegedly a great insull.
And he had this «other reasons», too: the children,
of Dukai had quarrelled with some Soviet children,
and this was allegedly another «incidents. ‘The
Soviet leaders have wused these things in  their
documents as «arguments» to prove that life had
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been made impossible for Soviet personnel in Al-
bania. For these reasons, according to them, the
«Vlora base should be handed over in the Soviels
and the commund should be Soviet-. This means
ihat we Albanians would accept restrictions on our
own land and when we wanted to go to Viera we
would have 1o seek permission from the command
of the Soviet navy. In a word, a Soviet garrison
would be in command in Viora. But how could such
a thing be permitted? 'This coudd not even be
thought of, let alone permitled!

Khrushchey had in mind to repeat the ma-
nocuvre of the Yugoslav revisionists who sought
to introduce their army divisions into Albania,
allegedly to defend us {rom any attack by lhe
Greck monarcho-fascists. Our Party rejected such
anti-Morxist demands. [t told XKhrushchev that
such demands are by no means preper, and retort-
od that our men arc quite capable of handling the
warships and defending the Adriatic shores, the
interests of the homeland and the socialist camp.
Vlera and the region avound it is Albanian, and
will remain Albanian as long as it exists. Your
charges about lifc being made intolerable for the
Soviet sailors in Viera are absolutely without
foundation and we reject them with conlempi.

Our Party and  Government had long been
expecting that Khrushchev and Co. would arrive
at such a point. As Lo the navel means in the hands
of our crews, they remained and did not move
from their berths, and to aveid opening up any
conflict we allowed those ships which were hand-
led by Soviet crews, fo leave, although legally “hey
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WOre ours, and we were prepared to take them
over and bave them in full readiness, and not as
Khruzhchev's emissaries had left h---\un On  ac-
count of this correct stand thev ealled us «pivatess,
beeanse we kopt the ships which were in the I.urvip
of our sailovs,

Over economic problems Khrushehev thought

To defend the honour and Lwe of our
Party, we rveplied to Khrushchev that vwe had no
reason to go to Moscow over problems on which
agreements nave been signed, therefore all those
things you are doing are pressures fo humiliate
the Albonian *‘Jeopf'-_-e- and thelr Pacty of Lg‘bqur
But it is not the habil of Merxist-Leninist vart
to submift. Since we roJTTm a to oo to Moseow, they
suspended the credily, being aware that in n;hlls
way they were spbat 1f ine our ceonomy.

When he saw that even with the suspension
of cradits and supplies he did not succesd 111 mak-
ing us submit, Khrushchev then ordered the with-
drawal of the Soviet specialists from Albania. How
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shameless the Soviet revislonists have shown them-
selves] We wanted the Saoviet gpecialisis to stay on,
and on this we have the letters we sent to the Sov-
tet leadership, bui they ook no heed of our vo-
quest and spread ihe slander that 15 was we wio
expelled them. The fime will come when our let-
ters will be published and those who trust N
Khrushchev will bo -a:?mw“rwml whnat a dirty revi-
sionist he is. He and his benchmen arve the sort,
who «murder you at night and weep over you in
daylight», ag our people say.

M. Khrushchev alss cut off the bursuries of
our students who were studying in Soviet higher
schools. He has established a completa blockade of
Albania. Not a word about Albania is writien mn
the Soviet press, nor in the presz of the countries
of people’s democracy of Burope, Whereas  our
newspapers write about the Goviet Uslon or the
other socialist couniries, We are carrying oul a
correct policy, Naturally, we alse write about
problems which are hurfing the Soviet Unlon and
the international {“("“'Tll""li_l"llat movamaont, je.  we
expose the actions of the revisionist Khrushche-
vite group. This attitude infuriates the revisicnisis.

Khrushehev and o, probably think  that
through the measures they bave taken they will
oblige us to pursue another lne, ic tall on our
knees, snd to hiteh ourselves to thelr revisionist
charict. This iz how they think themselves, be-
cause thev sre revisionists, We speok of our love
far the Soviet people and Soviet communists, but
at ‘tn-= cumne time we cannot @it back and not ex-
pose Khrushchev 'md his eronies. This we do on
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the basis of the Marxisi~-Leninisi principles and
with documents, whereas Khrushchevy  and his
crowd can only slander us.

Beeause they were convinced that our Party
not only was not yiclding, but on the contrary was
sticking o ifs Marxisi-Leninisi course, thai the
Albanian people did not remain without bread,
but are successfully falfilling and overfulfilling
thiz yecar's plan.

«Unita~ are arranged to show the alleved unity of
the Party, which in reality does not exist. And
there can be no unity, for these ave very great
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issues. Khrushchev has opened up a great
inio which he will fall himself, Every day that
passes what he has done is being exposced. The
correct stand of our Party, the CP of China and
the other Marxist-Leninist parties wil expose it,
Therefore, his revisionisl activity will become
more and more pronounced and the comrmunists
and peoples of the world will see more cleary
whatl this group is, where it is leading the com-
munist movement, and whom 1ils policy serves.

With ils correct stand, our Party, however
small it may be, has more and more won the Sup-
port and respect of the revolutionary communists
In the world, who, wherever they are, arc reflect-
ing because they sce that what the PLA says 1is
coming true both in foreign policy and in internal
poiicy.

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AN ACT OF UNPRECEDENTED HOSTILITY
AGAINST THE PRA AND THE ALBANIAN
PEOPLE!

December 10, 1965

On the urge of N. Khrushchev, the Soviet Go-
vernment decided to withdraw the entire personnei
of the Soviet Embassy from Tirana and demanded
the depariure of the entire personnel of the Alba-
nian Embassy from Moscow. This act of unprece-
dented hostility against socialist Albania and the
Albanian people is an action unheard-of in the hise
tory of the relations among socialist countries, a
heavy blow against the unity of the socialist camp

By taking this action, N. Khrushchev gladdens
only the enemies and gives them weapons to dis-
credit the Communist Party of the Soviet Union,
the Soviet state and their traditional policy of
friendship among the peoples. This shows the level
of enmity which N. Khrushchev has reached in
his hostile feelings towards the PLA, the PRA and
the Albanian people, who have been and are loyal
friends of the Soviet Union.

The twenty years of the activity of the PLA
and the 17 years of the existence of the PRA are the
clearest evidence of feelings of friendship and
boundless love for the CPSU and the peoples of
the Soviet Union. The friendship of our people
for the Soviet Union has been forged by the PLA
in the flames of the war for freedom, national
independence, the building of socialism. It has been
consecrated with the blood of the valiant sons of
the Soviel peoples and the Albanian partisans
fallen in the common struggle against the common
enemies.

of the peoples, with all its strength. The Albanian-
Soviet friendship is not a result of some diplo-
matic combination, but a profound people’s friend~
ship, which has its source in our common course
of socialism and communism, in our common inte-
rests and aims, in the struggle against imperial-
1sm, in the ideology of Marxism-~Leninism and the
Iofty principles of proletarian internationalism.
It is astounding and inconceivable to any hon-
est person how N. Khrushchev could go so far
as to sever even state diplomatic relations with a
small friendly and brother country, with a social-
ist country, which is fighting undauntedly, in the
conditions of the capitalist and revisionist encir-
clement, which is holding aloft the banner of so-
cialism on the shores of the Adriatic, which at
every moment and in all circumstances has de-
monstrated iis boundless loyaliy towards the great
homeland of Lenin with deeds. This attitude to-
wards souialist Albania cannot fail to cause asto-
nishment, at a time when N. Khrushchev is so
loudly advocating the policy of rapprochement and
collaboration with all states, even with the most
reactionary ones, which are carrying on a consis-
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tently hostile policy against the Soviet Union and
the other soclalist countries, at a time when N.
Khrushchev ig extending his hand and striving to
¢reate close ties even with the most reactionary
multi-millionaires, with various princes and kings,
not to mention the rapprochement and embracing
with the Yugoslav revisionists and the «cordial
greetings and congratulations he sends fo the Pope
of Rome. From these facts not only every com-
munist, but evory honest person in the world will
be convinced of the degree of - hostility of N.
Khrushchev’'s act against the PRA, and they will
see whom this act serves in reality.

ASs a pretext for the withdrawal of the entire
personiel of the Soviel Embassy from Tirana, N.
Khrushchev found that allegedly the Alpanian Gov-
ernment is carrying out a hostile campalgn agaiast
the Soviet Union and exacerbating the rela-
tfions between the two countries, hindering the
normal activity of the Soviet ambassador in Tirana,
and creating an intolerable situation for the Soviet
diplomats, ete. All these «serious» causes which
drove N. Khrushchev to such an action are with-
out foundation from start to finish, they are sland-
ers and Inventions which are refuted by fthe real
state of affairs. Anyone who has the slightest ac-
guaintance with the press and the reality in our
gountry sces that in it there is no word, no expres-
sion, not even the slishtest trace of hostility to-
wards the Soviet Unlon. On the contrary, it is
N. Khrushchev and his fellovers who invent sland-
ers and fales in order to sow enmity and hatred
against cur people. Proceceding on this course, a
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few days ago, it was alleged in an article of the
newspaper «Pravdas dated December 2, 1961, writ-
ten by Y. Andropov, that an editorial of the news-
paper «Zéri i popullit» published on the eve of
the 22nd Congress of the CPSU wrote that the
Albanian leaders <ewould noi develop their rela-
tions with the Soviet Union from mow on except
on the basis of the principles of peaceful coexist-
ence of states with different social systems». This
is a falsification and distortion of the truth. Such
a thing has never been said, in any issue, article
or ediforial of «Zéri i popullit» or any other Al-
banian ncwspapar. Thase are the fabrications on
which N, Ktrushchev hases his «arguments», What
hypocrisy! He hurls at us the false accusation that
we are allsgedly for relations of peaceful coe-
xistence with the Soviet Union and he i3 very
angry about this, whereas he himself in fact 2oes
very much further even than his own fabrications
to the point of closing the Soviet Embassy in
Tirana and ousting the personnel of the Albanian
Embassy from Moscow, an action which has noth-
ing in common with the internationalist principles
of relations among fraternal socialist countries. nor
even with the principles of peacelul coexistence,
about which he makes so great a fuss.

As to the pretext that allegedly an intolerable
situation has been created in Albania for the Sov-
iet diplomats and the normal aclivity of the ambas-
sador, such a slander is not even worthy ol rejec-
tion. N. Khrushchev and his group, like the So-
viet diplomats themselves. know very well that,
in reality, the conditions created for them to carry
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out their activity in Albania surpass the usually
accepted norms, that the Soviet ambassador, for
whose work great obstacles have allegedly been
created, particularly iIn rccent times, has been in
Mascow, and not in Albania, since August 19,1961,
It is truly astonishing that Ambassador Shikin has
noted, from Moscow, the obstacles created for him
in Albania recently!

N. Khrushchev’s pretext that allegedly the
Government of the PRA has violated the norms
of international law by requiring the reduction
of the personncl of the Soviet Embassy in Tirana
cannot stand either. Why did the Government of
the PRA demand that the personnel of the {wo
e_mbassi-es should be placed on a basis of recipro-
city? It is known that since the Bucharest Meeting
of June 1960, N. Khrushchev has systematically
and deliberately pursued the policy of pressures
and blackmail, with a view to bringing the PLA
ia-n'd the Albanian people to their knees and sub-
Jugating them. Viclating the previously signed
agreements, he suspended all the credits that the
Soviet Union had accorded our country, withdrew

of Albania and the Communist Party of China,
but also many other parties are resolutely defend-
ing the correct Marxist-Leninist positions. The line
followed by N, Khrushchev against our Party has
been publicly criticized, also, by the Communist
Party of New Zealand and many other parties.

Neither is N, Khrushchev finding the support
he neceds even amwong his loyal allies in the ranks
of the parties of the socialisi counfries of Europe.
This is clearly seen in their stand towards our
Party and our couniry.

How is it explained?

First, it i3 connected with - the wise tactics
pursued by ouwr Party ©f Labour. Our Party has
been and is convinced thal the leaderships of the
parties of the European socialist countries take
Khrushchevs position. But, as is known, our
struggle has been concentrated on the exposure of
N. Khrushchev and his followers, This correct {ac-
tical diflerentiation placed the leaderships of the
parties of the Furcopcan socialist countries in a dif-
ficult position, since they did not find any formal
pretext 1o undertake actions similar to those of
N. Khrushchev against our country. It must be
said that in order to create such a pretext they
have commitied many provocations againsi our
Party, especially through intensive oral and wrii-
ten propaganda, through thelr official organs. But
our Party has always manoeuvred coolheadedly
and wisely.

Second, the fact that the leaderships of the
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European socialist couniries did not follow N.
Khrushchev in all hiz measures against our Party
and couniry also expresses the existence of con-
tradictions among them, which is guite logical,
because there can never be unity and mutuak
trust among opportunists and revisionists.

As a counclusion, we may say that the just,
principled struggle of o Parly against the
Khrushchev group, the comsistent Marxist-Leninist
stand of the Communist Party of China and the
other parties as well as the development of evenis
in the world contrary o the wishes of the revision-
ists have placed N, Khrushchev and his [ollowers
in a difficult position. They are pealizing that the
ground is slipping from under their feet, that their
anti-Marxist-Leninist features are being cxposed.
But it is clear that N. Khrushchev is not giving
up his opportunist course and his aims against the
unity of the socialist camp and the international
communist movement. That is why he is trying to
manocuvre, {0 change his tactics in erder to atiqin
the same objectives by other means. Khrushchev's
change of tactics i3 alsa connected with the strong
pressure being exerted by a number of fraternal
commumnist and workers’ parties of different coun-
tries, who want to find ways for the re-establish-
ment of Marxist-Leminist unity in the ranks of the
internaticnal communist movement and the social-
st camp.

Recently, several communist and workers’ par-
ties have sent letters to the CC of the Conununist
Party of the Soviet Urndon, the CC of the Commun-~
st Party of China, and the Central Committee of
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fhe Party of Labour of Albania. In these lelters
fhey express thelr deep concern about the umlesi-
rable situation created in the socialist camp and
the international coommunist movement following
Khrusnchev’s publicizing of our disagreements at
the 220d Congress of the Communist Party of the
Soviet Union, and make an appeal for finding
ways to re-cstablish unily, on the basis of the
principles defined in the 1580 Moscow Declaration.
In order to seftle the existing <diffcrences they pro-
pose a meeling ol the representalives ol the three
pariles — the Communist Facly of the Soviet
Unlon, the Commiunist Party of China, and the
Party of Labour of Albania, or o mecting of the
representatives of the communist and  workers’
parties of the cocialisl countries, or, eventuslly, a
meeting of  Lhe representaiivos of &ll the  com-
munist and workers' parties of lhe world,

The Cenfral Commitles of our Party has sent
e leadership of those parties the appropriate ans
weoers, In ity reply, the Cendrsl Commitiee of our
Pavty poinds oul thab it undersinnds the concern
oi these particy aboul the situalion created i" the
:{'{-}’iz;t'tim"is Letween our Party and counbry and lhe
Khrushohev group, ond that it highly appreciates
their efforls Tor settling the dilferences and streng-

The Central Coonmitiee of owr Party points
out also lhat it has constantly siriven and propos-
ed that the differences with the Soviet lsadership
should be resolved on a Marxist-Leninist basis, in
conditions of complete eguality and independence,

clear and detalled evidence of this in the corres-
pondence betwean the Central Commiftee of the
Party of Labour of Albania and the Central Com-
mittee of the Communist Parly «of the Soviet U-
nion, Unfortunately, however, the Khrushchev
groud paid moe heed to our proposals. It went on
ever more brutally with its anti-Marxist activity
aimed at the worsening of the velations belween
our two parties and countries to the maximum,
It went fo such lengths as to atback oue TParty
pubiicly, from the rostrum of the 22nd Congress
of the Communist Party of the Soviet Unilon, in
faet 40 breals off diplomatic relations with our
country, and to launch a frenzied anti-Maorxist
camipaign a:gainst the Darty of Labour of Albania,
utitizing the vilest slanders «of the reactionary

to set aside and isolate our FPariy, as if the issue of

with the question of the unity of the socialist
cainp and the international communist movement.

If shouldd be noted that, in the letter of the
Soviet leadership, terms such as «we shouid look
forward, not backward», «we should consider what
unites us and not what divides us», ete., ete,, are
used. The comrades will recall that N, Khrushchev
nas always used such terms whenever he has been
seeking agreement and rapprochement with  the
US Imperialists or the Titoite revisionist cligue.
From this it can be inferred that N. Khrushchev is
not in the least concerned about the Marxist-
Leninist unity of the socialist camp but is only
indulging in demagogy.

This is the essence of the above letter of the
Central Committee of the Communist Party of the
ooviet Union. In April this year, the Central Com-
mittee of the Communist Party of China sent its
reply to the Central Commitiee of the Communist
Party of the Soviet Unjon.

After acquainting itself with the content of
the letters of the CC of the Communist Party of
the Soviet Union and the CC of the Communist
Party of China, the Centiral Committee of the Par-
ty of Labour of Albania found it reasonuable to
express its opinion once again on the dilferences
in the ranks of the socialist camp and the com-
munist movement, and on the state of relations
between our Party and counlry and the present
Soviet leadership. To this end, in April this vear,
the Central Commitiee of the Party of Labour of
Albania sent the Central Commitiee of the Com-
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munriist Party of China a letter in which our Par-
ty's view on these guestions was expressed.

In its letter, the Central Commitiec of the
Party of Labour of Albania observes with satisfac-
tton that both cur Party and the Communist Party
of China proceed from the same basiec principles
— from the teachings of Marxism-Leninism — in
defining their line and views on all questions fac-
ing the intcrnational communist and workers’
movement. Among other things, the Central Com-
mittec of the Party of Labour of Albania stresses
that:

«The unity of the socialist camp and the in-
ternational communist and  workers’ movement
has heen and is being gravely harmed by the anti-
Marxist views and activity of the Khrushchev
group that has departed Irom the fundamental
teachings of Marxism-Leninism and has violated
and is still brutally violating the principles of the
1957 and 1960 Moscow Declarationsg, both in regard
to the main questions of present-day world deve-
lopments and in regard to the relations which
should exist among socialist couniries and Marx-
ist-Lenimist parties, and this is only to the advan-
tage of our common encmy —— imperialisims.

The letlier brings out many facts and argu-
ments which prove that the views of N, Khrush-
chev and his group, as well as his disruptive anti-
Marxist activities, are opportunist and rcvisionist.

«The actions of N. Khrushchev and his group»,
savs the letter, «are the deliberate actions of a
revisionist who sees the danger of his exposure in
the correct and principlad line and stand of the
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parties which siand firm on the revoluiionary
'I\zIargi;gt—Leninist principles, and therefore, is striv-
ing by every means to subdue them, to impose his
own anti-Marxist line on them, to diseredit and
isolate ihem»,

«The anti-Marxist and hostile stand of the
group of N. Khrushchev {towards the Party of
Labour of Albanian and the Peopls’s Republic of
Al.-ba.nia», points out the letter of the Central Com-
mittee of our Party, «is neither an isolated nor
f01r'Luit-o-u-s action, buf{ a logicul consequence of his
whole anti-Marxist line, it is one of the steps in
th.e context of his activity aimed at splitting and
subduing the socialist camp and the catire ?ntep-
national commumist and workers’ movement, in or-
der to impose his revisionist line on them, a clear
egpux'-e&;sio'n of the methods he uses to further his
alms. N. Khrushchev thought that the Party of
Labour of Albanla, as the parly of a small socialist
(}DLI.I'IU'}’, wuas the link which could be broken most
easily, the most suitable target for his attacks be-
caElse, by attacking and subduing it, he would be
able to attack, intimidate and subdue the others

In it.s letter, the Central Commitice of the
Party of Labour of Albania stressed that it is in
co:n;pl-’-_?'te accord with the opinion of the Ce-ntr;d
(.jommlttea of the Communist Party of China that
for an agreement on unity to be reached, first 03%
a_ll, the grave situalion in S-uvict—Albani,an rela-
tions created on the initiative of N. Khruschev
must be cleared up. The letter says: «The Central

Committee of the Party of Labour of Albania
holds that an indispensable condition lor achiev-
ing Marxist-Leninist unity in our movement and
its further strengthening is the rigorous imple~
mentation of the principles of independence, equé-
lity and comradely consultations in the rclations
among the fraternal communist and workers’ par-
ties. Therefore, it is absolutely essential that the
course ‘of violation of these principlas by the
Khrushchev group must be resolutely stopped, and
the anti-Marxist actions and methods it uses in
order to impose its revisionist line on the entire
imternational communist and workers’ rmovement,
which leads to the further deepening of the split
among the forees of sociallsm, must be condemned
in a resolute and principled way.

greatest discoveries of all times. The development
of science is the work not just of a few genjuses,
who have shone like brilliant sturs through ‘La
history of mankind and whose studies and inven-
lions are the foundation of the ever ascending de-
velopment of science, but also of those thousands
and tens of thousands of various working people
from all parts of the world, who have dreamed.
studied, and put into practice, who have made
the various combinations and have w anaged io
create the endless chain of modern scicnce?
During the history of manikind, the develon-
%I'li—.‘llf; of science In general, or of certain sciences
in particular. has been hampered for a time by
catastrophes or powerful obscurantist freads, Yo‘u
know the great catastrophe the Roman Bmoive

was to science, in particular to that of the Grego
Alexandrian period, when scientific dovelonment
wias brilliant with {he names of Archimedes, Euclid

' 1 igs 1 . :
and othoers. The obscurantism of the Middle Agox
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strangled science for a long period, weighing on it
like a heavy tomb stone on which were engraved
the dictatorship of Aristotle and the name of St
Thomas of Aguin, to whom the Bible, Aristolle
and magic were science. The aggressors during
the First World War and, especially, the Hitlerite
fascist aggressors during the Second World War
dealt science heavy biows and revived mysticism,
as occurs in times of crises, when pyres of books
are burned in city squares,

We must recall these lessons of history, be-
cause in our times, too, US imperialism, the Bonn
revanchists and their allies are on the prowl,
torch in hand, or, more precisely, with atomic
bombs in their hands, to set the world ablaze and
use this cologsal development of knowledge and
science to the detriment of the people and of the
moral and material wealth they have created. We
must stay the hand which these criminals hawve
raised against mankind and civilization. Wherever
they are, wherever they live and work, the men
of science must be vigilant and united, and fight

- 1o ensure that the fruits of their creative think-

ing, of their daily work and experience are nob
used to the detlriment of muankind., Science has
had and should have a universal character, and
nol only shouwld ity development not be the mono-
poly of certain individuals, of a handful of power-
ful states, or a lew big concerns, butl it should be
put entirely at the service of mankind, at the ser-
vice of peace, and nat at the service of war and
the cxploitation of people.



To sclence we owe achievements of inesti-
mable value to mankind, to science we owe the
liberation of the spirit and mind from supersti-
tion. Every step forward taken by science, through
struggle and efforts, both collective and indivi-
dual, drives one step back that dark and irra-
tional mysticism, which in the course of history,
and even today, in the epoch of cleciricily, of
Marxism-Leninism and of atomic energy, comes
forward and opposes reason. There is no greater
absurdity and nothing more anti-scientific than
to think that science is an isolated epiphenome-
non, as some Western socalled «scholars» or iac-
keys to the Vatican do.

The epoch we are living in is the epoch of
tne triumph of socialism, the epoch of the glorious
ideology of the new soclety, Marxism-Leninism,
which put the values ereated by man generation
after generation in thelr proper place and armed
the men of its cpoch with a powerful and uner-
ring weapon that makes the different branches
of science advance with such great impetus.

We are a small country, with marked hock-
wardness in the scientific field, we do not have
the material possibilitics of many other countries
of the world. From our dark past we have not
inherited a galaxy of scientists of great traditions
who could leave the imprint of their genius and
their tradition on universities and laculties, or on
the practical development of their experience in
the field of industry, agriculture, medicine, phy-
sics, chemistry, ete. Like everything else in our
country, the deve‘opment of science is new. In this
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respect everything is just beginning, but on a gqod
course, on the right course, and we are seeing 1‘11-9
fruit of it. Our country today is covered with
schools, we have cur University and our highgr
institutes, our laboratories, our factories, our ni-
nes, our state farms and agricultural cooperatives,
and along with all these, we have frained cadres,
still voung, still with no great knowledge or ex-
tensive experience, but full of determination and
encrgy, a reliable basis for the brilliant fultu.u.z of
science in our country. Im some branches of scien-
ce, such as that of linguistics and literzl’i;gr-e, we
have produced distinguished men and -s-cm:n_tlgts
of international stature, like Sami Frashéri, Naim
Frashéri and others, whose work is well-known;
we have produced men of great merit, like profes-
sor Nefal Frashéri, known all over the world in
the thirties for his mediecal studies and works,
especially in bacteriology, and we have specialists
of our time who have worked or are stili working
and striving today, with scientific methods al}-cl
atiaining brilliant results, like professors Alek-
sandér Xhuvani and Kostag Cipo... Our economn-
ists. philosophers. jurists, and specialists in other
fields are making studies of great value to our
country and our new society.

It is a special pleasure also to see that we
have distinguished doctors, old and young.. who
have not only dedicated all their energies to the
protection and improvement of the :hea11th of our
people and the training of hundreds of new ca-
dres, but, with their exact diagnoses and their
complicqted operations, are proving that they do
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not lag behind their distinguished colleagues of
obher countries.

We have mathematicians, physicists, chemists
and others, who have embarked on serious studies
of a high scientific level,.. who will advance
scicnee in our couniry.

These cadres are capable, and they have given
proot of this, of discussing important scientific
questiony al intermational scientific meetings and
forums, and of attracting the serious attention of
foreign scientists for the richness of the scientific
exposition of their theses...

Excuse me for speaking about this at such
lenglh, but 1 am not doing this to make a few of
our intellectuals and specialists conceited, a dan-
ger which does not exist, since they arc capable
and modest people, nor to say that science in Alba-
nia has made greal progress, so that we come cut
of this mecling satistied, with the idea that we have
achieved everything. No, on the contrary, I am
saying those things to make it very plain that we
are backward, very backward, but also to stress
that our cadres have advanced and that greal
perspectives have becn wupened up to them, thsat
even greater possibililies have been and will he
created for a still greater development of science
in our country in the fulurc.

Conceit and self-satisfaction are two evils
which we must combat, because they hinder our
progress in the domain we are speaking about, but
~excessive modesty» also, — with this | mean that
there may be people whoe say, more or less, «We
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are a small nation, frailing along behind, science
has long been advanced in the other countries of
the world, others have invented everything», etc.,
ot¢., — 1s mot correct, either, since it gives birth
to pessimism, hinders the widening of knowledge
and the development of intellect, holds people back
and prevents them from making the nccessary
clforts fo advance.

Now we may speak with pride of the noble
features which distinguish our cadres, and all our
intelligentsia, today, characteristics which must
be developed and strengthencd in the future, teo.

irst, we have an intelligentsia of a high political
and ideological level, a jpatriotic and revolutionary
intelligentsia, capable of coping with any situa-
flon and always being up to the level required to
handle ithe national and international fasks faec-
ing our Party and people. Second, we have a {a-
lented intelligentsia capable of solving the most
difficulf tasks of the socialist construction, the
most complicated problems in the economie, so-
cial, educational, and cultural fields. Third, we have
an intelligentsia linked closely with the people,
which 18 raised and developed in the bosom of the
weople, which is nurtured by the people’s genius,
and which fights for the good of its weople. All
this is borne out by life, all this constitutes our
objective reality, on which our Party bases itself
in its judgements and actions.
t course, Nikita Khrushchev and his group
could not agree with this evaluation. As you know,
he has always underrated the capabilities and
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creative posgsibilities of our people, which are ex-
pressed, among other things, in the inventions and
rationalizations by our working people, of which we
are proud. You know, too, that N. Khrushchev and
his followers have more than once declared that,
allegedly, it was they who created our intelligent-
sia. But such statements cannot hurt us. In regard
to the inventions, rationalizations, proposals and
the unprecedented upsurge in this direction, which
burst out with particular force following the at-
tacks on our Party and the exposure of N. Khrush~
chev's betrayal to Marxism-Leninism, in regard o
this, we are proud of it, and have every right to
be proud of it, of course without becomij ng swell-
headed about it and resting on our laurels. We are
proud, not because we have made and are making
unprecedented inventions of world importance,
but because our cadres, fighting in the difficult
conditions of the capitalist encirclement and rovi-
stonist blockades, are making colossal efforts in
providing the people with what they need. These
elforts are very important, since they strengthon
the People’s Republic of Albania, which hag rizen
hercically against this sworn encmy of the socizi-
ist camp and the international communist and
workers’ movement — the modern vevisionism of
the Khrushchev-Tito group and Co. Besides, it is
not only we who are making inventions which
others have made earlier, nor is it precluded that
we may make our contribution to the developm ant
of world science.

It should not be forgotten that the experi-
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ments of Oersted and Ampére seemed like amus-
ing games and that is how they were described in
thelr time, but they contained the germ of modern
electronics. Reecall the contempt of the socalled
realists for Rutherfords laboratory experiments
through which atomic energy was discovered,
recall the deductions about astronautics of Tsiol-
kovsky, a teacher in a remote village, which were
considered dreams & la Jules Verne, but thanks to
which the secrets of the cosmos are being attack-
ed and discovered today. The facts show that
many great inventions which have revolutionized
science have been made by ordinary working peo-
ple. Il we investigate, even as dilettanti, the his-
tory of a number of scientific problems, which are
now very much the «in things», {from Lumidre's
invention to that of the worker Zenobe Gramme,
the development of photography, cinema, televi-
ston, efe., we will see that, in the course of work
in industry, in the factories, various engineers
have invented astonishing things. The same thing
may happen with us, ioo.

As regards the other claim of Khrushehev and
company that thev allegedly trained our cadres,
that is not true at all. Our cadres who studied in
the Soviet Union did not go to Khrushchev's pri-
vate estate, but te the greal Homeland of the
October Revolution, where thev knew how — and
we are proud af this, too — Lo absorb the great
culture of the glorious Soviet peoples, the im-
maortal teachings of Lenin and Stalin, which, with
great ability, they are putting at the service of
the Homeland and the cause of socialism in ge-
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neral, they rejected with disgust and fought man-
fully against the hostile views of ihis revisionist
and his followers. Indeed, when Khrushchev got
control of things, as you know, far from helping
our students and cadres, he closed the doors of the
higher schools and scientific institutions to them,
just as he did in all other fields.

That, briefly, is how things stand with the

development of world science, with its difficult

path, its present vicissitudes and our possibilities.
The work of our intelligentsia for the develop-
ment of science, culture, and the economy of the
country is glorious. That is how the Party and the
people evaluate it. Ilowever, as I said above, this
should not make us rest on our laurels. Our cadres
should see thelr results closely linked with the
essential need io strengthen our Homeland more
and more from every point of view, Therefore,
they must always have the feeling of commitment
to the struggle to atiain mew and still greater re-
sulls, in conformity with the needs of carrymo‘
socialist consiruction further forward,

The Training and Qualification of Cadres — an

Proceeding from these needs, our various
institutions and cadres must undoubtedly concen-

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Jquality, as well as on perfecting hgm Thus, where-
as formerly, we considered the question mainly
from the guantitative aspeet of incr@agi_m-‘ the
numbers of cadres, without neglecting the problem
of their quality, as we had to ensure an indispen-
sable mintimuwm of them as quickly as possible, at
the present stage we should consider both sides
of the problem, increasing our concern for quality
during the training of a cadee and lavinz parti-
cular stress on his Turther aualification aod im-
provement after his troining.

The teaching staff of the University
and the other instifutes of higher Taarning must
make alleround eflforts to further improve their
work in omler {o train specialists of higher learn-
ing well, This is the kev to sueceess in all our work.
Such 2 thing would Tsad to the reduction and,
eventually, fo the elimination of shoricomings
which are c¢reatzd during tha training of cadres,
for it is a fact that not all our pedagogical-scienti-
fic workers have a sound theoretical and practical
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traluing, the sclenbific level of thelr lectures is
not vet up Lo the murk, ele. Doubtless, this is due
also to objeclive reasons, such as the newness of
oul higner schools, the imited experience of the
majorily of our teaching siaff, dn-d the inadeguate
material-laboratory base, Jlowever, Lhese difficul-
ties must te wvercoms, through theu‘ tireless el-
forts and work. Likewise, it is necessary o devote
gspecial attention to the leaching uapgltmems 8O
as to raise to a higher level their leading role in
solving organizailonal and methodolegical pro-
blems, in giving ald to Lhe young cadres, in cn-
couraging the students to do ladepaadent work,
It is especially important for the baest possible
training of speeialists that, through their diplo-
mas, the students should work on concrete themes
and that pracztice In production should be very
well organized. Since I mentioned practice, 1 want
to stress that it should not be underrated, with-
out, however, going to the oiher extreme, of en-
gaglng 1n practice at the exponse of theory; the
future specialists needs the two, both theory and
praciice. Thet aun,, the vrevse nroportioning of
sublects must be looked into. both where such a
thing has not bt:t’-,‘:l cdope and where the need fov
a reexmmination of it is felf.

he guestion of mekovmo ttm teaching-peda~

gocial work, which I mod above, presents
itself, not only ln iraining higher cadres, but also
in training middie and lower -{:a-r'}_r{:s Hoth ih $ &
other questious shoull be cxamir 1 and solved

with initiative and efioris in 'the concrele sphere
ol the activity ol each cadre or instifution.
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But it 1s evident thaf the students, the young
people themselves, will play a primary vole in the
training of cadres, Thereiove, I address mysclf
especialy to our wonderful studious youth, calling
upon them to embrace sciemee zealously — science
in general, malnematics in particular — not just
for the reasons I mentioned, bul also because
science, mathematics, dear yvoung men and women,
has its own romance, its own poelry, its ever
youthful drive, so closely linked wilth the younger
gencration.

Now that T am speaking with such enthusiasm
about science, espeeclally mathematies, perhaps Lhe
vouth may laugh, as I myscll luughed when I was
young, for I must admit, comrades, that 1 did not
like mathematics very much and T helieve that
the lessons  in mathomabies in the sccondary
school gave me a few greyv hairs. But the truth is
that mathematics has ils own great poetry, it is
passionate, and is nol so «unmanageablie» as may
be thought. Ask the teachers of matheratics, ask
the physicists and chemists, the teachers and your
Lellow~students in these branches, They will con-
vince you better than I They will attract vou 1o
these branches, will enthuse you, amed they should
enthuse you.

Butl someone may ask: «Comrade Enver, you
yourself ssid that you were nof fond cf mathe-
matics, whereas n.-ow vou are almost waxing
poeiic over i». I am going to tell vou, my young
comvrades, that it was the Party that taughl me,

}Iawever even at its peal, the savagest der -
cal reaction of the Valican swas quite unable t
chedk the advance of science and kunowledge. The
piles of blazing faggots did not  stop Glordano
Bruno from raising his voice for the truth, did not
stop Keppler from developing his brillianl theory,
nor stop Galileo Galilel from saying, «Despite that,
it moves» Then, how can the brakes be put on
science and knowledge foday, to prevent others,
including us, from mastering  and developing
them?

Let me remind you of what the feudal Fejzi
Alizotit sald about knowledge, education, as be-
ing a privilege of the wealthy clusses only. But
the revolution in cur country eliminated any irace
of the Fejzis and brilliantly proved the opposite of
what they predicted. However, the Feju Alizotls
have not been wiped out everywhere. They re-
vive wherever the seod of revisionism germinates
ancl these other Fejzi Allzotls, as emply-headed as

Thus, nothing will stop our studinus  vouth
from absorbing knowladge, scicnez with  great
eagerness, from bezoming masters of their own
fate, masters of their own Homeland, and making
their modest contributlion to world science.

Second, this refers to the uplift of the existing
intelligentsia and the enhancement of iis role in
the socialiat eonstruction, further qualification
should be the continuous preoccupation of «ll cur
cadres. The solution of the task of training cadres,
of which we spoke above, is also largely dependent
on this:

We must ook at the problem realistieallv, as
it 13, and solve 1t In a Marxist-Laninist way. The
further development of our country, the construe-
tion of soclalism and communism in Albania, as
everywhere else. is Iinked with the develosment
of science. Therefore, it becomes our task to study
the sciences, to gain as mueh as possible from
advanced world experience,

Our cadres should assimilate world sclence
with the greatest eagerness. OF course, in this
world seience, there is some rubbish, but it is for
this reason, too, that our Party has armed our
scientists, ol and voune, with the woanon of
Marxism-Leninizsm, to cleanse it of that rubigh.
When I say that we should go all out to study,
especially science, T am addressing the teachers
and pedavogues, pupils and students, doctors and
engineers, agronomists and musicians, in short,
eVarvone,
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The teachers, pedagogues, doctors, efe., should
understand the deeisive role of study, of improv-
ing themselves. From the university ieachers to
the agronomists in the [lelds, the engineers of all
categories, all of lhem should not waly  study,
should not ooly apply, but should also invent and
rationalize

Comrades, every one who graduales [rom the
higher school and becomes a specialist in a certain
branch guite rightly Teels a great satisfaction over
e fact ihat he has passed an important stage of
his life, This iz what happenad with us, this is
what bappens today, and willi happen in the fu-
ture, too, with others. Yeaterday, you were a pupil
or student, foday you become 2 cades, a pedagogue
or a manager. Bul when you start your indspen-
dent life working in your scctor, and encounter
the maost different problems, -— many of which are
new and urknown to you, bubt which it is up to
you to solve, when you come across general pro-
blems which are worrying ithe entire people, of
questions oulside your professien but necessary
to you, when you are associaied wilh cadres of
other sectors — n all these cases, along with the
fact that vou are a cadre, the ieacher of others,
you feel that you do not know everyihing, ihat
yau always need fo learn something muore, some-
thing new. Iveryone feels this, all the time. There-
fore, while being a cadre, one is, ot the same lime,
a pupil, a pupil all one's iife, Thus a double obliga-
flon emerges: for onesell and for olhers, for secie-
ty. In order to bhe able to give, you must be cons-
tantly absorbing something more than what you
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have, you must acguire general and wvocationui
culiure, which arve boundless, just as Ufe with &
its problems and aspects is boundless.

What is the way out? I repeat, the main lhing,
undoubtedly, is continual study. However, we
offenn hear cadres complain or justify themzelves:
we are up to owr necks in our day to day work
and have no tloe for study, It iy true, coumrades,
that our cadres in general are very hoavily bur-
denced, that there is a heavier load of dally work
on thelr shoulders than the cadres of developed
countries have to cavry, or that our future cadres

will hawve. It is our Lot o have to carey somewhat

more, to fight in a more dilficult but more glo-
ricus period, when [he path iy being opened e
our people’s march towards the highest peaks ol
scicnce and towards conrmunisia. This siruggle
tempers people, the cadres. Therelore, we can ang
must cope with this burden too — continous study,
whiclh in the {inal analysis will lighten the overall
burden of work. ..

What DMuost We Bludy?

After all this has  been sald,  the question
arises: In what direcilon should we olm our sfu-
dies? Tt seems to me that the matter iz not se
simple that it can be answered in a few words:
wherever the nced is greatest. Since we are a coun-
try which is <developing later than many other
countries and our needs are many, thoge cngaged
in studies, the research workers and our scientists
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are expected to have thelr say in all fields. Bui
this s impossible, in the first place becauze our
forces, whether in men or in means, are so few.
Tn regard fo concrele sclences, the technical
and natural sciences, this is clearer and easier to
define. Our country has set out on the road of
rapid development to create the material  and
fechnical basiz of socialism, the industrialization
of the couniry, infensification of agriculture.
The development of mines, the elactrification of the
country, the extension of construction, the creation
of the different branches of industry, such as the en-
ginering, chemical, lighf and food processing and
other industries, the developmont of agriculiure
such as all types of grain, industrial crops, live-
stock farming, etc., not only require more engin-
eers, agronnmists, technicians and qualified work-
ers, but raise before us a series of important pro-
blems which have te be solved, if we do not want
our development held up. Hence, it seams to me
that the overall theme of studies, of the research
and scientific work is already defined, it should be
conecentrated on the solution »f problems raised by
our socialist eonstruction. I do not believe that
anyone could imagine that we will be dealing with
the problems of the outer space. the quantum theo-
ry. cyberneties or automation just now. It is quite
right to say that we shall concentrate mninly on
those preblems the selution of which will open
the way to the further development of industry,
ragricullure, construction, the exploitation of mines
and the countrv’s cnergy sources, ete. T do not
believe, either, that anyvone could imagine that in
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this initial stage we shall engage only in matters
of an historical character, for example the develop-
ment of artisan production in the past, how the
roads and bridges were built formerly, ete. This is
not because that these studics are not wvaluable
and we do not need them, but because there are
many other problems worrying us today, for
example, how can this or that raw material be
used for industrial products. how can we build
the roads and bridges bettor, more guickly and
cheaply today, ete. But does this m=an that we
have to take up only preblems of immediate prac-
tical importance? Such a narrow concept is not
correct, either, Tf we say that we are going to
engage mainly in the solution of those problems
raised by our socialist construction, we mean not
only the problems with which we are concerned
today, but also those of the perspective, concern-
ing the future development of our country. There-
fore. we must work today for today, and we must
work todav for tomorrow and the day after to-
MOrrow,

As vou fknow, the Central Committee and the
4th Congress of the Party have spproved extensive
plans of scientific research work for the Universi-
tv of Tirana and for the Agriculiural Institute
which envisage studies and projects of major va-
lue to our country. To this end. a great number of
specialists of different sectors have been and will
be drawn into carrving out these plans. Thus, the
croative thinking of cur intelligentsia will be fur-
ther developed, it will reach a higher pmfessioqal
level, and the people will see the fruils of iis
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creative work. The fundamentsl task of this P POS
p-ectivrﬁ plan is that, without slowing ilhe rate of

development of the sovial sciencea, the natural and
ta;c"rmsz sciences mush be de'vplrmed more rapidly,
80 ag to uLll-i)’ and 1o exploit to the maximum the
rich natucal resources of our counlry. Vhis plan
constitutes a bread field of studies, research, and
work as demanding as it is glorious. Suach, for
example, Is the chemical and pliysical study of the
valuable rainerals of our countvy, the exploration,
discovery aad practical exploitation of new depo-
}L of oil, natural gas, bhospherites, clays, silicates,

.talhmm al minerals, ete., the calaloguing  and
Vaiuauoﬂ of the usefud plants and lora of Alba-
nia, the geophysical study of our couniry, stan-
dardization of buildings and reinforced concrete
structures, the study of e hydro-power resources
of rivers, of dermatoniyeosis and bruceliosis, and
the defining of measures to resirict or <lin ninate
them, ele.

Lam convineed that il is clear to CVRIYUIIe thad
these problenis are now so tumercus Lhal nobody
could Imagine that only a small group of scientilic
cadres of the Universily or our best technicians
should be engaged in solving  lhein. I want
stress that all owr cadees, Irom the most highly
qualified sciantifie cadros to the specialisls employ-
ed in the departmeils ioday, the engincers and
technicians of the entorprises  themse clves, the
agronomists and middie technicians and qualified
production woerkers, should  be engaged in  ihis
work. Their coordination, the ccllaboration of dif-
ferent scientists on those problems, which are link-
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ed with more than one scicnce, are of colossal
importance [or these studies.

Apart {rom this, there is another thing that
should be kept in nm;d that we have not enly the
university, the higher institudes, as big and impor-
tant sr-wntliu, centres, bul also our industry, mi-
nes, transport, agriculiure  wheve {frlgmeers and
gualilied workers work In [actorizs, fields angd
laboratories, and create mervellous thines which
enrich sclence.

rouzh scientific study of our conditions and needs
oa the reoad of socialist censtruction, However, you
understand that {o do such a thing is not easy, it
i3 not just a matter of words, IHere science and
high level agrotechnics play a primary role, be-
cause in order to vaise productivity, sclentilie solu-
tions to @ series of problems are required and 2
number of measures must be applied in practice.

Howcever, comrades, much still remains {o be
done in this field. Thus, the philological and his-
tarical scicnces have a series of great and impor-
tant problems to sclve, The cthnogenesis of the Al-
banian people is a problem as important as it is
complex, for the study of waich the activation and
collaboration of nwmuercus scieatific workers is
required. The problems of the Albanian nationalily
and nation, as well as the great movements of our

century reguive more profound studies. In the

field of the material calture of owr people, the
scientific research worlk on the early Albanian
culture, early and late Medieval art, and the spe-
cial features of the siyles and schools of the tradi-
tlonal architeclure, should be exlended and deep-
encd. Anothor important problem is that of the
scientific synthesis of all the ethnographic mate-
rial in conneclion with the compilation of the eth-
nographic atlas. In order ‘rhat Albanian linguistics,
through ils studies, can assist in the great problem
of the normalization of the Albanian titerary lan-
guage, the work started on compiling the Albanian
sclentific grammar, the medium standard diciionary
of our linguage must be carried further, while
deeper studies must be carried oni in the field ol
dialectology and the dialectologic atlas compiled.
Corarades, I have mentioned here only a fow
OI the main problems, but there are many others.
Thus, the atlention and creative work of our ca-
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dres should be concentrated on the study and solu-
tion of them.

For this work to yield the maximum fruit, it
is essentlal that cadres of eve ery speviality, whe-
ther economists or historians, engincers or agro-
nomists, geologists, doctors or wrilers and artisis,
must know the basic science, the Mar ®ist-Loninist
science, and study it coastantly, This 1s necessary,
b“('auae Marxist-Leninist philosophy gives them
truly scientific knowledse on tho general laws of
the development of nature, of society, and
thought. All sciences have to do with nalure, so-
ciety, and thought, therefore master v of the gene-
ral laws of their development helps studies in eve-
vy field of acience, gives the scientist, the weiter, or
any othor soe;ml‘m the key required to study and
explain the various phulomi,* a in nature or so-
clety correctly. How could ows a pecialists of socialist
society, or, more coneretely, o -ur historians, for £Xe
ample, interprei facts and doeumenis correc Ly,
draw correct conclusions from them, without a pro-
found know c&v‘e of the gencral laws of the devo-
lopment of socicty, the social lormatios 1s, the econo-
mic development of the count ry al a given period,
the combinelion of the interests of different clas—
ses, ete., which they have loarned, to a cortain
degree, since they were in school? The same can
be said of the economist. As you know, physics,
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chemistry and the other concrete sciences have
their special laws, the study of which constitutes
the objective ol these sciences, but the world in
its entirely, our universe, matter as a philosophical
notion, have their own general laws of develop-
ment, 1\ atler has neither beginning nor end, it is
eternal, and all the physical, chemical and other
processes are nothing buf processes of the develop-
ment of the maiter. Thorefore, from this it can
be secen that 1o be able to study the physieal and
chemical processes of various hedies or materials,
it is indispensable that our scientisf, engineer,
agronomist, ete. should have a correct and pro-
found knowledge of ilic world in  its entire-
ty. I could carry on about how necessary it is for
the wriler, or the artigh to know the Inws of the
avolulien of ithought, the psyeholosical processes
of man, 1he role of the material conditions of life
in forming ideas of the characters thev create in
their works, That is why our Parly guite righfly
insists that evervone, without exception, muat work
tirelessty 10 master Marzism-Leniniam and to stu-
dy individually, or in the forms organized by the
Party,

There are ignoramsss and ieaciionaries in the
world who say that we communists want to at-
tribute fe Marxism-Leniniam even the works of
those ancient and modern sele mu 3 who knew or
know nething nbout Marxism-Leninism, who are
not Marxists, and some of "\-vbf}lTl are even op-
pomnents of 1. This i3 by noe means true. It iz noet
a matter of appropriating this or that sclentist,
born in this or that country, the son of this or
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that people. But it is a fact that neither Descartes
nor Pavlov, neither the Jansenist Pascal, nor the
sclentist Bogomolets, nor the thousands of other
distinguished scientists of every epoch are known
to mankind nol because thoy went to churceh and
prayed to God, bul for theiv raticnal, progressive,
materialistic, anti-clerical, and anti-mvstical warks.
In some directions, their method has been dialectical
in general, though not in its pure form, as Marx-
ism-Leninism provides it fop us. The Marxist-Te-
ninist doctrine is the seme of materialist science
and the development of society, it is the synthesis
of the previous development of philosophy and the
creative thought of mankind in general — the syn-
thesis of everything  ratiomal and  progressive
which, in all epochs and in wvarious forms,  has
fought against superstiiion, maglec, raysticism, ig-
norance and the moral and material oppression of
the people; now this doclrine has become the
orch which lights the way for the peoples towards
soctalism and communizm, Tnerelore today, when
there i1s such a complete science as Marxism-Le-
ninism, thal gives us the correct materialist under-
standing of the world and the best scientific me-
thod, the Marxist diatectical method, it is inexeusa-
ble for our scientizts and bp”“ldllats to fail to use
it in the interest of studies in all fields. Nobody
should feel ashamed te start the study of even the
most elementary notions of Marxism-Leninism, or
when he is ignorant on this or that problem, to
consult a specialist, even though he may be young-
er in age. For the cause of the Party and the peo-
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ple everyone of us is ready to «swallow his pride» .

on such matters.

We said that, at the same time, Marxism-Le-
ninism gives us the most scientific method of
studying and knowing the world about us — the
Marxist dialectienl method. You know that adhe-
rence to correct scientific criteria in the studvy and
solution of various problems, the w-orkingwo'ﬁt of
a correct methodology are of great importance to
success in every field of the creative activity of our
cadres of different specialities. This question has
always preoccupied those engaged in scientific
work, and experience had proved the superiority
of the dialectical method a long time before Marx
and Engels, But the groat merit of Marx and
Engels, and later, of Lenin and Stalin lies in the
fact that they gave us the most complete dialectical
method, the only scientific method — materialist
dizlectics ~ and the finest example of the use of
it in the study of the phenomena of nalure and
saclely,

T do not intend te speak here in detail about
the Marxist dialectical method. But what T want
to stress is that inastering of this method is indis-
pensable to the rapid progress of our new science.
I want to stress, aiso, that to master it is tot un
easy thing, it is notl sufficient to know its general
Jaws by rote, but it must guide you and become a
method of work in your study, in all practical acti-
vity, In scientific work, in a word, always and
everywhere. There can be no ready-made recipes
on this matter. Indeed it musi be said that prlesﬁ
criptions, schemes, and «norms» decided in ad-

vance do greal harm, as they have done in fact.
Recently we have had occasion to discuss certain
gquestions of the history of our Party, or generally,
of studies on history with some comrades who
have been, or are chgaged in this worlk., The sche-
matization in matters of the histery of our Party
manifests itself especially when we cling to cor-
tain stervolyped schemes and forms In rvegard 10
the strategy, tactics and the stages of the develop-
ment, ete. of our revolution. But revolutions, com-
rades, are not carried cut on the bazis of given
norms, schemes, and forms, hence the history of
aur penple’s revolution cannot be written on such
a basis. Thig i3 a superficial, and not a sclentific,
treatment of things, a departure from objective
reality. Cavefully study the facts and events, the
various documents and phenomens, analyse them
on the basis of the Marxist dialectieal method, and
vou will see that our Party has apnlied the teach-
ings of Lenin and of the great Ootober Soclalist
Revolution in a crealive wav, in the concrete con-
ditiong of our country.

Or let us take, for example, the problems of
the history of our couniry in general. 1t is known
that world outlook and method piav an important
role in the anslvsis and interpretation of histo-
rical facts. but when we take into account that
the foreigners who dealt with the history of Al-
bania up till the Liberalion of the country were
influenced by the interests of thelr own imperialist
or chauvinist countries, it becomes pladn that owr
historiography cannot remain a slave to certain
«norms» established by foreign or local bourgeois

historians. Unfortunately, sometimes it happens
that some of our people cannot easily break free
from the established «norms» in their different

studies, and acve influenced by or lean towards

foreign «authoritiess,

In regard to the sccial sciences, it is essential
that analysis and correet interpretation of facts
be made in the light of Marzism-Loninism, and if,
in this light, some of the «norms» have to be
thrown overboard, there is no cause for hesita-
tion, regardless of whether someone may be sur-
prised and purse his lips disapprovingly. We firm-
ly adhere to the principle that history is not writ-
ten as it may please this person or that, but on
the busis of documents, facts, events, ete. Bul these
data must be interpreted corretly, and the only
corvect interpretaton of them is that based on
historical materialism. The bourgeois historians
level the accusation agsinst us that this is tenden-
tious interpretation. and claim that they are al-
legediy «neutraj», This is their never-ending re-
fraiv, but let them warkle and let us get on with
our work. We procced from the premise that, in
order to arrive at correct conclusions, everything
must be viewed with a critical eve, in the sclen-
tific meaning of this term, that dogmus and sche-
mes must be combated, that priority must be
given to the main thing, without underestimating
things of secondary importance, that ihe accumula-
tion. of facts is not an aim in itself, but must be
accompanied by analysis, making a correct inter-
pretation of the influence of various factors (e.g.
internal and exfternal factors), the cause of the

action and its objective must be delined correctly,
and so On.

Whereas in regard to the concrete sciences,
while closely fellowing the great development of
these sciences in the world, we should study those
problems which the development of our econemy
and technology raises belore ws, The rapid ad-
vance of our couniry on the road of socialism, as
we saw above, sets hefore our specialists many
problems, whichh we do not always find solved by
othera, It should be clear thal we ourselves, and
not the foreigners, must fake up these matters and
solve these probloms. Of course, if is not necessory
for us to travel the long road traversed by otoers
all over again, but neither should we imagine that
we shall find everything ready made, that we
only have to open the books. Thus the road of
science 15 not an easy one, it is dilficult and re-
quires work and persistence..

Another important problem is fo ensure the
supply and use of technical and scientific litera-
ture, We are laking measures on this matler to
ensure as many books of this kind as possible, But
there are such books cven now. The cadres them-
selves have thern, the Natioon] Library, the Uni-

versity Library and the librarics of ministries and

districts have them. But, as far as I am informed,
they are not used to the proper extenl or are used
very little. Hence il Is necessary that they be taken
and read. Undoubtedly, language is an obstiacle te
this. because our possibilitics of translating and
publishing forecign 1{echmical-scientific literature
are still imited. Therefore, every specialist should
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strive to master at least one or two of the main
foreign languages in order to he able to make pro-
per use of the books and magazines in foreign
languages. But, on the other hand, efforts should
be made to extend the range of publications of
our Albanian scientific literature by publishing
works by our authors, as well as through the en-
largement, and especially, ihe improvement of
seientiflic bullefins, which should cover a more
studied and richer variety of problems.

Of special iraporiance for the gualification of
the cadres is a beiter organization of post-gra-
duate studies and of other forms, such as se-
minars, scientific sessions, ete. This will open the
way to their becoming real sclentists, As you know,
some work has been done in this dirvection alrea-
dy, but it is insufficlent. We have 37 people who
have completed post-graduate studies and 91
others who are working to this end. On the other
hand, our cadres with scientific titles and higher
degrees total only above 109. So, in comparison
with our needs, we are not well placed. The ques-
tion is, comrades, that as many cadres as possible
must be drawn into this work, that the desire and
determination to advance, to conlinue their work
persistently and patiently, so that, step by step,
they scale the peaks of science, must be cultivated
in them.

In this, too, we must rely mainly on our own
forces, since, as you know, the possibilily of send-
ing our cadres forspecialization to the Soviet Union
or the other socialist countries of Furope has been
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taken from us, or greaily limited. In order to de-
velop this work further, post-graduate studies
should be more highly valued. Importanece must
be given to the selection and definition of the
themes of their disscertations, in conformity with
the overall plans of sclentific work, as well as with
the problems of production, so as to put an end
to a certain spontaneity observed in this field.

Apart from this, intensive scienfific activity
should be ecarried out in university departments
and elsewhere, in close collaboration with the res-
pective ministries, seminars, informative and
scientific sessions should be organized betfer and
more often, at which, through serious papers and
free discussions, without arbitrary interpretations
and without rejecting the new theses apriori by
means of political epithels, the sound things
should be brought cut, experience summed up, and
the cadres kept informed ahout the new develop-
ment in science and fechnology and the resulls of
international congresses and conferences.

Here, comrades, I wanted {o stress two things:
On. the cne hand, along with discussions organiz-
ed for this purpose, efforts shnouwld e made 1o
create an atmosphere conducive fo the exchange
of opinions and thrashing oul of problems among
the cadres in their daily life, in their free time, so
that they may gain the greatest nossible benefit
wherever they are. On the other hand, all this
must not get mixed up with personal or profes-
sional quarrels, which sometimes occur among
specialists, and which always, and especially to-
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day, bring no benefit at all, but on the conirary,
only do harm,
Likewise, we should organize and extend the

practice of appointing assistanis o our more ex~

perienced and distinguished scientists, in order to
help the latter in thelr work and research, as well
as for the assistanis to specialize and gain the
maximum possible benefii themselves. For exame-
ple, this would be wery beneficial to the young
doctors thal have just graduated from the uni-
versity: they need to practice for a time under
the specialists and in the main centres, and then
go to work independently, wherever they are need-
ed. It is self-evident that such a thing should be
organized with the young cadres of the other spe-
cialities, too. At the same time, we must also
think about selting up specialized scientific insti-
tutes, as well as about the organization of other
forms that may assist in the gualification of the
cadres, such as technical and sclentific bureaus in
enterprises; technical and scientific councils on &
district basis for groups of various specialists, ete.
In this way, gradually a broad base of scientific
cadres will be created in our countvy, and this is
necessaty for the perspective development, too,
because in this way we shall be able to create the
necessary conditions to have cur own academy of
sciences in the not too-distant futurel.

All these things 1 have spoken of, comrades,
may help the intellectuals fo remain, as always,
up to the mark in their duties towards the people
and the Homeland., And, a3 you kuow, the objec~
tive is the people, a high level of wellbeing for
them. However, such a thing can never be attain-
ed if the cadres withdraw into their shell, valuing
only their own thinking, dedicating themselves
solely to their profession and anything ronnected
with it, while paving no heed to what Is going on
around them, and divorcing themaglves from the
people. The ties with the people Irom whom we
have emerged and for whom we fight who are
the producers of all moral and material values,
are the maln source i inspivation, the main sup-
port [or great works -for joy and happincss, We
should alwavs keep thiz In mind., Ouce people do
not need misanthropes and egolsts, however capa-
hie they may be. They nced men who nppreciate
the people’s genius, active, oplimistic men whn are
with them at every maoment, wiho share weal and
woe with them, help them overcome difficullies,
who sweal alongside thenmi. The people cannot
abide those who sit on the zidelines and give them-
selves irs. o

Thevefore, it is necessary that the speclaiisis
always maintain the clasest possible ties with the
people, with the heroic working class, Wi?h our
cooperativist peasantry. This ig of two-fold im-
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portance: on the one hand, the specialists become
acquainted with production and the people of pro~-
guction, learn from their experience, and link
theory with practice; on the other hand, they
teach the working people in the course of work,
give them theory and their professional know-
ledge. What difficulties those who underrate prace
tice, the experience of the masses and prefer their
personal comfort make for themselves when they
try to get a «pleasant» job somewhere in town or
in the capital and avoid the mine or the country-
side, where men and women of colossal experien-
ce over many years work and fight! Is this right?
Of course not. And not only because the needs
of the people are not fulfilled as they should be,
but also because from personal ease vouw are in
danger of falling into apathy, stagnation of
‘thought and scientific activity, whereas for the
development of scientific activity, the countryside
and the mine present a very rich and lively
terrain.

On the other hand, it is necessary that the
cadres engage in soclal work and teach the masses
that general culture which <the Party and the
people have given them, because our knowledge
is. first of all, the property of the whole pecple.
Hence, we should not avold social work, as certain
people do, under the pretext that thev are al-
legedly up to their necks in work. There is not
and could not be any greater and more important
work than work among the people.

Another indispensabla condition, if we are to
carry out our tasks successfully and really merit
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the lofty title of people’s intellectual, is the strug-
gle to raise our political and ideological level to
the maximum.

In fact, we have an intelligentsia which in
general is of a fairly high political and ideological
level. This has found its expression not only in
the active participation of the intelligentsia in the
construetion of socialism, but also in its principled
and consistent stand and active participation in
the struggle of the Party in the political and ideo-
logical field. Let us rcfer, for example, to the
stand of the intellectuals on the question of the
principled struggle of our Party against the mo-
dern revisionism of the Khrushchev-Tito group,
their unwavering determination in support of the
Party in the most difficult polilical moments.
There is no intelicctual who has not felt proud
of the honesty and unexampled courage with
which our Party has defended Marxism-Leninism
and the interests of its people from the intrigues
and plots of the group of Tito, Khrushchev and
their followers, irrespective of the faet that we
are a small people who are living, fighting and
triumphing encircled by encmies. In our country
there are no intellectuals who have not fought,
together with the Party, to ward off and defez}t
the poisoned arrows of the imperialists and their
tools, the modern revisionists. _

Despite that, however, we should not be satis-
fied with what we have altained, because the po-
litical and ideological problems are the central
ones today, and consequently  we consider. _the
gquestion of continuously raising his idec-political
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level as the number one task for every persen in
our country,

Recently, the imperialists and the revisionists
have begun a fresh assault on Marxism-Leninism
and are frying to refute or distort it. This, ot
course, is nothing new, How many fimes have the
bourgeols ideologists proclaimed its «deleatm? How
many times have the revisionists wanted O «Cor~
rect» it? But more than a hundres vears have pas-
sed from the time the Communist WManifesto was
published, & during this time stern battles have
been waged with the anti-communists of every
hue; various traitors and renegades degerted the
ranks of the revolutionarics -~ nevertheless the
ideas of Marx, Engels, Lenin and Stalin live on
and will do so through the centuries. The period
we are passing through is one of the most heroic:
the most rabid eolonialist and imperialist reactio-
naries, ireacherous social-domocraey and the re-
vislonist renezades are carvying out feverish acti-
vity to undermine Marsism-Leninism but the vie-
tory will go to revolutionary Marsiam-Leninism,
There is no foree in the workd which can stop the
advance of socicty.

Wo Should Be as Well Frepared as Possible to

Today the revisionists are playing a special
role, therefore the struggle for their complete
ideological and political cxposure and defeat ig a
fask of first rate importance for us, The revisionists
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are attacking Marxism-Leninism from all sides,
botn In connection with the revolutionary strategy
and tactics and in the fields of philosophy, poli-
teal economy, ete, affecting the theoretical an
methodological bases of other sciences, especially
the social sciences, in one way or another, There-
fore. our scholars, researchers and scientists, in-
cluding the writers and artists, must be capable
of sorting the wheat from the tares, of distinguish-
ing revisionism from Marxism-Leninism, must al-
ways do so very carclully, and must be as well-
trained as possible to fight revisionism in  all
lields,

It is characteristic of the revisionists that they
do nol come out openly on the altack against
Marxism-Leninism, but, under the pretext of the
<new conditions», they oppeose particular theses of
It and try to find «arguments- in support of their
revisionist theses.

Another characteristic of the present-day re-
visionists i3 that they direct their blows mainly at
those questions  where their demagogy  might
more easily cover their treachery, such as their
attempt, proceeding from the change of the ratio
of forces in the international arena, to refute the
entire theorv of the revolution, ete, while not
nesitating to touch other fields of theory and the
revolutionary practice as well.

Revisionism has now become so unrestrained
i its headlong rush to disaster and so shameless
that it does not hesitate to aftack even dialectical
and historical materialism, the Marxist economic
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theory, historical sciences, Marxist acsthefics, efe.
The trend is clear: everything is being done to go
out from materialism to idealism and from dialec-
Lics 1o metaphysies, to substitute evolution for the
revolution, peaceful economic competition for the
class slruggle, Lo reject socialist realism in litera~
ture and ithe arts, and to open the road to deca-
dent trends. Last year in I'rance, some philoso-
phers, members of the French Communist Party,
began to raise doubts about a series of fundamen-
tal questions of dialectical and historical materiai-
ism, Discussing the object of Marxist philosophy,
some of them, — these were the most far-gone
revisionists, drew the conclusion that, since cogni-
tion has reached a stage in which the real know-
iedge has been developed by the individual scien-
ces, Marxist philosophy should confine ilsell to
the study of the theory of thought and its laws.
You understand where this Jeads, it aims to re-
duece Marxist philosophv from a science which
studies the gencral laws of the development of
nature, sociely and human thought, to a science
which studies only the Tatter. Trom this it is not
difficult o go on to what has alwayvs been the
aim of the bourgeois and revisionist ideolngists:
to denving that Marxism-Leninism ig capable of
sludying and providing a scienlific explanation of
the development of nature and societv, to the
negation of Marxism-Leninism itself.

Discussions of this type are faking place in
the Italian Communist DParty, ltoo. In particular,
the theses published in connection with the 10th
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Congress of this party, which is to be held in
December, this year, are another code ol modern
revisionism, in which it is stated almost openiy
that many questions of Marxism-Leninism should
be re-examined, since they are not correct., What
is more, it must be emphasized that 1t s N
Khrushehev and his bankrupt «lheorists» who de-
line the directions and set the tone for these and
other assaults against Marxism-Leninism.  Alter
all, what was the meeting of the so-called Marxist
theorists on economic questions, convened in Mos-
cow some time ago to discuss present-day capital-
ism? What were the conclusions reached by these
«theorists»? They proclaimed, as a greal discovery
of our times, Lhal present-day capitalism is not
what it was before, that this or that thesis pro-
rounced by Marx and Lenin in the past is not
true, that life is proving lhe opposile or something
else, eie., cle. Whatever they sald ov did not say,
their whole aim was 1o «substantiates lhe revi-
sionist theses of N. Khrushehev theoretically.

This is how things stand. Thev are lurning
‘he facts upside down, striving with might and
main to revise Marxism-Leninism. Therelore 1t is
necessary that you, under the wise leadership of
our Party, must engage yourselves even  more
powerfully in the struggle against these  revi-
sionist «theorles-. these monsirosities ol our time,
thal you recognise the enemy. know whatl he is
doing, and fight him mercilesslyv..,

Better times are ahead of us. Let us cleale
them together with ouwr work, with the strength
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of our arms and power of our minds, and lef our
peopie today and the coming generations en joy
them!
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
